This unit is responsible in collection
and processing of statistical data
ralating to the activities and health
rsonnel In the health establ-
shmants, Government as well as in
the Private Sector.

3 - Mnlttﬂcai & para-medical statistics
unit:-
This unitis responsible in collection
and processing the number of mad-
ical and para-medical technicians,
in the health establishments, gov-
emment as well as in the private
saclor,

— This report for 1977 contains data on the
Vital Statistics (Birth & Deaths) for the year
1976, & Health Statistics 1977, (medical &
para-medical services in government as
well as private sector.
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— Those who are acquainted with this
report may notice that the tables are issued
in the Arabic and English languages to be
more interested. And this report Is also
significant for the addition ol-new graphs
which enables different comparisons.

— Arbitration Board

151 appeals were examined by the arbitration board. 122
cases were traumatic injuries. 20 cases were occupational
diseases. The over all distribution of the cases didn't differ
from the general picture presented for the cases reported
fram the hospitals. Most of the occupational diseases
examined by the Board were cases of alleged deafness
rasulting from nolse expasure.

Danger Allowance

FIRST: INDUSTRIAL HEALTH UNIT

1. Preventive Madical Examination.

A - Preplacement and periodical medical examination for
several categories has been done. Preplacemen
examination for applicants to the vacational and
technical training schools Including testing for the
physical fitness. A battery of test for work psychology
were done to pinpoint the level of intelligence, med-
ical capacities and dexterity. The following groups

2. immunisation against Tetanus.

The section Is participating with the preventive Health
section in a compaign for immunisation of industrial
workers against tetanus. The campaign started in 1876
and still going on. During 1877, 7447 workers were glven
the first shot, 8 second inoculation was given to 7417,
and a third dose was given to 4679. It should be noted
that tha Immunisation activity was suspended for period
of 2¥: months during 1977.

3. Work accidents:

The section has received 1155 medical reports for
work injuries treated at the government hospitals. 146
cases were also reported from K.O.C. and KN.P.C.

The reports are revised and the resulting disability Is
checked. The reports are further channelled to the
appropriate Labour Relation Office, Ministry of Social
Affairs and Labour.

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Pllot Investigation for So: concentration:

A pliot investigation for the poliution by Sez was nearly
residential boundary of the Shualba area and the nearly
residential areas, namely Ahmadi and Fahahesl. The

Specification for the Alr poliution Mobll Lab.

The specification of the Lab was prepared. The lab was
received, Experimental measurements ware done during
December 1977.

Environmental Impact of Shualba Industrial Area.

Atthe request of Kuwait Municipality, an investigation for
environmental impact of the Shuaiba industrial complex
was done as a part of the master plan for the develop-
ment of the state. It was found out that at 30 km. the
boundary of the area the level of Se: was higher than the
permissible level. The maximum leval (11.7 microgram
was expected at 1.5 km.

Acoustic Laboratory:

1. Investigation of the Level of Traffic Noise in Magreb
Street:

At the raquest of the Kuwait Municipality, the noise
resulting from the traffic level at Magreb Streel was
investigated in anticipation for development of the
street to a molor way or express way. The noise was
measured for 24 hours at each of 5 locations. Statis-
tical analysis of the data was done to determine the
various L values during the total 24 hours and in the
period 6-24 hours. The traffic noise index was also
calculated. The L10 in the 18 hours was betwean 72.8
87 8 dBA with a mean of 76.5 dBA The Leqg was 878
dB. A full report about the finding was sent to the

Municipality.
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2. Community Noise:

The study included both the investigation of the pre-
vailing environmental noise and assessment of tha
reaction of the population towards if. Noise leval in
dBA was recorded lor 24 hours in 29 localities. 9 wera
done to record the noise produced by specific
sources, namely traffic and aircraft movements.
Noise in residential areas was recorded in 10
datachad areas, 6 flat areas and 4 mixed areas. The
pravailing noise was higher in the flat areas than the
other two. Tha background level (L .&) was44.2, 48,7,
and 421 dBA In the detached, flat, and mixed areas
respectively. This was persistant in the 4 periods to
which the day was divided. The morming period (6-14
hours) was the most noisy, followed by the aftarnocon
(14-17 hours) and the evening (17-24 hours) periods.

