The Tuberculosis Control Saction, is composed of:

1. Five T.B. Control Units with static and mobile
A-ray, wberculin testing and B.C.G. vaccina-
tion facilities. The Units are distributed all
over the State of Kuwait.

2. Social workers office.
3, Statistical office.

This work is carired out by 6 doctors, 18
nurses, 18 X-ray techniclans, 5 social workers, 2
statistical officers, and are helped by the trained
nurses of the Social Health Department.

The Chest Diseases Clinic, is composed of:

1. 3 male clinica and 2 famale clinics.
2. One X-ray unit.

The work is seen by ; § doctors, 8 nurses and
3 X-ray technicians.

Both T.B. Control Section and Chest Diseases

1. Specialised laboratory (1 technician).
2. Central registration office (6 clerks).
3. Pharmacy (Pharmacist & 2 assistants).

Both of he two units are concerned with the
implementation of the National T.B. Control Pro-
gram and monitoring of the T.B. problem in
Kuwait, Also T.B. case finding, ambulatory treat-
ment or referal to the Sanatoria. B.C.G. vaccina-
tion program, contact examination, follow-up of
the T.B. ambulatory cases and the out-patient
treatment of chest diseases other than tuber-
culosis,

The factory inspection for occupational health in
the private sector is still suspended.

Occupational Heaith Studies :—

Epidemiology of Lead Intaxication -

A study to evaluate the health status of
workers exposad to dust and asphalt fumes
in some plants of asphalt mixing production is
going on at present,

228 workers exposed to asphalt fumes
were maedically. examined. The examination
included the occupational and medical history
and clinical examination with stress on the
diseases of the respiratory system, skin and
eyes, examination of the pulmonary function
and X-Ray for those exposed for more than 3
years.

Praplacement Medical check-up -
Pre-employmant medizal check-up and proficiency
testing was done for 1091 Kuwaiti applicants 1o
vocational training centres.

Work injuries :-

1473 work injuries were reported to the Section
during 1978 by Sulaibikhat Hospital,

The percentage residual disability reported by treat-
ing physicians were revised. In 245 cases the
residual disability was not complying and were
amended,

163 work injuries were reported by the medical

departments in petroleum companies. See tables...
149 . 160 . 161 . 162.

About 131 cases were referred to the Arbitration
Board.

The unit did proceed with the teaching and training
of occupational health at the Vocational Training
Centres, nursing institutes and other organisations.

The unit examined the lay-out for 240 new factories
and the environmental aspects of these industries
on the neighbouring areas were assessed. Inspec-
tion of 25 new factories at Sabhan Industnal area
was done to assess compliance with the regula-
tions enforced at the design stage.

7 — At the request of the Social Research and Crime
Department, Council of Minizters, a report has been
prepared about air pollutants from traffic means.
The health effects of each pollutant was also
included.

8 — A study was done in participation with Ministry of
0il and other interested parties concerning the
usage of liquid fuel instead of natural gases in Doha
power and desalination stations. The study was
made to select the suitable fuel with least amount
of poliutants.

9 — The unit started a study to determine the concen-
tration of heavy metals, nitrate and sulfate in sus-
pended dust. 35 samples have been sent 1o the
central lab. of our section. Sampling time was 24
hours. Samples were taken from the Shuwaikh
industrial area and 4 residential areas. The data
are shown in Tables 1566 . 157 . 168. The study is
still in progress.

10—Noise Level :

The study was made in completion of the previous
study done in residential areas. The acoustic labor-
atory is equipped with modern recording instru-
mentations. The study started in November 1978
and included 16 locations in the main streets as
the 4th, 3rd and 2nd Ring Roads and Magreb
Street. The sampling time was 24 hours. The noise
level data was found much higher than that was
recorded last year,

The study is expected to continug through March
1979, if not affected by climatic conditions
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THIRD : WATER POLLUTION CONTROL UNIT :-

Fish:

The unit continued chemical analysis of samples of
fish caught offshore Rekssa, Raas Al-Sour and Failaka
Island.

The level of such contaminants according to age
and type of fish. Fish more than 3 years had a higher
concantration of heavy metals than those less than 3
years. The level of such contaminants according to the
type of fish. Bottom fish had shown higher concentra-
tion than those living near the surface.

