This report
summarisas  the major areas of
development and achievemenl accom-
plished during the year 1979

The report is composad of 3 major
portions. Tha first includes the vital
statistics, namely the life and still
birth, the causes of death classiliad
acording to the WHO international
classification of diseases. The data are
calegorized according to the nationality,
sex, and age groups.

The second portion of the report
points the major development of the
governmental and the private health
services. Comparative statistics show-
ing the hospital admissions and the
out-patient visits are shown.

The third portion which consti-
tutas the main bulk of the report is
devoted 1o highlight the major activities
ol the verious depaniments of the
Ministry of Public Health. The mor-
bidity data, the out patient wvisits,
admission and discharge from the
government hospitals according to the
classification of disease are tabulated.
Tha major activities of the other
departments Interested in preventive
health are summarisad.

Those who are familiar with this
report will notice the changes that
have been introduced. We hope for
further developments in next years.

3. Pharmacy (Pharmacist & 2 assistants).

Both of he two units are concerned with the
implementation of the National T.B. Control Pro-
gram and monitoring of the T.B. problem in
Kuwait. Also T.B. case finding, ambulatory treat-
ment or referal to the Sanatoria. B.C.G. vaccina-
tion program, contact examination, follow-up of
the T.B. ambulatory cases and the out-patient
treatment of chest disesses other than tuber-
culosis.

1. OCCUPATIONAL HEALTH UNIT

I.Studies

Epidemiological study of Indusirial lead loxicity in Kuwalt:
A total of 253 exposed workers logather with 50 control were examined. The sxamination included a personal,

medical and occupational history, and a clinical examination with stress on the nervous syslem and gaslro-intestinal
tract. Routine analysis and micrescopic examination were done lorurine. The level of ALA and coproporphyrin Il were also
delermined. The level of lead in blood, haemoglobin percentage and basophlilic stipling were delermined.

The concentration of environmenlal lead was measured in a lotal ol 124 points al the storage battery plant, a

foundry for reclaiming lead from scrap batteries, 3 rpinting shops, 2 car repairing shops logether wilh some gasoline

sarvie slations. A report aboul the major lindings is available.

Health survey ol asphall mixing plants and road construction workers:

& total of 219 workers exposed to asphalt fumes In 4 asphall mixing planis togather with 28 workers employed in road

construction jobs and 81 non-exposed control were examined. A personal and occupational hisiory

together with clinical examination of chest, eyes and skin, and pulmonary ventilatory funclions was done. X-ray ches|
was limited for those exposed lo dusty operations lor more than 3 years,

The Si0z respirable dust al the crushers ol natural pggregate was measured. Also measurements ol asphali
fumes al the loading points of linished asphalt, in the mixing plants, and at selecled poinis in road cosntruclion
were carried oul.

Study of the ellecis ol physiclogical siress of physical work under hol environment:
The study was started during 1978, and is planned to go on for 2 vears. During 1979. 20 workers al the Kuwait
Foundry were examined. The examination included occupational and medical history, clinical examination, determination

of the aerobic capacily and resi and exsicise ECG, and evaluafion of the work load by recording the pulse rate

during work by telemetry.

Invastigation of work in the docks and other sirenuous jobs is planned.

Il. Factory Inspection:

The Ministerial Order providing the occupalional health personnel with factory inspeclion powers have recenlly been
issued. A plan for the inspection activities have been prepared. Training of the personnel logether with replenishing

cerlain facilities have been done.

IV. Work Injuries:
¥ 1,634 work injuries were reported to the Section during 1979 by Sulaibikhat Hospital, and 148 work injuries were reported

by medical departments in petroleum companies. 109 cases were referred lo the Arbiiration Board for settiement of
disputes.

Tables 149 through 152 show the distribution of injuries according to cause, type, part of body injured and residual disability

reported.
V. Training

Some of the statf of the unit gave a condensed course of occupational salely and health al the Vocational Tralning

Centres, Nursing Institutes and other govemmental organizations.

V. Revision of the Factory Plans

The unit participated In revision of the plans for 189 new laclories. The environmental impacts of these industries

on the neighbouring areas were assessed.

Inspection ol 5 new laclories was done to assess compliance with the regulations for environmental protection

and protection of the workers' health.

Vi. Danger Allowance

iii) The unit is still participating with Kuwail Institute for Scientific
Research in the study of the minerology ol the dust lalloul and
characleristics of the recent surface deposiis in various areas in Kuwail,
The study is planned to investigale the particle size distribution of both
the dust and the sediments and is expected lo be completied by the
middie of 1980.
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WATER POLLUTION CONTROL UNIT

The unit has recently revised Its plan of work and major amendmentis have

been inlroduced.

Items were determined.

. The accidental oll spill al Al-Salam beach was invesligated. A report was

prepared including some recommended control measures. Samples of fish,
water and sediment were taken lor determining its hydrocarbon level,

. A study on the environmenial conditions of the Guil will be started. The

available data aboul meteorological factors and water quality of the Gulf
from the year 1920 were reviewed.

. The unit has participated in a committee lo evaluate the presenl!location of

water desalination plant In Shuwalkh. The expected hazards lrom lutlure
axpansion and ils effects on waler quality wers considered.

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The Dental Department was established in Amirie
Hospital in 1951 under the administration of the Amirie
Hospital. The Dental Centre was effective since 1972.
Its services were restricted to cases that need special
care from specialists in almost all Dental Specialities.

This Centre began expanding by devoting its ser-
vices in all branches in the dental field, as in 1972 it
reached 18 specialized clinics treating compiicated cases
on referral bases.

SPECIALIZED CLINICS IN DENTAL CENTRE
Surgical Unit :

It consists of 4 climes. The services are restrictad
to surgical extraction, minor oral surgery, fractures of
both jaws, in eddition to the pedodontic extractions
under general anaesthesia.

Periodontal Unit :

It consists of two clinics whose services are res-
tricted to the treatment of Gum and periodontal troubles.

Endodontic Unit :

This unit has three clinics whose gervices are res-
tricted to treat root canals and pulp infections.

Crown & Bridge Unit :

It consists of two clinics whose services are
rastricted to the replacement of teeth by fixed crown
and bridge appliance.

Prosthodontic Dept. :
It consists of 4 clinics whose services are restricted

to removable artificial appliances both in and metal
work,

Orthodontic Unit ;

Consists of three clinics whose services are res-
tricted to treat dental irregularities and molocclusion ot
both teeth and jaws, affiliated to this unit is a clinic of
pedodontic (children dentistry).

Dental Ecology Unit :

Its concerned with patient orientation and preven-
tion of dental diseases. Mobile unit is aiding the task
of this unit, whose services are restricted to filling of
teeth by all dental materials (metal gold, ceramics and

amalgam).
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In addition the dental Centre assists to provide
School Health Dentistry (by three spacislized clinica
viz). Ornholontic, periodontic and edodontic clinics).
The School Dentistry treats mainly cases that gre ref-
ferred from schools in Kuwait. Aa far as other dental
services concernad, they are distributed as follows :

Geographically Kuwait is divided into four sectors.
Each sector is headed by responsible supervisor.

1. Kuwait City Sector to which belongs all polyclinics
that lie in this erea.

2, Farwaniah to which belongs all polyclinics that lia
in this area as well as in Jahra and Sulaibikhat.

3. Hewalli Sector covers Hawalli, Salmiya, Rumaithiya,
Bayan end Muthref.

4. Fahahse! Sector covars Fintas, Bu-Halifa, Fahahsal,
Ahmadi, Shuaiba, Al-Rigga snd Sabahiys.
