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PREFACE

HEALTH KUWAIT is the 31st annual
report on the health status of the nation of
Kuwait presented by the Health & Vital
Statistics Division of the Department of
Statistics & Medical Records . Readers of
past years' reports will notice a marked
change in this repon in its structure, format,
lay-out and contents. As a radical departure
from the past, the report is much trimmer,
relevant, specific, clear, and simple. Tables
that were regarded too bulky, ambiguous,
repetitive, and complex have been either
aliminated totally or substituted with simpler
and more readable ones. Care has been
taken to keep the tables as concise and
to-the-point as possible without sacrificing
any important details. For convenience
sake the repon is presented in two parts :
Vital Statistics and Health Statistics . The
first part deals with the demaographic
situation of the country, its vital indicators,
as well as statistics relating to births and
deaths. The second part is further
sub-divided into 6 sections. Section |
presents the development of national health
services since 1980. Section |l contains
national health care statistics for 1994.
Section |l incorporates government
hospital statistics for the current year.
Section |V presents statistical data on the
various government health centres. Section
V provides morbidity statistics based on
hospital data according to I.C.D./9 (3-digit),
and section VI presents health care
statistics from the private sector .

Finally, the last few pages include
definitions of terms and methods of
calculating values for the indicators used in
the report .

For further details on any specific area,
users are requested to refer to particular
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reports published at periodic intervals by
the various hospitals, clinics, departments
and specialized units of the Ministry of
Health .

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HIGHLIGHTS

DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE :

* The mid-year population of the country in
1994 stood at 1,620,086 . Of these 671,344
or 41 percent were Kuwaitis and 948,742 or
59 percent were Non-Kuwaitis. Farwaniya
governorate, with a population of 432476
people, was the most populous region,
and Jahra the least with 218,602 people.
Kuwailis were represented to their maximum
concentration in the Hawalli region, and the
Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwaniya region . The
least number of Kuwaiti population was
found to be living in the Jahra governorate,
whereas the least number of Non-Kuwaiti
population lived in the Ahmadi governorate .

L. VITAL STATISTICS

1. VITAL INDICATORS :

* There has been a steady decline in almost
all vital indicators in Kuwait since 1986.
The drop in rates from 1986 - 1994 is as
follows :

* Crude Birth Rate, from 2.4 w0 2.1 .

* Crude Death Rate, from 2.4 to 2.1.

* Rate of Natural Increase,from 27.510 21.9.

* Infant Mortality Rate, from 15.7 o 12.7 .

* Post-Neonatal Mortality Rate, from 5.6 to
3.3,

* Perinatal Montality Rate, from 18.5 to 15.2.

* The Maternal Morality Rate, from 5.6 to
2.5,
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* The Stillbirth Rate, from 9.61t0 8.7,

* Kuwaiti Total Fertility Rate, from 6.4 to
53.

* Non-Kuwaiti Total Fertility Rate, from 2.7
to 2.0.

* Kuwaiti Gross Reproduction Rate, from
32026,

* Non-Kuwaiti Gross Reproduction Rate,
from 1.4 to 1.0.
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* Kuwait ranks quite favorably in its Vital
Indicator Rates when compared to most
other countries of the world .

* There is no great perceptible difference in
the seasonality of vital events, howerver,
the largest number of deaths occurred in
the month of May and December and the
lowest, in September. The highest number
of live births occurred in August and the
lowest in February .
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2. LIVE BIRTHS : : eland aafght -

steady and continuous decline in the
number of total live births in the country
(1.e 53,786 in 1986; 52,858 in 1989; und
38.868 in 1994) . llowever, on closer
analysis it becomes evident that whereus
the overall birth rate is declining, it is
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actually rising among the Kuwaiti
segment of the popualtion, at the rate of
about 2,000 more births at each three-year
interval ( i.e. 19909 in 1986; 21,407 in
1989 ; 23,635 in 1992, and 25,396 in
1994) . It is actually the non-Kuwaiti
population which is mainly contributing to
the overall decline of the live birth rate,
The male-female ratio among the live
births has been 1.04 since 1989 at an
average, for both nationalities .

