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PREFACE

HEALTH KUWAIT is the 32nd annual
report on the health status of the nation of
Kuwait, presented by the Health & Vital
Statistics Division of the Department of
Statistics & Medical Records. Readers of
past years' reports will notice a marked
change in this report in its structure, format,
lay-out and contents. As a radical departure
from the past, the report is much trimmer,
relevant, specific, clear, and simple. Tables
that were regarded too bulky, ambiguous,
repetitive, and complex have been either
eliminated totally or substituted with simpler
and more readable ones. Care has been
taken to keep the tables as concise and lo-
the-point as possible without sacrificing any
important details. For convenience sake the
report is presented in two parts: Vital
Statistics and Health Statistics. The first part
deals with the demographic situation of the
country, its vital indicators, as well as
statistics relating to births and deaths. The
second pari is further sub-divided into 6
sections. Section | presents the development
of national health services since 1989,
Section Il contains national health care
statistics for 1995. Section |l incorporates
government hospital statistics for the current
year. Section |V presents statistical data on
the various government health centres. Sec-
tion V' provides morbidity statistics based on
hospital data according to |.C.D./9 (3-digit),
and section VI presents health care statistics
from the private sector.

Finally, the last few pages include defini-
tions of terms and methods of calculating
values for the indicators used in the report.

For further details on any specific area,
users are requested to refer to particular
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reports published at periodic intervals by the
various hospitals, clinics, departments, and
specialized units of the Ministry of Health.

The Health & Vital Statistics Division takes
this opportunity to thank all individuals and
agencies for their cooperation in providing
current information for this edition and invites
any comments or suggestions to improve
future editions.

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HIGHLIGHTS

DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE:

The mid-year population of the country in
1995 stood at 1,690,535, Of these 694,356
or 41 percent were Kuwaitis and 996,179 or
59 percent were Non-Kuwaitis. Farwaniya
governorate, with a population of 451,707
people, was the most populous region, and
Jahra the least, with 228 457 people.
Kuwaitis were represented to their max-
imum concentration in the Hawalli region,
and the Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwaniya region.
The least number of Kuwaiti population was
found to be living in the Jahra governorate,
whereas the least number of Non-Kuwaiti
papulation lived in the Ahmadi govermorate.

I. VITAL STATISTICS

1. VITAL INDICATORS:

There has been a steady decline in almost
all vital indicators in Kuwait since 1989. The
drop in rates from 1989-1995 is as follows:
* Crude Birth Rate, from 25.9 to 24.4,

* Crude Death Rate, form 2.3 to 2.2.

Rate of Matural Increase, from 23.6 to 22.2.
* Infant Mortality Rate, from 14.8 to 10.9.
* Neonatal Mortality Rate, from 10.2 to 7.2.

* Post-Neonatal Mortality Rate, from 4.6 to
3.7.

* Perinatal Mortality Rate, from 18.4 to 12.6.

* Maternal Mortality Rate, from 11.4 to 7.3.
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* Siillbirth Rate, from 10.2to 7.3.

* Kuwaiti Total Fertility Rate, from 5.8 to 5.3.

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* Kuwail ranks quite favorably in its Vital
Indicator Rates when compared to most
ather countries of the world.

There is no great perceptible difference in
the seasonality of vital events, however, the
largest number of deaths occurred in the

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2. LIVE BIRTHS:

Live birth records since 1989 show an
interesting pattern. In 1992, the number of
total live births declined by 35% but since
then it has been rising slowly but steadily.
On a closer look, however, it becomes
evident that such generalization can only
be made for the Non-Kuwaiti segment of
the population, i.e. the number of live births
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fell drastically from 31,451 in 1989 to
11,182 in 1992 and then began to rise
slowly (i.e. 12,453 in 1993; 13,472 in 1994;
and 15,024 in 1995). The Kuwaiti segment
of the population, however, never followed
such trend - its births kept on rising at a
steady pace, i.e. 21,407 in 1989, 23,635 in
1992: 24,926 in 1993; 25,396 in 1994; and
26,145 in 1995. The male-female ratio
among the live births has been around
1.04 since 1989, at an average for the total

population.

