Section Il in-
corporates government hospital statistics
for the current year. Section IV presents

statistical data on the various government
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health centres. Section V provides morbidity
statistics based on hospital data according

to ICD-10, and Section VI presents health
care slatistics from the private sector.

Finally, the last few pages include daf-
initions of terms and methods of cal-
culating values for the indicators used in
the report.

For further details on any specific area,
users are requested to refer to particular
reports published at periodic intervals by
the various hospitals, clinics, departments,
and specialized units of the Ministry of
Health.

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HIGHLIGHTS

DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE:

* The mid-year population of the country in
1897 stood at 1,809,270. Of these 742,163
or 41 percent were Kuwaitis and 1,067,107
or 59 percent were Non-Kuwaitis. Farwania
governorate, with a population of 483,501
people, was the most populous region, and
Jahra the least, with 244 552 people. Ku-
waitis were represented to their maximum
concentration in the Hawalll region, and the
Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwania region. The least
number of Kuwaiti population was found to
be living in the Jahra governorate, whereas
the least number of Non-Kuwaiti population
lived in the Ahmadi governorate.

l. VITAL STATISTICS
1. VITAL INDICATORS:

A comparison of main Vital indicators in Kuwait
between 1993 and 1997 shows both positive
and negative changes. Thus, the following
have shown an increase from 1993 to 1997:

* Infant Mortality Rate: from 12.3 to 12.5

* Maternal Mortality Rate from 2.7 to 16.3

* Non-Kuwaiti Total Fertility Rate: from 1.7 to
2.1

* Non-Kuwaiti Gross Reproduction Rate: from
0.8t01.0
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* Post-neonatal Mortality Rate; from 3.4 to 4.4

On the other hand the following have shown

a decrease from 1923 to 1997

* Crude Birth Rate: from 26.1 1o 23.7

* Crude Death Rate : from 2.4 t0 2.2

* Rate of Natural Increase: from 23.7 tlo 215

* Neonatal Mortality Rate, from 8.9 to 8.1

* Stillbirth Rate : from 8.6 to 6.5

* Kuwaiti Total Fertility Rate : from 5.9 to 5.0.

* Kuwaifi Gross Reproduction Rate : From 2910 2.5
* Perinatal Mortality Rate : From 15.4 to 12.5.
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* Kuwait ranks quite favorably in its Vital In-
dicator Rates when compared to most other
countries of the world.

There is no great perceptible difference in
the seasonality of vital events, however, the
largest number of deaths occurred in the
month of March and the lowest, in August.
The highest number of live births occurred
in July, and the lowest in February.
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2. LIVE BIRTHS:

* There has been a steady increase in live
births from 1883 to 1896, but in 1987
marked decline was observed. This phe-
nomenon has been observed in both sexes
and among both nationalities. There have
been twice as many live births among Ku-
waitis than non-Kuwaitis in the period 1993-
1994, however from 1895 onwards there
has been an appreciable increase in the
number of non-Kuwaiti live births, as com-
pared to the previons pericd.

The male-temale ratio among the live births
has been around 1.05 since 1993, at an av-
erage for the total population.

* The largest number of live births in 1897 were re-
corded from the Hawalli Heath Region and the
smallest from the Capital Region. About 89 per-
cent of all births occurred at the government hos-
pitals. Private hospitals accounted for 29 percent
of births, and the rest occurred aither at home or
outsida Kuwait. Only 15 percent births at the pri-
vate hospitals belonged to Non-Kuwaiti parents.

* An analysis of Age-Specific Birth Rates reveals
that all through 1993 to 1997 the 25 - 29 year
age group of all mothers has been the most
productive. The Total Fertility Rate (per wom-
an) for Kuwaitis declined (15 percent) be-
tween 1993 and 1987, but for Non-Kuwaitis it
went up steadily and progressively, from 1.7
in 1993, to 2.0, 2.1and 2.4 in, 1994, 1995 &
1996 respectively, only to fall to 2.1 in 1997.
The Gross Reproduction Rate (per woman)
followed almost a similar pattem. The Crude
Birth Rate for the Kuwaiti population in the
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same period declined by 12 percent while
for the Non-Kuwaiti population it went up by

2 percent.

