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PREFACE

HEALTH KUWAIT is the 36th annual
report on the health status of the nation of
Kuwait, presented by the Health & Vital
Statistics Division of the Department of
Statistics & Medical Records. Readers of
past years' reports will notice a marked
change in this report in its structure, for-
mat, lay-out and contents. As a radical de-
parture from the past, the report is much
trimmer, relevant, specific, clear, and sim-
ple. Tables that were regarded too bulky,
ambiguous, repetitive, and complex have
been either eliminated totally or sub-
stituted with simpler and more readable
ones. Care has been taken to keep the ta-
bles as concise and to-the-point as pos-
sible without sacrificing any important de-
tails, For convenience sake the report is
presented in two parts: Vital Statistics
and Health Statistics. The first part deals
with the demographic situation of the
country, its vital indicators, as well as sta-
tistics relating to births and deaths. The
second part is further sub-divided into 6
sections. Section | presents the develop-
ment of national health services since
1995. Section Il contains national health
care statistics for 1999. Section Il in-
corporates government hospital statistics
for the current year. Section IV presents

statistical data on the various government
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health centres. Section V provides morbidity
statistics based on hospital data according
to the Special Tabulation List of ICD-10 as
opposed to the 3-character,Detailed Tabula-
tion List of past years. This change would fa-
cilitate intercountry comparison by pre-
senting Kuwait's “epidemiological profile”
through the most commonly diagnosed 100

morbid conditions. Section VI
health care statistics from the private sector.

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HIGHLIGHTS
DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE:

* The estimated mid-year population of the
country in 1999 stood at 2,107,195, Of these
803,945 or 38 percent were Kuwaitis and
1,303,250 or 62 percent were Non-Kuwaitis.
Hawali governorate, with a population of
587,162 people, was the most populous re-
gion, and Jahra the least, with 260,141 peo-
ple. Kuwaitis were represented to their maxi-
mum concentration in the Hawalli region,
and the Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwania region.
The least number of Kuwaiti population was
found to be living in the Jahra govern-
orate,and the least number of Non- Kuwaiti
population also lived In the same govern-
orate. The ratio of males to females in the

total population was 1.5:1.

VITAL STATISTICS

1. VITAL INDICATORS:

A comparison of main Vital indicators in Kuwait
between 1985 and 1999 shows negative
changes In all except the maternal mortality
rates which remained the same in both years,
l.e. 7.3/1000 live births.

* Kuwait ranks quite favorably in its Vital In-
dicator Rates when compared to most other
countries of the world.

* There is no great perceptible difference in
the seasonality of vital events, however, the

largest number of deaths occurred in the
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month of December and the lowest, in July,
The highest number of live births occurred
in October, and the lowest in June.

. LIVE BIRTHS:
There has been a steady decline in live
births from 1996 to 1999, Although this phe-
nomenon was observed in both sexes and
among both nationalities, it was more pro-
nounced among the non-Kuwaiti segment of the
population.The decline here has been more dra-
matic, in case of both male and female live
births, as compared to the Kuwaiti population.
The male-female ratio among the live births
has been around 1.04 since 1895, on an av-
erage for the total population.

* The largest number of live births in 1999 were re-

corded from the Hawalli Region. Fully 69 percent

of all biths occurred al the govemment hos-
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vate hospitals belonged to Non-Kuwaiti parents.
* An analysis of Age-Specific Birth Rates re-
veals that all through 1995 to 1999 the 25 - 29

year age group of all mothers has been the
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most productive. The Total Fertility Rale (per
woman) for Kuwaitis declined (by19 percent)
between 1995 and 1999, For Non-Kuwaitis it
a decline by 17 precent in the same time period.
The Gross Reproduction Rate (per woman)
followed aimost a similar pattern. The Crude
Birth Rate for the Kuwaiti and the Non-
. Kuwaiti population in the same period de-
clined by about 15 and 13 percent, re-

spectively .
* In 1999, the largest number of children (30.5
percent) were born to mothers in the 25 - 29

year age group. Most infants weighing less
than 2,500g at birth were born in the Ah-
madi Governorate (81.3/1000) and the
least in the Jahra Govemnorate (69.2/1000).
The total incidence of low birth weight was
2 more pronounced in the Kuwaiti than Non-