The night period (24-6 hours) was appreciably more
quiet. The level of the prevailing noise in the other 3
periods was guite similar. The level of noize was
strongly correlated with the density of the population
living tharein. The role of both the traffic movements
on the boundary of the area and the distance from
the airport did not show significant correlation, The
mean hourly number of peaks was highest in the fat
areas compared 1o the other two, This was common
to both the peaks estimated fraom the base line or

within 10 dB from the highest naise event recorded
within the hour,

The various sources of annoyance in the locality
ware enquired into. It was found out that noise was
the principal cause of annoyance (58.7%), and this
was common to all the types of residential areas. |t
was more marked in the areas near the airporl
Transport (45.8%) and lack of recreation facilities
(35.1%) wera next on the list,

The sources of the prevalling nolse as reported by
the population were mainly traffic (83.5%), airoraft
(42%), neighbours (17.3%), and air, conditioning
(14.1%). The types of disturbance as recorded were
mostly related to sieep (47.5%), interference with
relaxation (48.1%), and disturbance of the TV,
(32.5%). Interfarance with speech was less frequently
reported. The saverity of annoyance as rated by the
number of positive responses showed that 16.7%
were moderately annoyed, 14, 7% severely and 6.9%
very severely annoyed. Those reporting to be
savarely fand very severely annoyed wers more fre-
guent in the areas around the airport.
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The social and demographic factors that may influ-
ence the reaction towards noise were limited to the
nationality and the sconomic status. Age, size of the
family and occupation are not likely to influence the
reaction. The type of houses or the presence of any
auxiliary were not correlated with the complaints.
The distance of house from the road proved toba a
relevant factor. The data do not show that the people
tend to move away from the locality, even if thay
complained against noise.

The correlation betwean the prevalence of the com-
plaints and their severity and the various parameters
of noise showed that the L values except the Lsg and
Lus were significantly correlated with the prevalence
of complaints. The severity as averaged over those
giving positive response or the overall total popu-
lation gave a significant correlation only with L,. The
community noisa equivalent level (CNEL) was sig-
nificantly correlated with both the prevalence of the
complaints and their severity. The formula that gave
the highesi correlation was the one giving a weight-
ing to the afternocon perlod almost equal to that given
to the night. It seems that the people arcas sensitive
ta the naise in this period as that at night. The peaks
of noise estimated in the 2 ways did not give a sig-
nificant correlation with either the prevalence of the
complaints ar their severity.

3. Noise Impact at Mubarak Al Kabir Hospital:

The expectad noise level resulting from the imminent
changes in boththe Fahaheel motorway and the 4th
Ring Road which are being developed to motor and
express way standards was estimated. The potential
exposure of sach section of the hospilal was invas-
tigated. Tha noise prevailing in the locality was
totally accounted for by the traffic movement. The
background level was found to be 50.3 dBA which is
higher than the leve! recommended in the localities
for hospitals,

THIRD: WATER POLLUTION CONTROL UNIT

The unit continued chemical analysis of samples of water,
plankton, fish and mud taken offshore Shualba and
Shuwaikh, while the refarence point was taken from Mesesla
coast, to measure the pollution level in the territorial walers
and its effect on the marine organisms.

Being established on 5.5.1975, Blood Bank
celebrate now days his 13th anniversary. Its first
role was restricted to collect blood making sure
it is safe to used, and distributing It to all hos-
pitals and surgical units, according to the needs.
Before establishing the blood bank, Kuwait was
fully depending upon Imported blood continued
its flow to Kuwalt but decreasingly, just to cover
the real needs; (as shown in the Table No. 177).

The table cleares the fact that, by the end of
1968, imported blood was nearly stopped except
for some pints of rare groups. Since this date
blood bank sticked to the policy of “self suf-
ficlency". Being an active part of the Arablan
Body, Kuwait through blood bank sent
thousands and southands of pints to all arab
countries in times of wars oe crisis.

A sample of
this anti-body was senl to North London
Centre of BLood Transfusion, (N.L.B.T.); their
answer assured that it was the first time to
indentify this antibody. Accordingly, we
named it “Jassim Anti-body in relation to the
name of the patients.