Phytoplankton :

The overall count of the phytoplankton, biomass
and the relative distribution of the different kinds in
Shuaiba, Shuwaikh and the reference point in Meseela.
The results indicate that the minimum count was in
Shuaiba, while in Shuwaikh the grand total and biomass
wers greater than that recorded at the reference point.
It can be noticed also that more types were reported in
Meseels. The results show that plankton in Shuaiba is
more contaminated than that of Shuwaikh, with all kinds
of heavy metals tested except mercury which was
higher in Shuwaikh. The reason may be related to the
industnal wastes of the Chlor-Alkali factory in Shuwaikh
and which contains mercury in the form of metallic
mercury. Plankton from Meseela was found to have less
concentration of heavy metals than that from Shuasiba
and Shuwaikh, but still higher than that expected. (For
more details see the annual report of Occupational
Health and Industrial Pollution Control Section, 1978).
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FOURTH : THE CENTRAL LABORATORY :-

A summary of the major activities of the laboratory
during the year 1978 were :

(1) Participation in the analysis of 892 samples of
orange for the determination of its mercury content.
Orange was suspected to be contaminated with
mercury and considered as an emergency case.

(2) Participation in the snvironmental study of asphait
factories in Kuwait. 356 dust samples were analyzed
for the determination of free silica.

(3) Completing the study of lead exposure in fuel
stations, printing and battery industries in Kuwait.
The study was started in 1977. Blod and urine
samples teken from exposed workers and control
groups were 130 samples. Such samples were
analysed for the determination of lsad in blood,
coproporphyrine and -amino levulinic ecid in
urine. 88 dust and fume samples from the working
environment were analysed for the determination
of lead contant.

(4) Examining some sugar samples sent by Municipa-
lity that were suspected to be contaminated with
heavy metals. The samples were analyzed for the
determination of 7 heavy metals content.

(5) Determination of the concentration of hydrocar-

bons and phenol in 43 samples of fish.
Determination of the concentration of heavy metals

(lead, cobalt, copper, zinc. manganese, cadmium,
chromium and mercury) in 41 samples of fish.

(6) Determination of the concentration of heavy metals
in 47 samples of phytoplankton.

This institute is established to graduate oificial nur-
ses who strongly believe that nursing is a human pro-
fession.

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— |n the serology departmant, serologists discoverad,
for the first time in the world, a very rare and new
anti-body. The field of this discovery was AL-AH-
MADI Hospital. Asample of this anti-body was sent
to North London Centre of Blood Transfusion, (N.L.
B.T.): their answer assured that it was the first
time to indentify this antibody. Accordingly, we
named it ""Jassim anti-body in relation to the name
of the patients.

(193)

Comparing this total with that total of 1965, exactly
6577 pints we can detect that the total blood pints has
been trebled this year,

The Mobile Unit of Blood Bank :

Being a special vehicle especially equipped to take
the role of a mobile blood bank, it began waorking on
26.3.1976. Using such unit, we can go to people
(doners) where they are, saving their time and efforts,
and causing no dalay or reduction in doners’ producti-
vity. "

Comprehensively, this unit did the job, cooperating
with the Health Education Section, all agreements are
made with the chosen places. Of course, the unit has a
special well trained team, working under proper super-
vision of a responsible physician to be sure of all neces-
sary tests carried on the doner.

Blood Issuing Department :

Through 1978, blood bank issued 15405 pints to all
hospitals, Governmenta! and private.

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The raasons wera :-

1. The great increase and development in fields of
medical and health services in general, a mutation
which is not paralleled by a similar increase in num-
ber of donors.

2. With the progress of medical services, fields of
need for blood and it's derivates expanded toomuch.

3. Achieving major aperations that need big quantities
of blood, open heart operations.

4. The dangerous big increase in rate of car and traffic
accidents. Accordingly, blood bank offered the fol-
lowing solution to overcome these conditions.

1. Issuing blood only for serious cases when it is really
neaded: quantities are controlled too.

2. Co-operating with hospitals, we could have doners
related to the patients, so, surgeries are not delayed
for blood shortage,

3. The mobile unit had a very effective role.

Open Heart Surgeries -