* The largest number of live births were

recorded from the Hawali Health Region
and the smallest from the Capital Region.
About 66 percent of all births occurred at
the government hospitals. Private
hospitals accounted for 31 percent of
births, and the rest occurred either at
home or outside Kuwait. Only 16 percent
births at the private hospitals belonged to
Non-Kuwaiti parents .

An analysis of Age-Specific Birth Rates
reveals that all through 1986 to 1994 the
25-29 year age group of all mothers has
been the most productive. The Total
Fertility Rate (per woman) for Kuwaitis
declined (17 percent) between 1986 and
1994, and even more so (26 percent) for
Non-Kuwaitis. The Gross Reproduction
Rate (per woman) followed a similar
pattern. The Crude Birth Rate for the
Kuwaiti population in the same period
declined by 15.0 percemt while for the
Non-Kuwaiti population it declined by
31.0 percent.

In 1994, the largest number of children
(28.8 percent ) were born to mothers in
the 25-29 year age group. Most infants
weighing less than 2,500 gm at birth were
born in the Hawalli Governorate and the
least in the Jahra Governorate . The
incidence of low birth weight was more
pronounced in the Kuwaiti than
Non-Kuwaiti population .
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3. DEATHS :

* The overall death rate in the country

declined by 12.5 percent between 1986
and 1994, The declined was 17.0 percent
in the Kuwaiti population and 20.0
precent in the Non-Kuwaiti population. A
similar pattern was observed in infant
mortality, the rate for which was reduced
by 19.0 precent during the same period.
The drop was 17.8 percent in the Kuwaiti
population where it went down by 14.6
percent in  comparision to  the
Non-Kuwaiti segment .

The Crude Death Rates had fallen
significantly between 1986 (2.4) and 1994
(2.1). The Age-adjusted Rates, oo,
showed a somewhat similar trend
although showing a marginal decline
between 1986 (2.4) and 1994 (2.2).

* The total number of deaths in 1994 was

3,464 -- 62.5 percent of which were
males and 37.5 percent females ; 55.9
percent Kuwaitis and 44.1 percent
Non-Kuwaitis , The level of mortality was
higher among Non-Kuwaiti (67.7 percent
) than Kuwaiti males (58.5 percent) . As a
group, the highest number of deaths
occurred in children less than a year old
(14.3 percent). The level of mortality
dropped sharply thereafier, rising slowly
with advancing age. In the 60-64 year age
" group it was 8.9 percent.

* The Age-Specific Death Rate in 1994 was
12.9 for children less than a year old. As
with the total number of deaths, the death
rate increased with advancing age. In the
R0-84 year age group it was 114.6 .
Barring early childhood years, the rate is
lower in all age groups among the
Non-Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti population,
however, it surpasses the latter in the
80-84 and 85+ year age groups quite
significantly,. ~ Males, among  both
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nationalities, have a higher death rate in
every age-group. However, the picture
reverses in the age groups of the 65 - 85+
period among the Kuwaiti population,

Circulatory conditions, neoplasms, and
accidents were the three major causes of
death in 1992, 1993, and 1994. However,
a decline was observed in deaths due to
the third cause over the years . On the
other hand, there was a slight increase in
circulatory conditions during the same
period. And  considerably  more
Non-Kuwaitis than Kuwaitis died due to
accidents. This phenomenon was observed
among both sexes of the Non-Kuwaiti
population ( Fig 3) .
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* In 1994, the single most important cause of

death, among both sexes and nationalities,
was ischaemic heart disease ( rate, 34.8 /
100,000 population) followed by transport
accidents -- mainly motor-vehicle traffic
accidents (rate 20.5 / 100,000 population )

The death rate from traffic accidents was
much higher among Kuwaitis ( mainly
males ) than Non-Kuwaitis. In general,
there were far more deaths in the Kuwaiti
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than the Non-Kuwaiu segment of the
society from the ten single most important
causes of death. (However, this does not
hold when causes of mortality are
examined further down the ranks. For
example, death rates are much higher for
Non-Kuwaitis than Kuwaitis due 1o
accidental falls, bums, and violence, In
fact, death rate from suicide and
self-inflicted injury among Non-Kuwaitis
is more than ten times as high as in
Kuwaitis ).