The largest number of live births were
recorded from the Hawali Health Region
and the smallest from the Capital Region.
About 68 percent of all births occurred at
the government hospitals. Private hospitals
accounted for 30 percent of births, and the
rest occurred either at home or outside
Kuwait. Only 16 percent births at the private
hospitals belonged to Non-Kuwaiti parents.

An analysis of Age-Specific Birth Rates
reveals that all through 1989 to 1995 the
25-29 year age group of all mothers has
been the most productive. The Total
Fertility Rate (per woman) for Kuwaitis
declined (9 percent) between 1989 and
1995, and even more so (28 percent) for
Non-Kuwaitis. The Gross Reproduction
Rate (per woman) followed a similar
pattern. The Crude Birth Rate for the
Kuwaiti population in the same period
declined by 4.0 percent while for the Non-
Kuwaiti population it declined rather steeply
by 29 percent.

In 1995, the largest number of children
(29.4 percent) were bom to mothers in the
25-29 year age group. Most infants weigh-
ing less than 2,500 g at birth were bomn in
the Ahmadi Governorate and the least in
the Jahra Govemnorate. The incidence of
low birth weight was more pronounced in
the Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti population.
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3. DEATHS:

* The overall death rate in the country
declined by 4.4 percent between 1989
and 1995. The decline was 8.9 percent in
the Kuwaiti population and 11.2 percent in
the Non-Kuwaiti population. A similar
pattern was observed in infant mortality,
the rate for which was reduced by 26.4
percent during the same period. The drop
was 21.4 percent in the Kuwaiti population
where as in the Non-Kuwaiti population it
was fo the extent of 27.0 percent.

The Crude Death Rates showed a slight
decline betweéen 1989 (2.3) and 1995 (2.2).
The Age-adjusted Rates, however, re-
mained unchanged (2.3 in 1989 & 1995)
although showing a marginal decline (2.2)
in 1993 and 1994.

The total number of deaths in 1995 was
3,781 — 64.1 percent of which were males
and 35.9 percent females; 56.6 percent
Kuwaitis and 43.4 percent Non-Kuwaitis.
The level of mortality was higher among
Kuwaiti (52.8 percent) than Non-Kuwaiti
males (47.2 percent). As a group, the
highest number of deaths occurred in
children less than a year old (11.9
percent). The level of mortality dropped
sharply thereafter, rising slowly with advan-
cing age. In the 60-64 year age group it was
8.4 percent.

The Age-Specific Death Rate in 1995 was
11.3 for children less than a year old. As
with the total number of deaths, the death
rate increased with advancing age. In the
80-B4 year age group it was 148.7. Barring
early childhood years, the rate is lower in all
age groups among the Non-Kuwaiti than
the Kuwaiti population, however, it sur-
passes the latter in all age groups beyond
70, quite significantly. Males, among both
nationalities, have a higher death rate in
every age-group. However, the picture
reverses in the age groups of the 75-84
period among the Kuwaiti population, and
75-79 period in the Non-Kuwaiti population,
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* Circulatory conditions, neoplasms and exter-
nal causes of mortality were the three major
causes of deaths in 1993, 1994, and 1895.
And in all these three groups, proportionately
more deaths were recorded in 1995 than in
1993. More Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti deaths
were recorded due to neoplasms and circu-
latory disorders. However, more Non-Kuwaiti
than Kuwaiti deaths occurred because of the
external causes of mortality.
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* In 1995, the single most important cause of
death, among both sexes and nationalities,
was cardiovascular disease (rate 74.8 |
100,000 population) followed by neoplasms
(rate 24.8/100,000 population).