* In 1997, the largest number of children (28

percent) were bomn to mothers in the 25 - 29
year age group. Most infants weighing less
than 2.500g at birth were born in the Ah-
madi governorate and the least in the Jahra
Governorate. The total incidence of low
birth weight was more pronounced in the

Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti population.

DEATHS:

* The overall death rate in the country de-

clined by 8.3 percent between 1993 and
1997 and the decline was observed largely
in the Non-Kuwaiti population. The rate of
infant mortality showed a slight increase,i.e.
from 12.3 in 1993 to 12.5 in 1997. On the
other hand the stillbirth rate declined, from
8.6 in 1993 to 6.5 in 1997- a 25% drop.

* The Crude Death Rates showed a slight de-

cline between 1993 (2.4) and 1997 (2.2). The
Age-adjusted Rates however climbed up
slightly i.e., from 2.2 in 1993 to 2.3 in 1997.

The total number of deaths in 1997 was
4017 — 63.3 percent of which were males
and 36.7 percent females; 56.7 percent Ku-
waitis and 43.3 percent Non-Kuwaitis. The
level of mortality was higher among Kuwaiti
(52.5 percent) than Non-Kuwaiti males

(475 percent). As a group, the highest
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number of deaths occurred in children less
than 1 year old (13.4 percent). The level of
mortality dropped sharply thereafter, rising
slowly with advancing age. In the 70-74

year age group it was 8.2 percent.

* The Age-Specific Death Rate in 1997 was
12.6 for children less than 1 year old. As
with the total number of deaths, the death
rate increased with advancing age. In the
70-74 year age group it was 53.8 Barring
early childhood years, the rate is lower in all
age groups among the Non-Kuwaiti than the
Kuwaiti population, however, it surpasses
the latter in all age groups beyond 75, quite
significantly. Males, among both na-
tionalities, have a higher death rate in every
age-group under 70. However, the picture
reverses in all age groups beyond that age

in members of both nationalities.

* Circulatory conditions, neoplasms, and ex-
ternal causes were the three major causes
of death in 1985, 1996, and 1997. And in all
these three groups, proportionately more
deaths were recorded in 1997 than in 1995.
More Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti deaths were
recorded due to neoplasms and circulatory
disorders. However, more Non-Kuwaiti than
Kuwaiti deaths occurred because of the ex-
ternal causes of mortality (in 1985, more

than three times as many).

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* In 1997, the single most imporant cause of
death, among both sexes and nationalities, was
cardiovascular disease (rate 54.6 / 100,000
population) followed by malignant neoplasms
(rate 23.8 / 100,000 population), and motor ve-
hiele accidents (20.7/ 100,00 papulation.

Higher death rates were recorded for Ku-
waitis than Non-Kuwaitis in all the three
mentioned conditions. As a matter of fact
there were far more deaths in the Kuwaiti
than the Non-Kuwaiti segment of the so-
ciety from .he ten single most important
causes of death. (However, this does not
hold true when causes of mortality are ex-
amined further down the ranks. For ex-
ample, death rates are much higher for
Non-Kuwaitis than Kuwaitis due to acidental
falls, bums, and violence. In fact, death rate
from intentional self-harm among Non-

Kuwaitis is more than four times as high as

in Kuwaitis).
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* Among cancer deaths the largest mortality
occurred due to malignant neoplasms of
digestive organs (rate 6.4/ 100,000 pop.) .
The rate was more than twice as high for
Kuwaitis of both sexes than for Non-
Kuwaitis. Malignant neoplasm of respiratory
organs was the second biggest killer among
all cancers. Again, the incidence was al-
most three times as high among Kuwaiti
males as Non-Kuwaiti males. Also, more
males than females, among both na-
tionalities, died from it .