Kuwaiti population.
3. DEATHS:

* There was a slight decline in the total death

o rate { i.e. from 2.1 to 2.0/1000 population)

during the period 1995-99. This decline was

almost the same for the Kuwaitis and non-

‘ Kuwaitis alike. The rate of infant mortality

showed a 14% decrease , i.e. from 10.9 in

1995 to 9.4 in 1999, Likewise, the stillbirth

a rate also declined, from 7.3 in 199510 6.2 in
1999- a 15% drop.

= * Both, the crude and the age-adjusted death

rates were comparatively higher for the male

sex during 1295 - 1999 for the Kuwaiti as well
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as for the non - Kuwaiti population.

The total number of deaths in 1999 was
4187 — 63.3 percent of which were males
and 36.7 percent females; 56.1 percent Ku-
waitis and 43.9 percent Non-Kuwaitis. The
level of mortality was higher among Kuwaiti
than Non-Kuwaiti males and females . As a
group, the highest number of deaths oc-
curred in children less than 1 year old (9.2
percent). The level of mortality dropped
sharply thereafter, rising slowly with ad-
vancing age. It was maximum (9%) in the
60-64 year age-group.

The Age-Specific Death Rate in 1999 was
8.7/1000 population for children less than 1
year old. As with the total number of deaths,
the death rate increased with advancing
age. In the 85 + year age group it was
166.2. Barring early childhood years, the
rate is lower in all age groups among the
Non-Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti population,
however, it surpasses the latter in all age
groups beyond 70, quite significantly. Males,
in the total population, have a higher death
rate in almost every age-group.

Circulatory conditions, neoplasms, and
transport accidents were the three major
causes of death in 1897, 1998, and 1999.
And

portionately more deaths were recorded

in all these three groups, pro-
among Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti segments
of the population. Gender-wise, greater

mortality was observed among males than
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females in case of heart diseases and
transport accidents. However, greater mor-
tality due to malignant neoplasms was no-
ticed among females then males in all three
years. It may be noted, however, that male
mortality because of transport accidents is
several folds greater than female mortality
in both, Kuwaitis and non-Kuwaitis.

In 1999, the single most imponant cause of
death, among both sexes and nationalities, was
heart disease (rate 49.7 / 100,000 population)
followed by malignant neoplasms (rate 21.2 /
100,000 population), and transport accidents
(18.0/ 100,000 population).

Higher death rates were recorded for Ku-
waltis than Non-Kuwaitis in all the three
mentioned conditions. As a matter of fact
there were far more deaths in the Kuwaiti
than the Non-Kuwaiti segment of the so-
ciety from the ten single most important
causes of death. However, this does not
hold true when causes of mortality are ex-
amined further down the ranks. For ex-
ample, death rates are much higher for
Non-Kuwaitis than Kuwaitis due to ac-
cidental falls, burns, and violence. In fact,
death rate from intentional self-harm among
Non-Kuwaitis is 13 times as high as in Ku-
waitis (Table 15).

Among cancer deaths the largest mortality
occurred due to malignant neoplasms of di-

gestive organs (rate 5.7/ 100,000 pop.) .
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The rate was more than twice as high for
Kuwaitis of both sexes than for Non-
Kuwaitis. Malignant neoplasm of respiratory
organs was the second biggest killer among
all cancers (rate: 2.9/100,000 population).
Again, the incidence was about four times
as high among Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis.
Also, a larger number of Kuwaili than Non-
Kuwaiti females died from this cause ( ratio,3:1).
Among infants, the largest single cause of
death in 1999 was disorders of short gesta-
tion & low birth weight. Other leading causes
were congenital anomalies of various body
systems, bronchopneumonia and pneumonia,
intrauterine hypoxia and birth asphyxia, and
septicaemia (Fig. 4). In these, and among
most others, more Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti
infant deaths were recorded. Infant morality
due to all causes in the former was 61 percent
as compared to 39 percent in the latter. Infant
mortality was also slightly high among the
male (52 percent) than the female (48 per-
cent) infants.