* Among cancer deaths the largest mortality

occurred due to malignant neoplasms of
digestive organs ( rate, 7.2 / 100,000
pop.). The rate was more than twice as
high for Kuwaitis of both sexes than
nesplasm/Non-Kuwaitis. Malignant
neoplasm of lymphatic & hematopoietic
tissue was the second biggest killer among
all cancers. Again, the incidence was
twice as high among Kuwaiti males as
Non-kuwaiti males . Also, more miles
than femnales, among both nationalities,
died from it.

* Among infants, the leading cause of death
in 1994 was disorders of pematurity and
low birth weight (rate : 34/10000 live
births) followed by congenital anomalies.
and hypoxia and birth asphyxia . In these.
and among most others. more Kuwaitl
than Non-Kuwaiti infant deaths were
recorded . Infant morality due to all
causes in the former was 74 percent as
compared to 26 percent in the later.
Infant mortality was also high among the
male (51.8 percent ) than the female (48.2
percent) infants (Fig. 4).
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* Over two thirds (73.7 percent ) of all infant aallpll g elas (VV.V) alaigh AB (e 56T &

deaths occurred in the neonatal period and
the remaining (26.3 percent ) in the
post-neonatal period. A little more than
two thirds (69.2 percent ) of the neonatal
deaths occurred in the first seven days
after birth ( the perinatal period ) . There
were about one and a half times as many
neonatal deaths among Kuwaitis than
Non-Kuwaitis. Also there were far more
male than female deaths in the neonatal
period .

* The highest infant mortality rate (15.4) was

recorded for the Jahra Governorate and
the lowest (10.8) for the Ahmadi
Governorate. Among the Kuwaiti
population the highest infant mortality
rate was recorded for the Jahra
Govermnorate (14.1) and for the
Non-Kuwaitis, too, at the same
Governorate (16.4) . Ahmadi Govemorate
has the distinction of having the lowest
infant mortality rate for Kuwaitis (9.7).
and  Farwaniva  Governorate  for
Non-Kuwaitis (11.3) .
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* In 1994, the stillbirth rate in Kuwait was

8.7 . The rate was a bit higher (9.6) in the
Non-Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment
(8.3) of the population. A majority (56.2
percent ) of stillborn births were of the
male sex . The incidence of stillbirth rate
was most pronounced in  mothers
belonging to the 40-44 year age group,
and the least among mothers of the 25-29
year age group. This was the case when
the age of the mother was exactly known.
However, a phenomenally high (40.2)
stillbirth rate was recorded for mothers
who could not exactly state their age. It is
speculated that most mothers in this group
were of advanced child-bearing age .

In 1994, the leading, well defined cause
contributing to stillbirths was the
complications of placenta, cord &
membranes (20.4 percent), followed by
disorders relating to short gestation and
low birth weight (13.4 percent). In 46.6
percent of the cases of stillborn outcomes
the exact gestational age of the fetus was
not stated. When the gestational age was
known, a high percentage of stillbirths
(23.9 percent) occurred when the fetus
was in the 29-36 week stage .

The Maternal Mortality Rate declined
from 5.6 in 1986 to zero in 1992, In 1994,
there was only one maternal death -- that
of a Non-Kuwaiti mother . The decrease
in rate was most dramatic in case of
Kuwaiti mothers where it dropped from
5.0in 1986 to nil in 1994 .

II. HEALTH STATISTICS :

1. HEALTH CARE DEVELOPMENT

* There has been a tremendous development
in Kuwait's health care delivery system
since 1980. Till 1989, the progress was
linear --the number of hospitals increased
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from 11 to 16, and the number of Primary
Health Care Clinics, from 33 to 68. The
various facilities within the latter, too,
showed expansion . For example, the
number of dental clinics went up from 94
in 1980 to 222 in 1989; maternal care
centres from 18 to 24; child care centres,
from 28 to 43; and preventive care
centres, from 23 to 30 . The number of
beds increased by 14 percent ; physicians,
by 39 percent : dentists, by 87 percent;
nurses by 24 percent ;: and pharmacists by
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suffered a setback in 1992 in practically
all infrastructural aspects of health care.
The number of clinics, hospital beds,
doctors, dentists, nurses, pharmacists - all
showed a significant decrease as
compared to 1989 levels. This
phenomenon is not very surprising, as the
year 1991 was the year of great upheavals.
The country was under occupation until
February 1991 and devoid of most of its
inhabitunts . Even after the liberation, and
for quite sometimes afterwards, the
population balance did not reach the 1989
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( or pre-invasion) level . As people (both
natives and expatriates) trickled back to
the liberated country, the signs of
recovery became visible . The figures for
1992, 1993, and 1994 once again showed
the same momentum set in motion in the
early 1980s.