Higher death rates were recorded for Kuwaiis
than Non-Kuwaitis in all the three mentioned
conditions. As a matter of fact there were far
more deaths in the Kuwaiti than the Non-
Kuwaiti segment of the society from the ten
single most important causes of death.
(However, this does not hold when causes of
mortality are examined further down the ranks.
For example, death rates are much higher for
Non-Kuwaitis than Kuwaitis due to accidental
falls, burns, and violence, In fact, death rate
from intentional self-harm among Non-Kuwaitis
is about four times as high as in Kuwaitis).
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* Among cancer deaths the largest mortality
occurred due to malignant neoplasms of
digestive organs (rate 9.0 [/ 100,000 pop.).
The rate was more than twice as high for
Kuwaitis of both sexes than for Non-
Kuwaitis. Malignant neoplasm of respira-
tory organs was the second biggest killer
among all cancers. Again, the incidence
was more than twice as high among
Kuwaiti males as Non-Kuwaiti males.
Also, more males than females, among
both nationalities, died from it (ratio 4:1).

Among infants, the leading cause of death
in 1995 was disorders of prematurity and
low birth weight (rate: 2.7 | 1000 live births),
followed by congenital anomalies. In these,
and among most others, more Kuwaiti than
Non-Kuwaiti infant deaths were recorded.
Infant mortality due to all causes in the
former was 62 percent as compared to 38
percent in the latter. Infant mortality was
also high among the male (56.7 percent)
than the female (43.3 percent) infants (Fig.
4).
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* Fully two thirds (66.2 percent) of all infant
deaths occurred in the neonatal period and
the remaining (33.8 percent) in the post-
neonatal period. A little less than half (48.6
percent) of the neonatal deaths occurred in
the first seven days after birth (the perinatal
period). There were about one and a half
times as many neonatal deaths among
Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis. Also there
were far more male than female deaths in
the neonatal penod.

The highest infant mortality rate (14.4) was
recorded for the Jahra Governorate and the
lowest (7.1) for the Farwania Governorate.
Among the Kuwaiti population the highest
infant mortality rate was recorded for the
Jahra Govemorate (15.9) and and for the
Non-Kuwaitis, too, at the same Govemnorate
{16.2). Ahmadi Governorate has the distinc-
tion of having the lowest infant mortality rate
for Kuwaitis (9.0), and Farwaniya Governor-
ate for Non-Kuwaitis (8.0).

In 1995, the stillbirth rate in Kuwait was 7.3.
The rate was much higher (9.4) in the Non-
Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment (6.2) of
the population. The incidence of stillbirth
rate was most pronounced in mothers
belonging to the 40-44 year age group,
and the least among mothers of the 15-19
year age group. This was the case when
the age of the mother was exactly known.
However, a phenomenally high (29.8)
stillbirth rate was recorded for mothers
who could not exactly state their age. It is
speculated that most mothers in this group
were of advanced child-bearing age.

In 1995, the leading, well defined cause
contributing to stillbirths was the complica-
tions of placenta, cord & membranes (26.3
percent), followed by disorders relating to
short gestation and low birth weight (11.8
percent). In 51.3 percent of the cases of
stillborn outcomes the exact gestational age
of the fetus was not stated. When the
gestational age was known, a high percen-
tage of stillbirths (39.8 percent) occurred
when the fetus was in the 29-36 week stage.
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* The Maternal Mortality Rate declined from
11.4 in 1989 to 7.3 in 1995. However, it
showed marked fluctuation in the interim
years. Thus it was nil in 1992 but then rose
to 2.7 in 1993, 2.6 in 1994, and 7.3 in 1985
- - the year in which 2 Kuwaiti maternal
deaths were recorded after none in 1992,
1983, or 1994,

Il. HEALTH STATISTICS:

1. HEALTH CARE DEVELOPMENT

* There has been a tremendous develop-
ment in Kuwait's health care delivery
system since 1980. Till 1989, the progress
was linear - the number of hospitals
increased from 11 to 16, and the number
of Primary Health Care Clinics, from 53 to
68. The various facilities within the latter,
too, showed expansion. For example, the
number of dental clinics went up from 84 in
1980 to 222 in 1989; matemal care centres
form 18 to 24; child care centres, from 28 to
43; and preventive care centres, from 23 to
30. The number of beds increased by 14
percent; physicians, by 39 percent; den-
tists, by 87 percent; nurses by 24 percent;
and pharmacists by 43 percent.
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* The linear progression, seen till 1989,
suffered a setback in 1992 in practically
all infrastructural aspects of health care.
The number of clinics, hospital beds,
doctors, dentists, nurses, pharmacists - -
all showed a significant decrease as
compared to 1989 levels. This phenomen-
on is not very surprising, as the year 1991
was the year of great upheavals. The
country was under occupation until Febru-
ary 1991 and devoid of most of its
inhabitants. Even after the liberation, and
for quite sometimes afterwards, the popu-
lation balance did not reach the 1983 (or
pre-invasion) level. As people (both natives
and expatriates) trickled back to the
liberated country, the signs of recovery
became visible. The figures for 1892-95
once again showed the same momentum
set in motion in the early 1980s.

A number of positive trends were noted in
1995 which showed a marked improvement
in health care since 1988. Thus the number
of physicians, dentists and nurses per 1000
population in 1995 was 1.65, 0.24, and 4.51
respectively as compared lo 1989 when it
was 1.31, 0.17, and 4.08 respectively (table
25), A simultaneous reduction in population
per doctor, dentist and nurse (from 764,
6021, and 245 respectively in 1989 to 606,
4133, and 222 in 1995) was also recorded.
However, there was a slight reduction in the
number of beds per 1000 population in the
same period. There was also a drop in the
number of discharges per thousand popu-
lation and population per health centre from
104.5 and 28900 respectively in 1989 to
99.8 and 23810 in 1995. The cost of health
care, per capita, however went up from
K.D. 108 in 1989 to K.D. 165 in 1995,
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* There are indications that the national

policy of gradual Kuwaitization in the
public services is bearing fruit. The percen-
tage of Kuwaiti physicians in Kuwait's
health care system (both government and
private) increased from 23.3% in 1989 to
31.2% in 1995, Also, the percentage of
Kuwaiti dentists and nurses increased from
26.4% and 10.4% respectively in 1989 to
28.1% and 12.8% in 1995.

Bed ulilization indices in government
hospitals showed modest changes in
1895, The bed-occupancy rate declined
from 68.1 in 1989 to 67.5 in 1995,
Simultaneously, the turmover interval and
average lengths of stay also declined from
3.21 and 6.45 respectively in 1989 to 3.19
and 5.46 in 1995. The bed turnover rate
went up from 36.9 in 1989 to 38,2 in 1995.
Bed complement in 1995 was far less
(4409) than in 1989 (5456).

The average number of patients dis-
charged per day from all government
hospitals of Kuwait was 552 in 1989. It
decreased to 349 in 1992 but increased by
32 percent to 462 in 1995. The number of
dead discharges declined from 7 per day in
1989 to 6 in 1995. The number of out-
patient visits in 1989 was 2,862,255, which
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declined to 907,672 in 1992, obviously
because of invasion-related losses. How-
ever, it started to climb again with each
passing year and in 1995 it was 1,220,766.
The number of visits per person was 1.4 in
1989 which fell to 0.72 in 1995.

Casually operations constituted 67.3 percent
of all operations in 1995 whereas in 1989
these constituted only 56.5 percent. These
were followed by obstetric and gynecological
operations. But here, there was a significant
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decline. Whereas in 1989 they constituted
14.7 percent of all operations, in 1985, their
number was reduced by almost half and they
constituted only 7.1 percent (Fig. 7).
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visits were made in the emergency depart-
ment, and with successive years, the
percentage of such visits climbed up sig-
nificantly. Thus the percentage of outpatient
visits to the emergency departiment in 1995
(65.8%) was significantly higher than that of
1989 (46.3%). Two other departments that
were greally popular with the outpatients
were dermatology, and obstetrics & gynae-
cology. Overall, however, the total number of
outpatient visits to all departments showed a
substantial decrease between 1989 (7.8
million visits) and 1995 (3.5 million visits).
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* With the exception of the Sabah hospital,
the overall death rates in government
hospitals showed a slight decline between
1989 and 1995. The Amiri hospital had the
highest death rate among the general
hospitals whereas among the specialized
hospitals Kuwait Cancer Control Centre
exhibited consistently high death rates
{(11.3 in 1989 and 10.9 in 1985) as
compared to the rest.