* Among infants, the leading cause of death in
1997 was disorders of short gestation & low
birth weight. Other leading causes were
congenital anomalies of wvarious body
systems, and intrauterine hypoxia and birth
asphyxia,(Fig. 4). In these, and among most
others, more Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti
infant deaths were recorded. Infant mortality
due to all causes in the former was 61
percent as compared to 39 percent in the
latter, Infant mortality was also high among
the male (54.6 percent) than the female
(45.4 percent) infants.
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* About two thirds (64.8 percent) of all infant
deaths occurred in the neonatal period and
the remaining (35.2 percent) in the post-
neonatal period. Fully 40% of the necnatal
deaths occurred in the first seven days after
birth (the perinatal period). There were over
one and a half times as many neonatal
deaths among Kuwailis than Non-Kuwaitis.
Also there were far more male than female
deaths in the neonatal period.

* In 1997, the highest infant mortality rate
(14.8) was recorded for the Ahmadi Govern-
orate and the lowest (10.0) for the Capital
Governorate. Among the Kuwaiti population
the highest infant mortality rate was re-
corded for the Ahmadi Governorate (16.3)
and for the Nen-Kuwaitis at the Hawali Gov-
ernorate (13.9). Capital Governorate has
the distinction of having the lowest infant
mortality rate for Kuwaitis (9.0) and Ahmadi
Governorate for Non-Kuwaitis (10.4).

* In 1997, the stillbirth rate in Kuwaiti was 6.5.
The rate was much higher (7.2) in the Non-
Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment (6.1) of
the population. The incidence of stilibirth
rate was most pronounced in mothers over
40 years of age and the least among moth-
ers of 20-24 year age group. This was the
case when the age of the mother was ex-
actly known. However, a phenomenally high
(11.7) stillbirth rate was recorded for moth-
ers who could not exactly state their age. It
is speculated that most mothers in this
group were of advanced child-bearing age.
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*

lil-defined conditions originating in the
perinatal period contributed maostly (39%) to
stillbirths in 1997, followed by complications
of placenta, cord & membranes (20.5
percent), and by disorders relating to short
gestation and low birth weight (10.6 per-
cent). In 45.4 percent of the cases of still-
born outcomes the exact gestational age of
the fetus was not stated. When the gesta-
tional age was known a high percentage of
stillbirths (48 percent) occurred when the
fetus was in the 29-36 week stage

There has been a steady rise in matemal
martality rates since 1993. From 2.7 in that
year it rose to, 7.3 in 1995, 8.9 in 1996, and
16.3 in 1997. In 1997 there were three and
four maternal deaths respectively among
the Kuwaiti and Non-Kuwaiti sectors of the

population.

Il. HEALTH STATISTICS:
1. HEALTH CARE DEVELOPMENT

* There has been a tremendous development

in Kuwait's health care delivery system since
1980. Till 1989, the progress was linear—the
number of hospitals increased from 11 to 18,
and the number of Primary Health Care Clin-
ics, from 53 to 68. The various facilities within
the latter, too, showed expansion. For ex-
ample, the number of dental clinics went up
from 94 in 1980 to 222 in 1989; matemal
care centres from 18 to 24; child care cen-
tres, from 28 to 43; and preventive care cen-
tres, from 23 to 30. The number of beds in-
creased by 14 percent; physicians, by 39
percent, dentists, by 87 percent; nurses by
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24 percent; and pharmacists by 43 percent.
These developments have been graphically
illustrated in the earlier annual repors.
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Fig (5) : Development of Hospitals & Primary Care Centres in Kuwait 1993 - 1997
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* The linear progression. seen fill 1989, suffered
a setback in 1992 in practically all infra-
structural aspects of health care. The number
of clinics, hospital beds, doctors, dentists,
nurses, phamacists — all showed a significant
decrease as compared to 1989 levels. This
phenomenon is not very surprising, as the year
1991 was the year of great upheavals, The
country was under occupation until February
1991 and devoid of most of its inhabitants.
Even after the liberation, and for quite some-
times afterwards, the population balance did
not reach the 1989 (or pre-invasion) level. As
people (both natives and expatriates) trickled
back to the liberated country. the signs of re-
covery became visible. The figures for later
years once again showed the same mo-
mentum set in motion in the early 1980s. How
ever, in recent years a downward trend has