* A little over 62 percent of all infant deaths
occurred in the neonatal period and the re-
maining (38 percent) in the post-neonatal pe-
riod. Over 74% of the neonatal deaths oc-
curred in the first seven days after birth (the
perinatal period). There were over one and a
half times as many neonatal deaths among
Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis. Also there were
more male than female deaths among the in-
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fants of both nationality groups.

In 1999, the highest infant morality rate
{11.4/1000) was recorded for the Capital
Govemorate and the lowest (6.9) for the
Farwania Governorate. Among the Kuwaiti
population the highest male infant mortality
rate was recorded for the Hawalli Govern-
orate (10.8) and for the Non-Kuwaitis at the
Capital Governorate (19.5). Farwania Gov-
ernorate had the distinction of having the
lowest male infant mortality rate for Kuwaitis
(7.8) and Non-Kuwaitis (7.6) alike.

In 1989, the stillbirth rate in Kuwaiti was 6.2.
The rate was much higher (7.1) in the Non-
Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment (5.6) of
the population. The incidence of high still-
birth rate was most pronounced in mothers
over 45 years of age (rate: 27.3) and the
least among mothers of 15-19 year age

group (Rate : 3.1). This was the case when
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the age of the mother was exactly known. However,
a phenomenally high stillbirth rate (30.5) was re-
corded for mothers who could not exactly state
their age. It is speculated that most mothers in
this group were of advanced child-bearing age.

* |ll-defined conditions originating in the per-
inatal period contributed mostly (47.4%%) to
stillbirths in 1999, followed by complications
of placenta, cord & membranes (16.9 per-
cent) and by unspecified congenital anom-
alies (8.2 percent). In more than a third of
the cases of stillborn outcomes (39%) the
exact gestational age of the fetus was not
stated. When the gestational age was
known a high percentage of stillbirths (46.8
percent) occurred when the fetus was in the
29-36 week stage.

There has been a steady rise in matemal
mortality rates since 1994, From 2.6 in that
year it rose to 7.3 in 1995, 8.9 in 1996 and
16.3 in 1997. In 1998 and 1999, however,
the rate came down to 9.7, and 7.3 re-
spectively but still much higher compared to
the early nineties. In general, the matemnal
mortality rates were found to be much high-
er in the Non-Kuwaiti than the Kuwaili seg-
ment of the population.
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Part B:
HEALTH STATISTICS:

1. HEALTH CARE DEVELOPMENT

* There has been a tremendous development
in Kuwait's health care delivery system
since 1980. Till 1989, the progress was lin-
ear-- the number of hospitals increased from
11 to 16, and the number of Primary Health
Care Clinics, from 53 to 68. The various ta-
cilities within the latter, too, showed expan-
sion. For example, the number of dental
chairs went up from 94 in 1980 to 222 in
1889; maternal care centres from 18 to 24;
child care centres, from 28 to 43; and pre-
ventive care centres, from 23 to 30. The
number of beds increased by 14 percent;
physicians, by 39 percent; dentists, by 87
percent; nurses by 24 percent; and phar-
macists by 43 percent. These develcpments
have been graphically illustrated in the ear-