* Although there was a decline in 1994 in the
absolute numbers of physicians, dentists,
nurses, pharmacists, technicians, etc. .,
their rates per 100,000 population showed
an increase over the 1989 rates. This may
be due to the fact that the total population
in 1994 was much lower than in 1989, In
other words the returning population did
not keep pace with the rewrning health
care personnel population which entered
the country a little earlier than the latter
( Fig. 6) . In 1994, however, this trend was
reversed. The absolute number of
physicians and dentists showed an
increase but their rate per 100,000
population went down. In the case of
nurses it declined by as much as 25
percent . This indicated that by 1994 the
returning population had approached
somewhat to its pre-invasion level .
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* There are indications that the national

policy of gradual Kuwaitization in the
public services is bearing fruit. The
percentage of Kuwaiti physicians  in
Kuwait's health care system ( both
government and private ) increased from
20.6 in 1986 to 23.8 in 1994; and that of
nurses, from 7.8 in 1986 to 28.2 in 1994 |
However, in case of dentists the percen of
Kuwaitis went down from 30.1 in 1986 to
27.3 in 1994 . This phenomenon is curious
and needs explanation .

Bed utilization indices in govemnment
hospitals showed modest changes in 1994,
The bed-occupancy rate declined from
706 in 1986 1w 663 in 1994
Simultaneously, the turn-over interval
went up from 3.0 in 1986 to 3.5 in 1994.
The wrn-over rate also went up from 35.5
in 1986 to 36.1 in 1994 but the average
length of stay was reduced considerably
from 7.4 in 1986 to 5.7 in 1994 . There
was decrease, too, in the bed complement
- from 5401 in 1986 t0 4271 in 1994 .

* The average number of patients discharged

per day from all government hospitals of
Kuwait was 515 in 1986. It increased 1o
552 in 1989 but decreased by 18 percent
1o 421 in 1994, The number of dead
discharges declined from 7 per day in
1986 to 5 in 1994 . The number of
outpatient visits showed a steady increase
from 1986 to 1989 (2.862.255) but then it
declined sharply. coming up again in 1994
to 1,180,278, The number of visits per
person showed a 9.3 percent increase
during this period, going up o 1.4 in
1989 from 1.28 in 1986 . However , in
1994 there was a steep decline in it ((0L.8) .

Casuvalty operations constituted 65.2
percent of all operations in 1994 whereas
in 1986 these constituted only 53.1
percent. These were followed by obstetric
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and gynecological operations . But here,
there was a significant decline. Whereas
in 1986 they constituted 19.1 percent of
all operations, in 1994, their number was
reduced by almost half and they
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* The maximum number of hospital

outpatient visits were made in the
emergency  department, and  with
successive years, the percentage of such
visits climbed up significantly. Thus the
percentage of outpatient visits to the
emergency department in 1994 (63.5 %)
was almost twice as much as that of 1986
(38.8%) . Two other departments that
were greatly popular with the outpatients
were dermatology, and obstetrics &
gynaecology. Overall, the total number of
outpatient visits to all departments showed
a substantial increase between 1986 ( 2.2
million wisits ) and 1994 ( 3.2 mllion
visits ) .

¥ The overall death rates in government

hospitals showed a slight decline between
1986 and 1994. The Amiri hospital had
the highest death rate among the general
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hospitals whereas among the specialized
hospitals Kuwait Cancer Control Centre
exhibited consistenlty high death rate
(123 in 1986 and 109 in 1994) as
compared to the rest .