There was a tremendous growth in primary
health care services between 1986 to 1989,
The number of visits to general health care
clinics in 1989 was 9.8 million, in dental
clinics, 1.5 million, and child care clinics,
2.9 million. In 1992, however, there was a
substantial decline in patient visits among
all segments of primary health care. Never-
theless, it showed improvement in 1895
which affected all types of clinical services.
in fact the number of visits to the child care
centres climbed up to 3.4 million, surpass-
ing even the 1989 figures of 2.9 million.

Government expenditure on health care
has risen more than 26% between 1989
and 1995. The percentage of money
allotted to the Ministry of Health from the
national budget has also shown a steady
increase except in 1992 when it was greatly
cut down. The health care cost per capita
has substantially increased from K.D. 108
in 1989 to K.D. 165 in 1985 (Fig. 8).
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2. STATISTICS AT THE NATIONAL LEVEL:

* In 1995 Kuwait had five govermnment

General Hospitals - - one in each health
region and the specialized Sabah Medical
Centre; 11 specialized hospitals; 71 pri-
mary health care clinics; and 18 diabetes
clinics. A total of 27,025 individuals worked
in these establishments. Of these, 46.3
percent were males and 53.7 percent
females; 48.7 percent Kuwaitis and 51.3
percent Non-Kuwaitis. Female workers
outnumbered the males among both na-
tionality groups, in general.

In 1995, the number of doctors working in
the Ministry of Health was 2,788. More than
two-thirds of these were Non-Kuwaitis
(67.2 percent). Female physicians consti-
tuted 28 percent of the total. Whereas the
strength of male and female physicians did
not differ as strikingly among Kuwaitis,
there were only 18.8 percent expatriate
female doctors. The maximum number of
doctors (19.7 percent) belonged to general
medicine, followed by e specialities of
general surgery and intermal medicine.
The total number of dentists in 1995 was
409. Of these, less than a quarter were
Kuwaitis (24.6 percent). There were twice
as many male than female dentists in total
but among Kuwaiti dentists the number of
males and females was just about equal.
A total of 7,618 nurses worked for the
Ministry of Health in 1995 - - only 14.6
percent of them, Kuwaitis. The proportion
of male and female nurses was 1:5. The
number of pharmacists was 446 - - 13.9
percent of them Kuwaitis. Although in total
there were more (64 percent) male phar-
macists than females, the picture reversed
among the Kuwaiti pharmacists where
there were almost twice as many female
pharmacists as males.
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* The administrative staff constituted more
than a quarter of the total work force in the
Ministry of Health. Of these, fully 86
percent were Kuwaitis, and among these,
females were in slight majority (55.6
percent) (Fig. 9).
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* The number of total discharges in 1995 was
"168,756 - - 98.7% alive and 1.3% dead, Of
, these, 53.3 percent were Kuwaitis and the

rest Non-Kuwaitis. Over a quarter (28%) of
all discharges belonged to one single
speciality - - the combined departments of
obstetrics & gynaecology.