besn recorded in some health care indicators.
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* Acomparison of the 5 year period (Ministry of
Health: 1993-97) reveals a decrease in the
number of physicians, dentist, and nurses. per
thousand population, i.e. from 1.69, 0.23, and
4.63, respectively in 1993, to 1.67, 0.22, and
421 in 1997 (Table 25). A simultaneous in-
crease in population per doctor, dentist, and
nurse (from 593,4280, and 216 respectively in
1993, to 600,4466, and 237 in 1997) was also
recorded, There was also a significant re-
duction in the number of beds per thousand
population (from 2.64 in 1993 to 2.46 in 1997),
giving rise to more population for each bed
(353 in 1993 vs. 407 in 1997), There were
fewer discharges per thousand population in
1997 (97.04) than in 1993 (100.75), but great-
er attendance was recorded at the country's
primary health care centres (21391 patients in
1993 vs. 25483 in 1997). The per capila
health care cost declined from 165 K.D. in
1993 to 124 K.D. in 1997.
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* There are indications that the national policy
of gradual Kuwaitization in the public ser-
vices is bearing fruit. The percentage of Ku-
waiti physicians in Kuwait's health care sys-
tem (both government
increased from 30.9 in 1993 to 334 in

and private)

19497. Also, the percentage of Kuwaiti nurs-
es increased from 9.4% in 1993 to 12.9% in
1997. However, the number of dentists re-
duced from 30.5% in 1993 to 23.4% in
1997.

* Bed utilization indices in government hos-
pitals showed modest changes in 1897. The
bed-occupancy rate increased from 65.8 in
1993 to 67.6 in 1997. On the other hand,
the turnover interval and average lengths of
stay declined from 3.6 and 5.7, respectively,
in 1993 to 3.0 and 5.3 in 1997. The bed
turnover rate went up from 35.3 in 1993 to
39.5 in 1997. Bed complement in 1997 was
far in excess (4449) than in 1993 (4093).

* The average number of patients discharged
per day from all government hospitals of
Kuwait was 396 in 1993, It increased pro-
gressively each year reaching to 481 in
1997. The number of dead discharges also
increased from 5 per day in 1993 to 6 in
1897. The total number of outpatient visits
in1993 was 1,092,579 which climbed to
1,361,792 in 1997, The number of visits per
person was 0.76 in 1993 and 0.75 in 1997.
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* Casualty operations constituted 69.9 percent of
all operations in 1997 whereas in 1993 these
constituted only 63.7 percent. These were fol-
lowed earlier by obstetric and gynoclogical op-
erations. But here, there was a significant de-
cline. Whereas in 1993 they constituted 11.4
percent of all operations, in 1997, their num-
ber was reduced by almost 40% and they con-
stituted only 7.0 percent (Fig. 7).

* The maximum number of hospital outpatient
visits were made in the emergency de-
partment, and with successive years, the
percentage of such visits climbed up sig-
nificantly. Thus the percentage of outpatient
visits to the emergency department in 1997
(65.9%) was significantly higher than that of
1993 (61.0%). Three other departments that
were greatly popular with the outpatients
were dermatology, internal medicine, and
obstetrics & gynaecology. Overall, the total
number of outpatient visits to all de-
partments showed a substantial increase
between 1993 (2.8 million visits) and 1997
(3.99 million visits).

* The overall death rates In government hos-
pitals showed a slight increase between 1993
and 1997. The Amiri hospital had the highest
death rate among the general hospitals
whereas among the specialized hospitals Ku-
wait Cancer Control Centre exhibited con-
sistently high death rates (9.98 in 1923 and
11.3 in 1997) as compared to the rest.