lier annual reports.
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* The linear progression. seen till 1389, sufferad
a setback in 1992 in practically all infra-
structural aspects of heaith care. The number
of clinics, hospital beds, doctors, dentists,
nurses, pharmacists — all showed a significant
decrease as compared to 1989 levels. This
phenomenon is not very surprising; as the year
1291 was the year of great upheavals. The
country was under occupation until February
1891 and devoid of most of its inhahitants.
Even after the libaration, and for quite some-
times afterwards, the population balance did
not reach the 1989 (or pre-invasion) level. As
people (both natives and expatriates) trickled
back to the liberated country, the signs of re-
covery became visible. The figures for later
years once again showed the same mo-
mentum set in motion in the early 1980s. How-
ever, in recent years a downward trend has
been recorded in some health care indicators,
* A comparison of the 5 year period (Ministry of
Health: 1995-99) reveals a decrgase in the
number of physicians and nurses per thou-
sand population, i.e. from 1.7 and 45 re-
spectively in 1995, to 1.5 and 3.5 in 1999 (Ta-
ble 25). A simultaneous increase in population
pet doctor, dentist, and nurse (from 606,
4133, and 222 respectively in 1895, o 663,
4283, and 287 in 1999) was also recorded,
There was also a significant reduction in the
number of beds per thousand population (from

2.6 In 1985 1o 2.1 in 1999), giving rise lo mare

population for each bed (383 in 1995 vs. 475
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in 1999), There were fewer discharges per
thousand population in 1999 (83) than in 1985
(100), but greater attendance was recorded at
the country's primary health care centres
(23,810 patients in 1995 vs. 29,679 in
1899) showing a 25% increase. The per cap-
ita health care cost declined from 150 K.D. in

1995 to 123 K.D. in 1998.
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* There are indications that the national policy
of gradual Kuwaitization in the public ser-
vices is bearing fruit. The percentage of Ku-
waiti physicians and dentists in Kuwait's
health care system ( both government

and private ) increased from 31.3 and 28.1

in 1995 to 36.4 and 31.4 in 1999, re-

spectively. On the other hand the per-
centage of Kuwaiti nurses decreased

from14.7 in 1995 to 12.7% in 1999,
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" Bed utilization indices in government hos-
pitals showed modest changes in 1999. The
bed-occupancy rate increased from 67.6 in
1895 to 67.9 in 1999. On the other hand,
the turnover interval and average lengths of
stay declined from 3.2 and 5.5, respectively,
in 1895 to 3.1 and 5.4 in 1999. The bed
tumover rate went up from 38.3 in 1995 to

39.4 in 1999. Bed complement in 1999 was
a bit in excess (4433) than in 1995 (4409).
* The average number of patients discharged

per day from all government hospitals of
Kuwait was 462 in 1995, It increased pro-
gressively each year reaching to 481 in
1897, and stopped at 478 in 1999. The
number of dead discharges remained the
same (6 per day) all through 1995 to 1999,
The total number of outpatient visits in1995
was 1,220,766 which climbed to 1,292,512
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in 1899. The number of visits per person
was 0.7 in 1995 and 0.6 in 1998

Casualty operations constituted 68.9 percent
of all operations in 1999 whereas in 1995
these constituted only 67.4 percent. These
were followed by general surgical (8.1%) and
obstetrical & gynaecclogical operations
(7.4%). Orthopedic and E. N. T. surgery con-
stituted 4.3 and 3.5% of all operations, re-
spectively.

* The maximum number of hospital outpatient
visits were made in the emergency de-
partment, and with successive years, the
number of such visits climbed up steadi-
ly.However, a decline in outpatient visils
was noticed in 1999 as compared to 1998
(2,497,364 vs. 2,657,814 outpatient visits).
Four other departments that were greally
popular with the outpatients were der-
matology, internal medicine, and obstetrics
& gynaecology. Overall, the total number of
outpatient visits to all departments showed
a substantial increase between 1995 (3.5
million visits) and 1999 (3.8 million visits).
The overall death rates in government hos-
pitals showed very slight increase between
1995 and 1999. The Amiri hospital con-
sistently had the highest death rate among
the general hospitals whereas among the
specialized hospitals Kuwait Cancer Control
Centre exhibited similar high death rates
{10.9 in 1995 and 10.8 in 1998) as compared
to the rest.