* There was a tremendous growth in primary

health care services between 1986 to
1989 . The mumber of visits to general
health care clinics went up from 8.4
million to 9.9 million ; dental clinics, from
1.3 million to 1.5 million, and child care
clinics, from 2.7 million to 2.9 million, In
1992, however, there was a substantial
decline in patient visits among all
segments of primary health care
Nevertheless, it showed improvement in
1994 which affected all types of clinical
services . In fact the number of visits to
the child care cenires climbed up 1o 3.3
million, surpassing even the 1986, figures
of 2.7 million .

* Government expenditure on health care has

more than doubled between 1986 and
1994, The percentage of money allotted to
the Ministry of Health from the national
budget has also shown a steady increase
except in 1992 when it was greatly cut
down. The health care cost per capita has
slightly increased from K.D. 108 in 1986
o K., 108 in 1994 { Fig. 8)
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2. STATISTICS AT THE NATIONAL

LEVEL :

Kuwait had five government General
Hospitals -- one in each health region and
the specialized Sabah medical centre ; 11
specialized hospitals ; 70 primary health
care clinics; and 17 diabetes clinics. A
total of 26,125 ind viduals worked in
these establishments. Of these, 47.7
percent were males and 52.3 percent
females; 48.2 percent Kuwaitis and 51.8
percent Non-Kuwaitis. Female workers
outnumbered the males among both
nationality groups .

* In 1994, the number of doctors working in

the Ministry of Health was 2,690. More
than  two-thirds of these were
Non-Kuwaitis (68.5 percent). Female
physicians constituted 27 percent of the
total . Whereas the strength of male and
female physicians was almost the same
among Kuwaitis, there were only 18.3
percent expatriate female doctors. The
maximum number of doctors (290
percent) belonged to general medicine,
followed by the specialities of general
surgery and internal medicine,

* The total number of dentists in 1994 was

395. Of these, less than a quarier were
Kuwaitis ( 23.8 percent ) . There were
twice as many male than female dentists
in total but among Kuwaiti dentists there
were more females (53.2 percent) than
males .

* A total of 7,419 nwses worked for the

Ministry of Health in 1994 --only 15.4
percent of them, Kuw aitis. The propertion
of male and female nurses was 1:5 . The
number of pharmacists was 432--144
percent of them Kuwaitis. Although in
total there were moe (6 percent) male
pharmacists than females, the picture
reversed among the Kuwaiti pharmacists
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where there were more than twice as
many female pharmacists as males .

* The administrative staff constituted more

than quarter of the total work force in the
Ministry of Health. Of these, fully 86
percent were Kuwaitis, and among these,
fermales were in slight majonity (52.8
percent) (Fig. 9 ).
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* The number of total discharges in 1994

was 158,820 -- 98.7% alive and 1.3%
dead. Of these, 53.6 percent were
Kuwaitis and the rest Non-Kuwaitis. Over
a quarter (28 %) of all discharges
belonged to one single specialty--the
combined departments of obstetrics &
gynecology .

Appendectomy, tonsillectomy,  and
hemiorrhaphy were the leading surgical
operations in 1994, There were almost
twice as many males who underwent
appendectomy operations as females, and
for herniorrhaphy (inguinal) this ratio
came to 7:1. The situation was reversed
for cholecystectomies in which females
outnumbered males in the ratio of almost
2:1 in total, and among Kuwaitis in the
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ratio of 4:1. Apart from casualty
operations, most of which were minor
surgeries, the maximum number of
operations were carried out in obstetrics &
gynecology departments .

In 1994, the total number of outpatient
visits to the government hospitals in
Kuwait was 1,810,278 . The speciality
that attracted maximum number of
outpatients was dermtology (17.1
percent) followed by obstetrics &
gynecology (9.9 percent) and internal
medicine (8 percent) . In all of these,
Kuwaitis outnumbered Non-Kuwaitis by a
wide margin .
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3. HOSPITAL STATISTICS (GOVT.
SECTOR)
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* Among general hospitals, Adan hospital 2 KL _eSallal sdisdl paa S

had the largest number of beds (516)
followed by Farwania (462) and Jahra
(420 ) hospitals. Farwaniya hospital had
the maximum number of discharges
(25.403) and Sabah, the minimum
(10,145) . However, Sabah hospital had
the maximum number of outpatient visits
(180,466) and Mubarak the minimum
(75,890). The largest number of
operations were performed in Farwaniya
hospital (7.569) followed by Sabah
(5.992) and Adan hosspital (5.486).
Farwaniya hospital had the distinction of
receiving the largest number of
emergency visits (440,772) . The hospital
with the largest staff was Mubarak (1596)
and the smallest, Jahra hospital (1197) .