* In 1995, the total number of outpatient visits
to the government hospitals in Kuwait was
1,220,766. The speciality that attracted
maximum number of outpatients was
dermatology (14.6 percent) followed by
obstetrics & gynaecology (10.4 percent)
and internal medicine (8.4 percent). In total,
Kuwaitis outnumbered Non-Kuwaitis by a
slight margin (55% v. 45%).
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3. HOSPITAL STATISTICS (GOVT. SECTOR)

* Among general hospitals, Adan hospital
had the largest number of beds (516)
followed by Farwania (420) and Jahra
(420) hospitals. Adan hospital had the
maximum number of discharges (26,998)
and Sabah, the minimum (11,183). How-
ever, Sabah hospital had the maximum
number of outpatient visits (174,958) and
Jahra the minimum (78,702). The largest
number of operations were performed in
Farwaniya hospital (8,197) followed by
Sabah (6,522) and Jahra hospital (6,042).
Farwaniya hospital had the distinction of
receiving the largest number of emergency
visits (528,049). The hospital with the
largest staff was Mubarak (1667} and the
smallest, Jahra hospital (1218).

Among the specialized hospitals, the Ibn
Sina hospital had the distinction of having
the largest number of outpatient and
emergency visits (89551 & 95037 respec-
tively), and hospital staff (893), The max-
imum number of discharges occurred at the
maternity hospital (21,685). The Psycholo-
gical Medicine hospital contained the max-
imum number of beds (456).

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* The most optimum discharge [ doctor ratio
was found at the Sabah hospital (40
discharges per doctor), followed by Amiri
hospital (62 discharges per doctor). The
least desirable ratio was observed al the
Jahra hospital (151 discharges per doctor).
Farwaniya hospital had the distinction of
having the least desirable discharge | nurse
ratio (48 discharges per nurse). The best
ralio was observed at the Sabah hospital (20
discharges per nurse). Among the specia-
lized hospitals, the best discharge/doctor
and discharge [ nurse ratio was recorded at
the Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation
hospital (11 discharges per doctor and 3
discharges per nurse, respectively).

The best outpatient / doctor ratio was found
to be at Mubarak hospital (331 outpatients
per doctor) and the least desirable at
Sabah hospital (638 outpatients per doc-
tor). Mubarak also had the best outpatient /
nurse ratio (139 outpatients per nurse) and
Sabah hospital, the least desirable (324
outpatients per nurse). Among the specia-
lized hospitals it is the Kuwait Cancer
Control Centre that takes the lead in the
outpatient / doctor ratio (449 outpatients
per doctor). The best outpatient | nurse
ratio was also observed at the K.C.C.
Centre (126 outpatients per nurse).

The load assessment of each hospital's
services revealed the Farwaniya Hospital to
be sustaining the maximum load with an
average of 74 patient discharges each day
whereas the Sabah Hospital sustained the
minimum load with only 30 patient discharges
per day. In terms of outpatient visits it was the
Sabah Hospital that took the lead in having
the maximum load. The highest operation
rate was recorded at Farwaniya Hospital. The
lowest operation rate (as percent of total
discharges) was observed at the Amiri
hospital and the lowest outpatient visit rate
(as percent of lotal outpatient visits) was
recorded at the Jahra Hospital.

The
maximum average length of stay for intemal
medicine was at the Sabah hospital and the
minimum at the Jahra hospital (Table 52).

. HEALTH DIVISIONS:

In 1995, Kuwait's Primary Health Care
Centres attracted a total of approximately
6.9 million patient visits. Of these 52
percent were Kuwaitis and 48 percent
Non-Kuwaitis. Farwania Health Region
attracted the maximum patient visits (27.1
percent) and the Capital Region, the
minimum (13 percent).

A total of 1,160,975 patient visits were made
to Kuwait's Dental Health Care Centres in
1985. The total average number of patients
per day was 4,431. The maximum number of
visits were made in the Hawalli Health Region
(23.7 percent) and the minimum, at the
Capital Region (13.7 percent).

In 1995, a total of 3,291 patients visited
Kuwait's Medical Genetics Centre, Of these
57 percent were Kuwaitis and 43 percent
Non-Kuwaitis; 47.4 percent males and 52.6
percent females.