* There was a tremendous growth in primary
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health care services between 1993 to 1897.
The number of visits to general health care
clinics in 1993 was 7.6 million, in dental clin-
ics, 889,171 and child care clinics, 2.7 mil-
lion. In 1997, there was a substantial in-
crease in patient visits among all segments
of primary health care, so much so that the
number of visits to general health care clin-
ics climbed to 8.7 million, dental clinics to
1.2 million, and child care clinics to 3.5 mil-
lion. Visits to maternal care centres and pre-
ventive care centres also rose substantially,
i.e., from 332,538 and 454,046 in 1993 to
411,050 and 652,797 in 1997 .

* Government expenditure on health care has
risen more than 16% between 1992-83 and
1986-97. The percentage of money allotted
to the Ministry of Health from the national
budget has shown a slight decrease. The
health care cost per capita, has also been
reduced from K.D. 165 in 1993 to K.D. 124

in 1997 (Fig. 8).
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2. STATISTICS AT THE NATIONAL
LEVEL:

* In 1997 Kuwait had six government general
hospitals -- one in each health region and
the specialized Sabah Medical Centre; 9
specialized hospitals; 70 primary health
care clinics; and 18 diabetes clinics. A total
of 27,254 individuals worked in these es-
tablishments. Of these, 48.1 percent were
males and 51.9 percent females; 47.3 per-
cent Kuwaitis and 527 percent Non-
Kuwaitis. Female workers outnumbered the
males among both nationality groups, in
general.

* In 1997, the number of doctors working in
the Ministry of Health was 3014, Almost
two-thirds of these were Non-Kuwaitis (65.4
percent). Female physicians constituted 28
percent of the total. Whereas the strength of
male and female physicians did not differ as
strikingly among Kuwaitis, there were only
19.4 percent expatriate female doctors. The
maximum number of doctors (19.5 percent)
belonged to general medicine, followed by
the specialities of general surgery and inter-
nal medicine.

* The total number of dentists in 1997 was
407. Of these, less than a fifth were Ku-
waitis (19.7 percent). There were twice as
many male than female dentists in total but
among Kuwaiti dentists the number of
males and females was just about equal.

* A total of 7619 nurses worked for the Min-
istry of Health in 1997 - only 14.4 percent
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of them, Kuwaitis. The proportion of male
and female nurses was approximately 135 .
Doctors, nurses, and denlists constituted
approximately 40 percent of the total work
force in the Ministry of Health (11%, 27.9%,
and 1.5%, respectively). The rest (60%)
was comprised of pharmmacists paramedical
rechnicians, administrators, and others.
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* The number of total discharges in 1997 wes
173,934 — 98.8% afive and 1.2% dead. OFf these,
52.2 percent were Kuwalis and the rest Non-
Kuwaitis. Qver & quaner (28%) of all discharges
belonged 1o one single speciality - - the com-
bined departments of abstetrics & gynaecology.

* In 1997, the total number of cutpatient visiks
to the government hospitals in Kuwait was
1.361,782. The speciality that attracted
maximum number of oulpatients was der-
matology (16.3 percent) followed by ob-
stetrics & gynaecology (15.8 percent) and
internal medicine (8.1percent). In total, Ku-
waitis outrumberad Non-Kuwaitis by a
shght margin (55% v. 45%).
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3. HOSPITAL STATISTICS (GOVT.
SECTOR)
* Among general hospitals, Adan hospital had

the largest number of beds (521) followed
by Farwania (425) and Jahra (420) hos-
pitals. Adan hospital had the maximum
number of discharges (28,674) and Amiri
the minimum (13,097). The Sabah hospital
had the maximum number of outpatient vis-
its (201,100) and Mubarak the minimum
(B85,426). The largest number of operations
were performed in Sabah hospital (7,461)
followed by Adan (5,988) and Jahra hospital
(5,908). Farwaniya hospital had the dis-
tinction of receiving the largest number of
emergency visits (550,153). The hospital
with the largest staff was Mubarak (1655
and the smallest, Jahra hospital (1270).