* There was an overall decline in patient visits
to the primary health care centres between
1995 - 1999. The number of visits to gener-

al health care clinics in 1985 was 8.5 mil-
lion; in dental clinics, 1.2 million; maternal
care clinics, 0.4 million; and child care clin-
ics, 3.5 million. In 1999, there was sub-
stantial decrease in patient visits among all
segments of primary health care, so much
so that the number of visits to general
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health care clinics dropped to 7.4 million,
dental clinics to 1 million, maternal care clin-
ics to 0.37 million, and child care clinics to
3.2 million.This decline could be attributed
lo the imposition of health care charges re-
cently. The only exception to this trend was

> patien! attendance at the Preventive Care
Clinics, in which the number of visits in-
creased from 644,253 in 1995 to 694,374 in
1999,

* Government expenditure on health care
has risen more than 6% between 1994-95 and
1998-99. The percentage of money allotted to
the Ministry of Health from the national budget
has ranged between 6.8% - 7% of the total
government expenditure. The health care cost
per capita, was reduced from K.D. 150 in
1995 to K.D. 123 in 1998 (Fig. 8).

2. STATISTICS AT THE NATIONAL

o LEVEL:

* In 1999 Kuwait had five government general
hospitals — one in each health region plus
the specialized Sabah Medical Centre (in-
cluding the Sabah Genera! Hospital), 9 spe-
cialized hospitals; 71 primary health care
clinics; and 21 diabetes clinics. A total of
27,040 individuals worked in the Ministry of
Health, in 1999. Of these 45.6 percent were
males and 54.4 percent famales, 50.5 per-
cent Kuwaitis and 49.5 percent Non-
Kuwaitis, Female workers outnumbered the
males among both nationality groups, in
general.

* |n 1999, the number of doctors working in
the Ministry of Health was 3178. Almost
two-thirds of these wera Non-Kuwaitis (63
percent). Female physicians constituted 30
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percent of the total. The maximum number
of doctors (26 percent) worked in the Sabah
Health Region,most probably in the Sabah
Health Complex, consisting of a general regional
hospital and several centres of specialized care.

* The total number of dentists in 1999 was 492,

Of these, less than one-thirds were Kuwaitis
{£29.3 percent). There ware more than twice as
many male than female dentists in total.

A total of 7338 nurses worked for the Min-
istry of Health in 1999 - only 14.2 percent of
them, Kuwaitis. The proportion of male and
female nurses was approximately 1:5 . Doe-
tors, nurses, and dentists constituted ap-
proximately 40 percent of the total work
torce in the Ministry of Health (12%, 27%,
and 1.8%, respectively). The rest (60%)
was comprised of pharmacists, paramedical
technicians, administrators, and others.

The number of total discharges in 1999 was
179,138 -- 98.7% alive and 1.3% dead. Of these,
53.2 percent were Kuwaitis and the rest Non-
Kuwaitis, Over a quarter (27.8%) of all dis-
charges belonged to one single speciality - - the
combined depariments of obstetrics & gy-
naecology.

* |n 1999, the total number of outpatient visits
to the government hospitals in Kuwait was
1,292 ,512. The specialty that attracted max-
imum number of outpatients was der-
matology (13.5 percent) followed by oph-
thalmology (9.5 percent) and internal
medicine (8.4 percent). In total, Kuwaitis
outnumbered Non-Kuwaitis by a wide mar-
gin (58% v. 42%).

The
maximum number of discharges occurred at
the Matemity Hospital (21,639). The Psy-
. chological Medicine hospital contained the

maximum number of beds (442).
* The most optimum discharge/ doctor ratio in
1999 was found at the Amiri hospital (46
discharges per doctor), followed by Sabah
hospital (55 discharges per doctor).The
maximum discharge/doctor ratio was re-
- corded at the Jahra hospital (132 dis-
charge). Jahra hospital also had the  dis-
. tinction of having the least desirable
discharge / nurse ratio (51 discharges per
nurse). The best ratio was observed at the
Amiri hospital (24 discharges per nurse).