Among the specialized hospitals, the Ibn
Sina hospital had the distinction of having
the largest number of outpatient and
emergency visits ( 91422 & 92943
respectively ), and hospital staff (364) .
The maximum number of discharges
occurred at  the matermnity  hospital
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(19,365) . The Psychological Medicine
hospital contained the maximum number
of beds ( 394) .
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* The most optimum discharge / doctor ratio
was found at the Sabah hospital (38
discharges per doctor ), followed by Amiri
hospital (56 discharges per doctor) . The
least desirable rato was observed at the
Jahra hospital (143 discharges per doctor),
Farwaniya hospital had the distinction of
having the least desirable discharge /
nurse ratio (46 discharges per nurse ) .
The best ratio was observed at the Sabah
hospitial ( 19 discharges per nurse) .
Among the specialized hospitals, the best
discharge/doctor and discharge / nurse
ratio was recorded at the Physical
Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital ( 10
discharges per doctor and 3 discharges per
nurse, respectively) .

* The best outpatient / doctor ratio was found
to be at Mubarak hospital (301 outpatients
per doctor) and the least desirable at
Sabah hospital (673 outpatients per
doctor). Mubarak also had the best
outpatient / nurse ratio ( 125 outpatients
per nurse) and Sabah hospital, the least
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desirable (337 outpatients per nurse).
Among the specialized hospitals it is the
Kuwait Cancer Control Centre that takes
the lead in the outpatient / doctor ratio
(435 outpatients per doctor) . The best
outpatient / nurse ratio was also observed
at the K.C.C. CENTRE ( 117 outpatients
per nurse J .

* The load assessment of each hospital’s

services revealed the Farwaniya Hospital
to be sustaining the maximum load with
an average of 70 patient discharges each
day whereas the Amiri Hospital sustained
the minimum load with only 28 patient
discharges per day. However, in terms of
outpatient visits it was the Sabah Hospital
that took the lead in having the maximum
load. The highest operation rate was
recorded at Farwaniya Hospital . The
lowest operation rate ( as percent of total
discharges ) was observed at the Mubarak
hospital and the lowest outpatient visit
rate ( as percent of total outpatient visits )
was also recorded at the Mubarak
Hospital.

Among the specialized hospitals the
maximum load was observed at the
Maternity hospital with an average of 53
patient discharge each day and an
operation rate of 8 percent of the total
discharges . In terms of outpatient visits it
was the Ibn Sina hospital that took the
lead . The Physical Medicine &
Rehabilitation hospital  sustained  the
minimum load with an average of one
patient discharge per day . The minimum
load, in terms of outpatient visits, was
recorded at the Infectious Diseases
Hospital .

* An analysis of patient discharges in terms
of age groups revealed that the maximum
use of hospital services was made by
patients in the 13-44 year age-group . It
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meant 49 percent of all discharges in case
of Kuwaitis and 65 percent for
Non-Kuwaitis. The least use of health care
services was made by patients over 85
years of age. It meant 7.9 percent of all
discharges in case of Kuwaitis and 3.4
percent for Non-Kuwaitis

* An analysis of bed utilization indices at
the wvarious general hospitals revealed
Mubarak Al Kabir Hospital having the
maximum Bed Occupancy Rate (72.5
percent) and Amiri Hospital, the least
(60.9 percent) . Al-Jahra and Farwaniya
Hospitals showed the lowest Turn-over
Rate . Al-Amiri hospital also showed the
maximum  Turn-over Interval and
Farwaniya the minimum . the longest
avergae length of stay was recorded for
Al-amiri hospital (6.7 days ) and the

' shortest, for Farwaniya hospital ( 4.4 days
).

* Among the specialized hospitals, the

maximum bed occupancy rate was
| recorded for the Psychological Medicine
| Hospital (93.9 percent) and the minimum
for Ibn Sina Hospital (45.2 percent) . The
Maternity Hospital had the distinction of
having the highest wrn-over rate, the
lowest turn-over interval, and the shortest
average length of stay (4.1 days). The
Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation
Hospital and the Psychological Medicine
Hospital recorded the maximum Average
length of stay (51 and 63  days
respectively ) .