The Preventive Health Division of Kuwait
provided the essential immunization services
o the general population. The extent of
vaccination coverage for some important vac-
cines in 1995 was as follows: OPV3 (106.5 and
113.6 per 100 children for 1 year and 1-2 year
age group respectively; DPT (106.4 and 105.2
per 100 children for 1 year and 1-2 year age
group respectively, Measles (92.4 per 100
children for 1-2 year age group); and HBV
(94.0 per 100 children for 1 year age group).
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* The Family Planning Section of Kuwait
attracted a total of 11,731 patients in
1995. Of these 46.4 percent were Kuwai-
tis. Major Conditions for which treatment
was offered were sexual inadequacy (22
percent), non-specific urethritis (20 per-
cent), and infertility (18 percent).

A total of 16 diabetes clinics existed in
Kuwait in 1995. The number of people
availing the services of these clinics was
358,636, with a daily average of 1471
patients. Kuwaiti patients comprised 60% of
the total whereas Non-Kuwaitis comprised
the rest. Female diabetics showed a slight
majority over male diabetics in the total
population, however, there were more male
than female diabetics amongst the Non-
Kuwaiti population. The incidence of juve-
nile diabetes was more pronounced amongst
the Kuwaiti segment of the population. The
maximum number of patients (24.3 percent)
were seen at the five diabetes clinics of the
Capital Health Region.

The country’s Islamic Medicine Centre was
visited by 13,603 patients in 1995. Of these
51.5 percent were Kuwaitis and 48.5
percent MNon-Kuwaitis. Among Kuwaitis
the number of female patients was more
than males. The most common conditions
for which the Centre was consulted were
rheumatoid arthritis (21.7%), diabetes
(20.6%) and hyperipemia (13.0%).

5. MORBIDITY STATISTICS:

* In 1895, there were 13,239 cases of
notifiable communicable diseases in Ku-
wait. The three leading notifiable commu-
nicable conditions were chickenpox,
notifiable diarrhea, and salmonella, with
infection rates of 181.3, 213.5, and 68.6
respectively. The maximum number of
chickenpox and salmonella cases be-
longed to the age-group 15-44 while
diarrhea occurred most commonly in the
age-group 1-14 followed by those under 1
year of age.
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* There were 6,992 cases of venereal
diseases notified to the Family Planning
Section of the Ministry of Health, Kuwait.
Only 30 percent of these belonged to the
Kuwaiti segment of the population. Non-
specific urethritis and gonorrhea accounted
for almost 90% of the total number of
notifiable venereal diseases.

6. HEALTH-CARE AT THE PRIVATE SECTOR:
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Health care was also provided in Kuwait by Wy sl Ao 3 Ll Zasal Lad s w

five private sector hospitals and a few
hospitals belonging to the oil companies. In
1895, this sector had a combined total of 501
beds, 303 doctors, and 718 nurses. A lotal of
26,571 surgical operations were performed
at these hospitals - - more than two-thirds of
them at two hospitals, the Al-Ahmadi Oil Co.
Hospital (29.5%) and Hadi Hospital (38.6).
Altogether, there were 59,697 inpatient
discharges from the private sector hospi-
tals, with an average of 163 discharges a
day, one single hospital, the Hadi Hospital,
accounted for aimost half the total number of
discharges (49.2 Percent). The Al Ahmadi
Oil Co. Hospital (17.7 percent) and Al-Salam
Hospital (14.6 percent) were the distant
runners. Female patients accounted for fully
two thirds (66 percent) of all discharges from
these hospitals (Fig. 12).
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* The private sector hospitals attracted a
total of 695,934 outpatient visits - - fully
two-thirds (66.0%) of these were Kuwaitis,
and among these, about 62 percent
females. Among the Non-Kuwaiti seg-
ment, too, female patients (55.2%) out-
numbered males. The maximum number of
outpatient visits were made at the Al-
Ahmadi Hospital (39.5 percent). The com-
bined departments of obstetrics & gynae-
cology accounted for nearly a quarter
(22.4%) of the total outpatient visits at
these hospitals.