* Among the specialized hospitals, the Ibn
Sina hospital had the distinction of having
the largest number of outpatient and emer-
gency visits (135444 & 119,192 re-
spectively) , and hospital staff (982). The
maximum number of discharges occurred at
the maternity hospital (22,640). The Psy-
chological Medicine hospital contained the
maximum number of beds (445).
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* The most optimum discharge/ doctor ratio
was found at the Amiri hospital (53 dis-
charges per doctor), followed by Sabah
hospital (54 discharges per doctor). Jahra
hospital also had the distinction of having
the least desirable discharge / nurse ratio
(45 discharges per nurse). The best ratio
was observed at the Amiri hospital (21 dis-
charges per nurse), Among the specialized
hospitals, the best discharge/doctor and dis-
charge/ nurse ratio was recorded at the
Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital
(16 discharges per doctor and 4 discharges

per nurse, respectively).

* The best outpatient/ doctor ratio was found
to be at Mubarak hospital {312 outpatients
per doctor) and the least desirable at Far-
wania hospital (697 outpatients per doctor).
Mubarak also had the best outpatient/ nurse
ratio (131 outpatients per nurse) and Sabah
hospital the least desirable (360 outpatients
per nurse). Among the specialized hospitals
it is the Matemity Hospital that takes the
lead in the best outpatient/ doctor ratio (369
outpatients per doctor). The best outpatient/
nurse ratio was also observed at this hos-
pital (100 outpatients per nurse).

* The load assessment of each hospital’s services
revealed the Adan hospital to be sustaining the
maximum load with an average of 79 patient
discharges each day whereas the Amiri hospital
sustained the minimum load with only 36 pa-
tient discharges per day. In terms of outpatient
visits it was the Sabah hospital that took the
lead in having the maximum load (201,100 vis-
its). The highest operation rate was recorded at
Sabah hospital. The lowest operation rate (as
percent of fotal discharges) was observed at
the Amiri hospital and the lowest outpatient visit
rate (as percent of total outpatient visit) was re-
corded at the Mubarak hospital.

* Among the specialized hospitals the maxi-
mum load was observed at the Materity
hospital with an average of 62 patient dis-
charges each day. Al Razi hospital re-
corded the maximum operation rate of 3.8
percent of the total discharges. In terms of
outpatient visits it was the lbn Sina hospital
that took the lead (9.9%). The Physical
Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital sus-
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tained the minimum load with an average of
one patient discharge per day. The mini-
mum lpad, in terms of outpatient visits, was
recorded at the Infectious Diseases hos-
pital. (Table 46).

* An analysis of bed utilization indices at the vari-
ous general hospitals revealed Adan hospital
having the maximum Bed Occupancy Rale
(77 percent) and Amiri hospital, the least (59.4
percent). Al-Jahra and Farwaniya hospitals
showed the highest Tum-aver Rates. Al-Amiri
hospital showed the maximum Turn-over In-
terval and Al-Adan the minimum. The longest
average length of stay was recorded for Al-
Amiri hospital (6.2 days) and the shortest, for
Al-Jahra hospital (4.1 days).

* Among the specialized hospitals, the maximum
bed occupancy rate was recorded for the Psy-
chological Medicine hospital (92.1 percent)
and the minimum for Chest Diseases hospital
(50.5 percent). The Matemity hospital had the
distinction of having the highest tum-over rate,
the lowest turn-over interval, and the shortest
average length of stay (3.9 days). The Phys-
ical Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital and the
Psychological Medicine hospital recorded the
maximum Average length of stay (55.9 and
5B.9 days respectively).

* In hospital specialty depariments, the maxi-
mum bed occupancy rate for general surgery
was recorded at the Sabah hospital and the
minimum at the Farwania hospital{57%). The
maximum average length of stay for general
surgery was also at the Sabah hospital (6.9
days) and the minimum at the Jahra hospital
(4.3 days). For internal medicine, the maxi-
mum bed occupancy rate was recorded at the
Adan hospital and the minimum at the Sabah
hospital(58%). The maximum average length
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of stay for internal medicine was at the Mu-
barak hospital (8.6 days) and the minimum
(5.7days) at the Jahra hospital (Table 50).