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Among the specialized hospitals, the best
discharge/doctor ratio was recorded at the
Infections Diseases Hospital (24 discharges
per doctor). The most desirable discharge/
nurse ratio was observed at the Physical
Medicine & Rehabilitation Hospital (5 dis-
charges per nurse).

* The best outpatient/ doctor ratio was found
to be at Mubarak hospital (299 outpatients
per doctor) and the least desirable at Sabah
hospital (603 cutpatients per doctor). Mu-

barak also had the best outpatient/ nurse
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(GENERAL AND SPECIALISED ) , 1999
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ratio (142 outpatients per nurse) and Sabah
hospital the least desirable (355 outpatients
per nurse). Among the specialized hospitals
it is the Maternity Hospital that takes the
lead in the best outpatient/ doctor ratio (343
outpatients per doctor). The best outpatient/
nurse ratio was also observed at this hos-

pital (100 outpatients per nurse).
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* The load assessment of each hospital's services
revealed the Adan hospital to be sustaining the
maximum load with an average of 74 patient
discharges each day whereas the Amirl hospital
sustained the minimum load with only 36 pa-
nent discharges per day. In terms of outpatent
visits it was the Sabah hospital that took the
lead In having the maximum load (188,306 vis-
ts). The highest operation rate was also re-
corded at Sabah hospital. The lowest operation
rate (as percent of total discharges) was ob-
served at the Amiri hospital and the lowest out-
patient visit rate (as percent of total outpatient
visits) was recorded at the Mubarak hospital.
Among the specialized hospilals the maxi-
mum load was observed at the Maternity
hospital with an average of 59 patient dis-
charges each day. Al Razl hospital re-
corded the maximum operation rate of 3.7
percent of the total discharges. In terms of
outpatient visits it was the lbn Sina hospital
that took the lead (12.7%). The Physical Med-
icine & Rehabilitation hospital sustained the
minimum load with an average of one patient
discharge per day. The minimum load, in
terms of outpatient visits, was recorded at the
Infectious Diseases hospital (Table 45).

An analysis of bed utilization indices at the

various general hospitals revealed Mubarak Al
Kabir hospital having the maximum Bed Oc-
cupancy Rate (76.4 percent) and Amiri hos-
pital, the least (62.8 percent). Al-Jahra and
Farwaniya hospitals showed the highest Turn-
aver Rates. Al-Amin hospital showed the max-
imum Tum-over interval and Al-Adan the mini-
mum, The longest average length of stay was
recorded for Al-Amiri hospital (6.5 days) and
the shortest, for Al-Jahra hospital (4.0 days).
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* Among the specialized hospitals, the maxi-
mum bed occupancy rate was recorded for
the Psychological Medicine hospital (91.8 per-
cent) and the minimum for Chest Diseases
hospital (42.9 percent). The Maternity hospital
had the distinction of having the highest turn-
over rate, the lowes! tum-over interval, and
the shortest average length of stay (4 days).
The Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation hos-
pital and the Psychological Medicine hospital
recorded the maximum Average length of stay
{64 and 53 days respectively).

In hospital specialty departments, the maxi-
mum bed occupancy rate for general surgery
was recorded at the Sabah hospital {69.2) and
the minimum at the Farwania hospital{56.3%).
The maximum average length of stay for gen-
eral surgery was also at the Sabah hospital
(6.5 days) and the minimum at the Jahra hos-
pital(3.6 days),

Far internal medicine, the maximum bed oc-
cupancy rate was recorded at the Farwania
hospital (93.6%) and the minimum at the Sa-
bah hospital (66.5%). The maximum average
length of stay for internal medicine was at the
Mubarak hospital (8.8 days) and the minimum
{5.8days) at the Jahra hospital (Table 49).