* The average length of stay after a surgical
operation differed widely among the
different  govermnment  hospitals
Howerver, for the three leading surgical
operations VizZ. appendectomy,
tonsillectomy, and hemiorrhaphy, the
overall average length of stay, for all
hospitals, was 5, 3, and 4 days
respectively ( Table 42) ,

* In 1994, Kuwait's Primary Health Care Loyl Sk allayll p gane HIK VAAE ale G @

Centres attracted a total of approximately
7.9 million patient visits. Of these 53
percent were Kuwaitis and 47 percent
Non-Kuwaitis. Farwania Health Region
attracted the maximum patient visits (28.5
percent) and the Capital Region, the
minimum (13.5 percent)

* A total of 1,082,489 patient visits were
made to Kuwait's Dental Health Care
Centres in 1994, The average number of
patients per day was 4203 . The
maximum number of visits were made in
the Farwaniya Health Region (234
percent) and the minimum, at the Capital
Region (14.3 percent) .

* In 1994, a total of 3,055 patients visited
Kuwait's Medical Genetics Centre. Of
these, 6(.2 percent were Kuwaitis and
39.8 percent Non-Kuwaitis; 44.2 percent
males and 55.8 percent females.

* The Preventive Health Division of Kuwait
provided the essential immunization
services to the general population. The
extent of vaccination coverage for some
important  vaccines in 1994 was as
follows : Mumps-Rubella, 82.5%:
Measles, 95.4%; Hepautis B, 88.4%:
DTP, 96.6%: and Oral Polio Vaccine,
96.6% .

* The Family Planning Section of Kuwait
attracted a total of 7,249 patents in 1994,
Of these, 49.5 percemt were Kuwains .
Major Conditions for which treatment was
offered were sexual inadequacy (29
percent), infertility (22 percent) . and
venereal diseases (37 percent) .

* A total of 16 diabetes clinics existed in
Kuwait in 1994, The number of people
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availing the services of these clinics was
332.098, with a daily average of 1340
patients. There were almost Iwice as
many Kuwaiti patients (62.6 percent) as
Non-Kuwaitis (37.4 percent). Female
diabetics showed a slight majority (2.6
percent) over male diabetics in the total
population, however, there were more
male (23 percent) than female diabetics
amongst the Non-Kuwaiti population. The
incidence of juvenile diabetes was more
pronounced amongst the Kuwaiti segment
of the population. The maximum number
of patients (26.7 percent) were seen at the
five diabetes clinics of the Capital Health
Region .

The country’s Islamic Medicine Centre
was visited by 11,972 patients in 1994,
Of these 53 percent were Kuwaitis and 47
percent  Non-Kuwaitis. Among  both
groups the number of female patients was
slightly more than males . The most
common conditions for which the Centre
was consulted were rheumatoid arthritis
(25.2%). diabetes (13.8%) and
hyperlipermia (12.4%) .

MORBIDITY STATISTICS :

In 1994, the three leading causes of
morbidity for which patients  sought
admission to the government hospitals of
Kuwait were asthma, diabetes,  and
hereditary  haemolytic  unsemias. The
average length of stay in hospital for these
conditions was 4.5, 84, and 2.9 days,
respectively. Other important conditions
were © acute appendictis, tonsillitis &
adenitis, complications of pregnancy,
heart disease, ill defined
infections, respiratory  infections.  and
chickenpox ( Fig.11 ).
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* In 1994, there were 12,958 cases of
notifiable communicable diseases in
Kuwait. The three leading nofifiable
communicable conditions were
chickenpox notifiable diarrhea, and
salmonella, with infection rates of 207.6
159.6, and 63.0 respectively. The
maximum number of chickenpox and
salmonella cases belonged 1o the
age-group 15-44 while diarrhea occurred
most commonly in the age-group 1 - 14
followed by those under 1 year of age .