In 1985, there were 112 private clinics in
Kuwait, 79 of these medical, and 33 dental.
These were run by a total of 139 doctors
(26% Non-Kuwaitis) and 227 nurses (100%
Non-Kuwaitis). A total of 535955 patients
were attracted to these clinics, one-third of
these (35.1%) being dental patients.

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DEFINITIONS, RATES & RATIOS

A. DEFINITIONS
1. LIVE BIRTH:

Live Birth is the expulsion or extraction
from its mother of a product of conception,
irrespective of the duration of the pregnancy,
which, after such separation, breathes or
shows any other evidence of life, such as
beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical
cord, or definite movement of voluntary
muscles, whether or not the umbilical cord
had been cut or the placenta is attached:
each product of such a birth is considered

livebom.
2. FETAL DEATH (STILLBORN FETUS):

Fetal death is death prior to complete
expulsion or extraction from its mother of a
product of conception, irrespective of the
duration of pregnancy; the death is indicated
by the fact that after such separation the fetus
does not breathe or show any other evidence
of life, such as beating of the heart, pulsation
of the umbilical cord, or definite movement of

voluntary muscles.
3. BIRTH WEIGHT:

The first weight of the fetus or newborn
obtained after birth. A birth weight of less than
2,500g is considered "low birth weight".

4. GESTATIONAL AGE:

The duration of gestation is measured from
the first day of the last normal menstrual period.
Gestational age is expressed in completed days
or weeks (e.g. evenis occurring 280 to 286
completed days after the onset of the last
normal menstrual period are considered to
have occurred at 40 weeks of gestation).
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5. PRE-TERM:

Less than 37 completed weeks (less than
259 days) of gestation.

6. TERM

From 37 completed weeks to less than 42
completed weeks (259 to 293 days) of
gestation.

7. POST-TERM:

42 completed weeks or more (294 days or
more) of gestation.

8. PERINATAL PERIOD:

The perinatal period commences at 28
completed weeks (196 days) of gestation (the
time when birth weight is normally more than
500g), and ends seven completed days after
birth.

9. NEONATAL PERIOD:

The neonatal period commences at birth
and ends 28 completed days after birth.
Meonatal deaths (deaths among live births
during the first 28 completed days of life) may
be subdivided into early neonatal deaths,
occurring during the first seven days of life,
and late neonatal deaths, occurring after the
seventh day but before 28 completed days of
life.

10. MATERNAL DEATH

A maternal death is the death of a woman
while pregnant or within 42 days of termina-
tion of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration
and the site of the pregnancy, from any cause
related to or aggravated by the pregnancy or
its management, but not from accidental or
incidental causes.
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B. RATES & RATIOS
1. CRUDE BIRTH RATE (C.B.R))

The number of live births in a year per
1000 mid-year population

2. GENERAL FERTILITY RATE (G.F.R.):

The actual number of live births in a year
per 1000 women of child bearing age (15-49
years),

15-49 years.
3. AGE-SPECIFIC FERTILITY RATE:

This measure divides the number of live
births in a year in the particular age group by
the number of women in that age group.

4. TOTAL FERTILITY RATE (T.F.R.)

The sum of age specific fertility rates of
women over their entire reproductive span
(15-48 years) as observed in a given year.
5. GROSS REPRODUCTION RATE (G.R.R.)

The average number of daughters that a
group of females slarting their life together
would bear if all the initial groups of females
survived the child bearing age.

6. CRUDE DEATH RATE (C.D.R.):

The number of deaths in a year per 1000
population

P = mid-year population for the same year.
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7. CAUSE-SPECIFIC DEATH RATE:

The number of deaths in a year assigned
to a specific cause per 100,000 mid-year
population,

8. AGE-SPECIFIC DEATH RATE:

This measures the number of deaths in a
year in a particular age group per 1000
population in that age group.

9. INFANT MORTALITY RATE (L.M.R.)

The number of infant deaths in a popula-
tion per year per 1000 live births during the
year