4. HEALTH DIVISIONS :

" In 1997, Kuwait's Primary Health Care Cen-
Ires attracted a total of approximately 8.7 mil-
lion patient visits. Of these 51 percent were
Kuwaitis and 49 percent Non-Kuwaitis. Far-
wania Health Region attracted the maximum
patient visits (28.5 percent) and the Capital
Region, the minimum (13.2 percent).

* A total of 1,167,136 patient visits were made
to Kuwait's Dental Health Care Centres in
1997. The total average number of patients
per day was 4,577. The maximum number
of visits were made in the Hawalli Health
Region (24.7 percent) and the minimum, at
the Capital Region (14,7 percent).

* In 1997, a total of 4,398 patients visited Kuwait's
Medical Genetics Centre, Of these, 64 percent
were Kuwaitis and 36 Percent Non-Kuwaitis;
50.3 percent males and 49.7 percent females.

* The Family Planning Section of Kuwait attracted
a total of 14,757 patients in 1997, Of these 49.3
percent were Kuwaitis, Major conditions for
which treatment was offered were sexual in-
dequacy (26.5 percent), non-specific urethritis
(20.2 percent), and infertility (19.6 percent).

* Atotal of 18 diabetes clinics existed in Kuwait
in 1897. The number of visits at these clinics
was 487,941 with a daily average of 1936 pa-
tients. Kuwaiti patients comprised 54% of the
total whereas Non-Kuwaitis comprised the

rest. Male diabetics showed a slight majority
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over female diabetics in the total population,
however, there were more male than female
diabetics amangst the Non-Kuwaiti population.
The incidence of juvenile diabetes was more
pronounced amongst the Kuwaiti segment of
the population. The maximum number of pa-
tients (24 percent) were seen at the four di-
abetes clinics of the Hawalli Health Region.

* The country’s Islamic Medicine Centre was vis-
ited by 9,879 patients in 1997. Of these 49.4
percent were Kuwaitis and 50.6 percent Non-
Kuwaitis. Among Kuwaitis the number of fe-
male patients was more than males. The most
common conditions of which the Centre was
consulted were rheumatoid arthritis (23.3%),
diabetes (23.9%) and hyperdipemia (10.1%).
5. MORBIDITY STATISTICS

* In 1897, there were 13,126 cases of notifiable
communicable diseases in Kuwait. The three
leading notifiable communicable conditions were
notifiable diarrhea, chickenpox and salmonelia
infection, with infection rates of 186.2 , 182.9
and 80.5 respectively. The maximum number of
chikenpox and salmonella cases belonged to the
age-group 15-44 while diarrhea occurred most
commonly in the age-group 1-14 followed by
those under 1 year of age. There were almost
twice as many non-kuwaiti than kuwaiti patients
suffering trom communicable diseases in 1937,
However there were thrice as many cases of
whooping cough among kuwaiti than non-
kuwaitis (Table 65).
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A five-year comparison (1993-1897) of the trend
of notifiable communicable diseases shows a
steady increase in cases of chicken pox, notitied
diarrhoea and salmonella carriers (Table 66).
The major causes of admission to govemment
hopitals of kuwait in 1997 were Normal delivery,
chronic ischemic heart disease, Infectious di-
arrhoea, tonsillitis, asthma, acute respiratory in-
fections, Chickenpox, and diabetes mellitus.
Preganancy and childbirth related services con-
sumed maximum hospital resources. Is-chemic
heart disease was the major morbid condidtion
in 1997, like in early years. Comparatively, more
Kuwaiti than non-Kuwaiti patients sought admis-
sion to the hospital, and among both nationality
groups, the percentage of females far out-
numbered that of males. However, one morbid
condition, i.e. chickenpox, proved to be an ex-
ception. The number of non Kuwaiti patients hos-
pitalized with this condition was eight times high-
er than that of Kuwaitis and the number of male
patients far outnumbered female patients
amangst both nationality groups.