4. HEALTH DIVISIONS :
* In 1999, Kuwait's Primary Health Care Cen-
tres attracted a total of approximately 7.4 mil-
llon patient visits. Of these 57 percent were
Kuwaitis and 43 percent Non-Kuwaitis. Far-
wania Health Region attracted the maximum
patient visits (26 percent) and the Capital Re-
gion, the minimum (15 percent).

* A total of 1,077,791 patient visits were made
o Kuwait's Dental Health Care Centres in
1999, The total average number of patients
per day was 4,364. The maximum number
of visits were made in the Hawalli Health
Region (25.6 percent) and the minimum, at
the Capital Region (16.7 percent).

* In 1999, a total of 6,904 patients visited Kuwait's
Medical Genetics Centre. Of these, 77 percent
were Kuwaitis and 23 percent Non-Kuwaitis; 56
percent males and 44 percent females.

* The Family Planning Section of Kuwait altracted
a total of 19,453 patients in 1999. Of these 52
percent were Kuwaitis. Major conditions for
which treatment was offered were sexual in-
dequacy (25 percent), non-specific urethritis (18
percent), and infertility (19 percent).

* A total of 21 diabetes clinics existed in Kuwait
in 1999. The number of visits at these clinics
was 473,969 with a daily average of 1919 pa-
tients. Kuwaiti patients comprised 58% of the
total whereas Non-Kuwaitis comprised the
rest. Female diabetics showed a slight major-
ity aver male diabetics in the total population,
however, there were more male than female
diabetics amongst the Non-Kuwaiti population.
The incidence of juvenile diabetes was more
pronounced amongst the Kuwaiti segment of
the population., The maximum number of pa-
tients (24 percent) were seen at the six di-
abetes clinics of the Farwania Heallh Region.

* The country’s Islamic Medicine Centre was
visited by 10,159 patients in 1999. Of these 56
percent were Kuwaitis and 44 percent Non-
Kuwaitis. Among Kuwaitis, the number of fe-
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male patients was higher than males. The
most common conditions for which the Centre
was consulted were hyperipemia (25%), di-
abetes (19%), and rheumnatoid arthritis (18%).

5. MORBIDITY STATISTICS

* In 1999, there were 12,391 cases of notifiable
communicable diseases in Kuwait. The three
leading notifiable communicable conditions were
notifiable diarthoea, chickenpox and salmonella
infection, with infection rates of 142.7 , 124.3
and 83.2 respectively. The maximum number of
chickenpox and salmonella cases belonged to the
age-group 15-44 while diarrhoea occurred most
commonly in the age-group 1-9, followed by
those under 1 year of age. There were almost
twice as many non-kuwaiti than kuwaiti patients
suffering trom communicable diseases in 1999, In cer-
tain conditions notably malaria, leprosy, filanasis, and
typhus fever aimost all cases comprised of the Non-
Kuwaiti segment of the population (Table 54).

A five-year companison (1995-1999) of the trend
of notifiable communicable diseases shows a
substantial reduction in cases of notified di-
arrhoea, brucellosis, whooping cough, mumps,
and viral hepatitis 'A' (Table 65).

* The major causes of admission to government

hopitals of kuwait in 1999 were normal delivery,
complications of delivery, ischemic heart dis-
ease, various types of anemias, Infectious di-

arrhoea, ftonsillitis, diabetes mellitus, asthma,
acute respiratory infections, and chickenpox.