* There were 3,033 cases of venereal
diseases notified to the Family Planning
Section of the Ministry of Health, Kuwait.
A little more than half of these (52.5%)
belonged to the Kuwaiti segment of the
population. Non-specific urethritis and
gonorrhea accounted for almost 75% of
the total number of notifiable venereal
diseases .

6. HEALTH-CARE AT THE PRIVATE
SECTOR :

* Health care was also provided in Kuwait
by five private sector hospitals and a few
hospitals belonging to the oil companies .
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In 1994, this sector had a combined total
of 531 beds, 277 doctors, and 694 nurses.
A total of 23,826 surgical operations were
performed at these hospitals --more than
two-thirds of them at two hospitals, the
Al-Ahmadi Oil Co. Hospital (29.3%) and
Hadi Hospital (37.9%) .

Altogether, there were 58312 inpatient
discharges from the private sector
hospitals, with an average of 160
discharges a day. One single hospital, the
Hadi Hospital, accounted for more than
half the total number of discharges (50.8
percent) . The Al Ahmadi 0Oil Co.
Hospital (18.8 percent) and Al-Salam
Hospital (12.0 percent) were the distant
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runners. Female patients accounted for VY B, JS)
almost three-fourths (70.3 percent) of
all discharges from thess hospitals
(Fig. 12).
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* The private sector hospitals attracted a total
of 605,716 outpatient  visits--over
two-thirds  (65.6%) of these were
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Kuwaitis, and among these, about 62
percent females. Among the Non-Kuwaiti
segment, too, female patients (57.4%)
outnumbered males. The maximum
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number of outpatient visits were made at
the Al-Ahmadi Hospital (34.8 percent).
The combined departments of obstetrics &
gynecology accounted for nearly a quarter
(23.3%) of the total outpatient visits at
these hospitals .

* In 1994, there were 108 private clinics in

Kuwait, 77 of these medical, and 31
dental. These were run by a total of 117
doctors (26% Non-Kuwaitis) and 156
nurses (100% Non-Kuwaitis) . A total of
348,982 patients were attracted to these
clinics, one-third of these (32.9%) being
dental patients .

Live Birth is the expulsion or extraction from
its mother of a product of conception, irrespective
of the duration of the pregnancy, which, after such
seperation, breathes or shows any other evidence
of life, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the
umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary
muscles, whether or not the umbilical cord had
been cut or the placenta is attached; each product
of such a birth is considered livebomn.

2. FETAL DEATH (STILLBORN FETUS):
Fetal death is death prior to complete expulsion
or extraction from its mother of a product of con-
ception, irrespective of the duration of pregnancy;
the death is indicated by  the fact that after such
seperation the fetus does not breathe or show any
other evidence of life, such as beating of the heart,
pulsation of the umbilical cord, or definite move-

ment of voluntary muscles.

3. BIRTH WEIGHT:

The first weight of the fetus or newbom ob-
tained after birth. A birth weight of less than
2,500¢g is considered “low birth weight"™.

4. GESTATIONAL AGE:
The duration of gestation is measured from the
first day of the last normal menstrual period, Gesta-

tional age is expressed in completed days or weeks (e.g.

events occurring 280 to 286 completed days after the
onset of the last normal menstrual period are con-
sidered to have occurred at 40 weeks of gestation).
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5. PRE-TERM:
Less than 37 completed weeks (less than 259
days) of gestation.

6. TERM
From 37 completed weeks to less than 42 com-
pleted weeks (259 to 293 days) of gestation.

7. POST-TERM:
42 completed weeks or more (294 days or

more) of gestation.

8. PERINATAL PERIOD:

The perinatal period commences at 28 com-
pleted weeks (196 days) of gestation (the time
when birth weight is normally more than 500g),

and ends seven completed days afier birth.

9. NEONATAL PERIOD:

The neonatal period commences at birth and
ends 28 completed days after binth. Neonatal
deaths (deaths among live births during the first
28 completed days of life) may be subdivided into
early neonatal deaths, occurring during the first
seven days of life, and late neonatal deaths, oc-
curring after the seventh day but before 28 com-
pleted days of life.

10. MATERNAL DEATH

A maternal death is the death of a woman
while pregnant or within 42 days of termination
of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and the
site of the pregnancy, from any cause related to or
aggravated by the pregnancy or its management,

but not from accidental or incidental causes.