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five private sector hospitals and three hos-
pitals belonging to the oil companies. In
1897 this sector had a combined total of
548 beds, 335 doctors, and 799 nurses. A
total of 22,913 surgical operations were per-
formed at these hospitals — more than half
of them at two hospitals, the Al-Ahmadi Oil
Co. hospital (34.9%) and Hadi hospital
(23.3%).

* Altogether, there were 44,333 inpatient dis-
charges from the private sector hospitals,
with an average of 121 discharges a day.
One single hospital, the Hadi hospital, ac-
counted for almost one third of the total
number of discharges (32.9 percent). The
Al-Ahmadi Oil Co. hospital (22.4 percent )
and Al Salam hospital (1B.9 percent) were
the distant runners. Kuwaiti patients ac-
counted for three-fourths (74.6 percent) of
all discharges from these hospitals.

* The private sector hospitals attracted a total
of 835,571 outpatient visits — fully two-thirds
(67%) of these were Kuwaitis, and among
these, about 59.8 percent females. Among
the Non-Kuwaiti segment, too, female pa-
tients (53.3) out-numbered males. The max-

imum number of outpatient visits were
made at the Al-Ahmadi hospital (31.3 per-
cent). The combined departments of ob-
stetrics & gynaecology accounted for more
than a quarter (25.9%) of the total out-
patient visits at these hospitals.

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DEFINITIONS, RATES & RATIOS
A. DEFINITIONS

1. LIVE BIRTH:

Live Birth is the expulsion or extraction
from its mother of a product of conception, ir-
respective of the duration of the pregnancy,
which, after such separation, breathes or
shows any other evidence of life, such as
beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical
cord, or definite movement of volunatary mus-
cles, whether or not the umbilical cord had
been cut or the placenta is attached; each
product of such a birth is considered livebom.

2. FETAL DEATH (STILLBORN FETUS):

Fetal death is death prior to complete ex-
pulsion or extraction from its mother of a prod-
uct of conception, irrespective of the duration
of pregnancy, the death is indicated by the
fact that after such separation the fetus does
not breath or show any other evidence of life,
such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the
umbilical cord, or definite movement of vol-
untary muscles.

3. BIRTH WEIGHT:

The first weight of the fetus or newbom ob-
tained after birth. A birth weight of less than
2,500qg is considered “low birth weight” .

4. GESTATIONAL AGE:

The duration of gestation is measured from
the first day of the last normal menstrual pe-
riod. Gestational age is expressed in com-
pleted days or weeks (e.g. events occurring
280 to 286 completed days after the onset of
the last normal menstrual period are con-
sidered to have occurred at 40 weeks of ges-
tation).
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5. PRE-TERM:

Less than 37 completed weeks (less than
259 days) of gestation.

6. TERM :

From 37 completed weeks to less than 42
completed weeks (259 to 293 days) of gesta-
tion.

7. POST-TERM:

42 completed weeks or more (294 days of
more) of gestation.

8. PERINATAL PERIOD:

The perinatal period commences at 28
completed weeks (196 days) of gestation (the
time when birth weight is normally more than
500g), and ends seven completed days after
birth.

9. NEONATAL PERIOD:

The neonatal period commences at birth
and ends 28 completed days after birth. Neo-
natal deaths (deaths among live births during
the first 28 completed days of life) may be
subdivided into early neonatal deaths, oc-
curring during the first seven days of life, and
late neonatal deaths, occurring after the sev-
enth day but before 28 completed days of life.
10. MATERNAL DEATH:

A maternal death is the death of a woman
while pregnant within 42 days of termination
of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and
the site of the pregnancy, from any cause re-
lated to or aggravated by the pregnancy or its
management, but not from accidental or in-

cidental causes,