Preganancy and childbirth related services con-
sumed maximum hospital resources. Other than
that, Ischemic heart disease was the major mor-
bid condition in 1999, like in early years. Com-
paratively more Kuwaiti than non-Kuwaiti pa-
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Fig {11). Major morbid conditions requiring hospitalization (excluding those for
pragnancy & childbirth), Kuwait, 1989,
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fients sought admission to the hospital, and
among both nationality groups, the percentage
of females far outnumbered than that of males.
However, one morbid condition, i.e. chickenpox,
proved to be an exception. The number of non
Kuwaili patients hospitalized with this condition
was five times higher than that of Kuwaitis and
lhe number of male patients far outnumbered fe-
* male patients amongst both nationality groups.

Ischemic heart disease was another such condi-
tion where there was a preponderance of males
in both nationality groups as well as greater
number of non-Kuwaiti than Kuwaiti males.

6. HEALTH-CARE AT THE PRIVATE
SECTOR:
* Health care was also provided in Kuwait by

five private sector hospitals and three hos-
A pitals belonging to the oil companies. In
1899 this sector had a combined total of
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558 beds, 314 doctors, and B33 nurses. A
total of 25,910 surgical operations were per-
formed at these hospitals - almost half of
them at the Al-Ahmadi Oil Co. hospital
(47.3%).

* Altogether, there were 37,813 inpatient dis-

charges from the private sector hospitals,
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Fig(12) : DISCHARGES FROM THE PRIVATE & OIL COMPANY HOSPITALS OF

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with an average of 104 discharges a day; One
single hospital, the Al-Ahmadi Oil Co. hospital,
accounted for fully one third of the total num-
ber of discharges (33 percent). The Al-Salam
hospital (20 percent ) and Hadi hospital (21
percent) were the distant runners, Kuwaiti pa-
tients accounted for over 80 percent of all dis-
charges from these hospitals.

* The private sector hospitals attracted a total
of 835,878 outpatient visits —a little over
two-thirds (69%) of these were Kuwaitis,
and among these, about 58 percent fe-
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males. Among the Non-Kuwaiti segment,
oo, female patients (53%) out-numbered
males. The maximum number of outpatient
visite were made at the Al-Ahmadi hospital
(33 percent). The combined departments of
obstetrics & gynaecology accounted for al-
most a guarter (23.2%) of the total out-
patient visits at these hospitals.

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DEFINITIONS, RATES & RATIOS
A. DEFINITIONS
1. LIVE BIRTH:

Live Birth is the expulsion or extraction
from its mother of a product of conception, ir-
respective of the duration of the pregnancy,
which, after such separation, breathes or
shows any other evidence of lite, such as
beating of the heart, pulsation of the umbilical
cord, or definite movement of voluntary mus-
cles, whether or not the umbilical cord had
been cut or the placenta is attached; each
product of such a birth is considered livebom.

2. FOETAL DEATH (STILLBORN FOETUS):

Foetal death is death prior to complete ex-
pulsion or extraction from its mether of a prod-
uct of conception, irrespective of the duration
of pregnancy; the death is indicated by the
fact that after such separation the foetus does
not breath, or show any other evidence of life,
such as beating of the heart, pulsation of the
umbilical cord, or definite movement of val-
untary muscles.

3. BIRTH WEIGHT:

The first weight of the foetus or newbom
obtained after birth. A birth weight of less than
2.500g Is considered "low birth weight” .

4, GESTATIONAL AGE:

The duration of gestation is measured from
the first day of the last normal menstrual pe-
riod. Gestational age is expressed in com-
pleted days or weeks (e.g. evenis occurring
280 to 286 completed days after the onset of
the last normal menstrual period are con-
sidered to have occurred at 40 weeks of ges-
tation).

Neo-
natal deaths (deaths among live births during
the first 28 completed days of life) may be
subdivided into early neonatal deaths, oc-
curring during the first saven days of life, and
late neonatal deaths, occurring after the sev-
enth day but before 28 completed days of life.
10. MATERNAL DEATH:

A maternal death is the death of a woman
while pregnant within 42 days of termination
of pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and
the site of the pregnancy, from any cause re-
lated to or aggravated by the pregnancy or its
management, but not from accidental or in-

cidental causes.
