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PREFACE

HEALTH KUWAIT is the 37th annual re-
port on the health status of the nation of Ku-
wall, presented by the Health & Vital Statis-
tics Division of the Department of Statistics &
Medical Records. The report is presented in
two paris: Vital Statistics and Health statis-
tics. The first part deals with the demographic
situation of the country, its vital indicators, as
well as statistics relating to births and deaths.
The second part is further sub-divided into 6
sections. Section | presents the development
of national health services since 1996. Sec-
tion Il contains national health care statistics
for 2000. Section |l incorporates government
hospital statistics for the current year. Sec-
tion IV presents statistical data on the various
government health centres. Section V pro-
vides morbidity statistics based on hospital
data according to the Special Tabulation List
of ICD-10 as opposed to the 3-character, De-
talled Tabulation List of past years. This
change would facilitate intercountry compari-
son by presenting Kuwait's “epidemiological
profile” through the most commonly diag-
nosed 100 morbid conditions. Section VI
presents health care statlistics from the pri-
vate sector.

Finally, the last few pages include defini-
tions of terms and methods of calculating val-
ues for the indicators used in the report.

For further details on any specific area, us-
ers are requested to refer to paricular re-
ports published at periodic intervals by the
various hospitals, clinics, departments, and
specialized units of the Ministry of Health.

The Health & Vital Statistics Division takes
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this opportunity to thank Mr. Mustafa Mo-
hammed Mustafa, the earlier Head of the Di-
vision for his dedicated and laborious efforts
in elevating this Division to its current posi-
tion of strength and excellence. During his
long association with this Division he strived
continuously to improve its quality and stat-
ure. We shall remember him with fondness.

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HIGHLIGHTS

DEMOGRAPHIC PROFILE:

* The estimated mid-year population of the
country in 2000 stood at 2,189,668, Of this
831,681 or 38 percent were Kuwaitis and
1,357,087 or 62 percent were Non-
Kuwaitis. Hawalli governorate, with a popu-
lation of 609,899 people, was the most pop-
ulous region, and Jahra the least, with
270,307 people. Kuwaitis were represented
to their maximum concentration in the Haw-
alli region, and the Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwa-
nia region. The least number of Kuwaiti
population was found to be living in the Jah-
ra governorate, and the least number of
Non-Kuwaiti population also lived in the
same governorate. The ratio of males to fe-
males in the total population was 1.6:1.

Part A:

VITAL STATISTICS

1. VITAL INDICATORS:

* A comparison of main Vital indicators in Ku-
wait between 1996 and 2000 shows declin-
ing trends in all except the maternal mortali-
ty rates which showed a slight increase in
2000 compared to 1996 (9.6 vs 8.9/100,000
live births).

* Crude birth & death rates, natural increase
rates, and general fertility rates, all were
higher amongst Kuwaitis than non-Kuwaitis
in 2000. Also, higher crude birth rates and
lower crude death rates were seen for fe-
males than males. Consequently, the natu-
ral increase rates in 2000 were higher for
females than males. Jahra Health Region
showed the highest crude birth rate. Far-
wania Health Region showed the lowest
death rates.

* Kuwait ranks quite favourably in its Vital In-

countries of the world.

" There is no great perceptible difference in
the seasonality of vital events, however,
the largest number of deaths occurred in
the month of January and the lowest, in
June. The highest number of live births also
occurred in January, and the lowest in Feb-

ruary.

2. LIVE BIRTHS:

* There has been a steady decline in live
births from 1996 to 1999, however, there
was a slight increase in 2000. Although the
decline was observed in both sexes and
among both nationalities, it was more pro-
nounced among the non-Kuwaiti segment
of the population. The decline here has
been more dramatic, in case of both male
and female live births, as compared to the
Kuwaiti population. The male-female ratio
among the live births has been around 1.04
since 1996, on an average, for the total

population.

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* An analysis of Age-Specific Birth Rates re-
veals that all through 1996 to 2000 the 25-
29 year age group of all mothers has been
the most productive. The Total Fertility Rate
(per woman) for Kuwaitis declined (by 16
percent) between 1996 and 2000; for Non-
Kuwaitis it declined by 25 percent in the
same time period. The Gross Reproduction
Rate (per woman) followed almost a similar
pattern. The Crude Birth Rate for the Ku-
waiti and the Non-Kuwaiti population in the
same period declined from 36.7 and 15.5
per 1000 population in 1996 to 31.8 and
11.3 per 1000 population, respectively.

In 2000, the largest number of children
(31.6 percent) were born to mothers in the
25-29 year age group. Most infants weigh-
ing less than 2,500g at birth were bom in
the Ahmadi Governorate (81.1/1000) and
the least in the Hawalli Governorate (72.4/
1000). The total incidence of low birth
weight was more pronounced in the Kuwaiti
than Non-Kuwaiti population.

3. DEATHS:

* There was a slight decline in the total death
rate (i.e. from 2.0 to 1.9/1000 population)
during the period 1996-2000. This decline
was the same for the Kuwaitis but a bit
more pronounced in case of the non-
Kuwaitis. The rate of infant mortality
showed a substantial decrease, i.e. from
11.5/1000 livebirths in 1996 to 9.1/1000
livebirths in 2000. Likewise, the stillbirth
rate also declined, from 7.8 in 1996 to 6.4/
1000 total births in 2000.

“In general, both the crude and the age-
adjusted death rates were comparatively
higher for the male sex during 1996 - 2000
for the Kuwaiti as well as for the non-
Kuwaiti population.

* The total number of deaths in 2000 was
4227 — 63.6 percent of which were males
and 36.4 percent females; 57.3 percent Ku-
waitis and 42.7 percent Non-Kuwaitis. The
level of mortality was higher among Kuwaiti
than Non-Kuwaiti males and females. As a
group, the highest number of deaths oc-
curred in children less than 1 year old (9.0
percent). The level of mortality dropped
sharply thereafter, rising slowly with ad-
vancing age. It was maximum (8.9) in the
70-74 year age-group, following which it
showed a decline.

* The Age-Specific Death Rate in 2000 was
8.2/1000 population for children less than 1
year old. As with the total number of
deaths, the death rate increased with ad-
vancing age. In the 85+ year group it was
146.1. Barring early childhood years (as
also in post-80 years), the rate is lower in
all age groups among the Non-Kuwaiti than
the Kuwaiti population. Also, Kuwaiti males
have higher death rates in almost every
age-group, than Kuwaiti females.

* Almost 83% of deaths (all ages) occurred at

a government hospital. Likewise, 80.5% of

all infant deaths also occurred at a govern-

ment hospital. Very few deaths (2.3%) oc-
curred at a private hospital — mostly of the

Kuwaiti segment of the population.

The largest percentage of deaths (16.7%) in

2000 were recorded at the Hawalli Health Re-

gion and the lowest (9.4%) at the Jahra

Health region. Fully one third of all deaths

(34%) were not ascribed any health region on

the death cerificate — a practice that leads

to a search for finding reasons for this gap.

* Circulatory conditions, neoplasms, and ex-
ternal causes (notably transport accidents)
were the three major causes of death in
1998, 1999, and 2000. And in the first two
groups, proportionately more deaths were
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recorded among Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti
segments of the population. Gender-wise,
higher mortality rates were observed
among males than females in case of heart
diseases and transport accidents. However,
higher death rates due to malignant neo-
plasms were noticed among females than
males in all three years. It may be noted,
however, that male morality because of
transport accidents is several folds greater
than female mortality in both, Kuwaitis and
non-Kuwaitis.

In 2000, the single most important cause of
death, among both sexes and nationalities,
was heart disease (Total rate: 43.8 /
100,000 population) followed by malignant
neoplasms (rate 23.7 / 100,000 population),
and transport accidents (17.4 / 100,000
population).

There were far more deaths in the Kuwaiti
than the Non-Kuwaiti segment of the socie-
ty from the ten single most important caus-
es of death. However, this does not hold
true when causes of mortality are examined
further down the ranks. For example, death
rates are much higher for Non-Kuwaitis
than Kuwaitis due to accidental falls, bums,
and violence. In fact, all 35 deaths due to
intentional self-harm are from the non-
Kuwaiti segment of the society (Table 15).
Among cancer deaths the largest mortality
occurred due to malignant neoplasms of di-
gestive organs. The rate was more than
twice as high for Kuwaitis of both sexes
than for Non-Kuwaitis. Malignant neo-
plasms of respiratory organs was the sec-
ond biggest killer among all cancers. Again,
the incidence was about four times as high
among Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis. Also, a
larger number of Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti
females died from this cause (ratio 3:1).
Among infants, the largest single cause of
death in 2000 was disorders of short gesta-
tion & low birth weight. Other leading caus-
es were congenital anomalies of various
body systems, intrauterine hypoxia and
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birth asphyxia, respiratory distress syn-
drome, bronchopneumonia and pneumonia,
and chromosomal anomalies (Fig. 4). In
these and among most others, more Kuwai-
ti than Non-Kuwaiti infant deaths were re-
corded. Infant mortality due to all causes in
the former was 61 percent as compared to
39 percent in the latter. Infant mortality was
also high among the male (58 percent) than
the female (42 percent) infants.

A little over 67 percent of all infant deaths
occurred in the neonatal period and the re-
maining (33 percent) in the post-neonatal
period. Almost 80% of the neonatal deaths
occurred in the first seven days after birth
(the perinatal period). There were over one
and a half times as many neonatal deaths
among Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis. Also,
there were more male than female deaths
among the infants of both nationality
groups.

In 2000, the highest infant mortality rate
(10.1/1000) was recorded for the Farwania
Governorate and the lowest (8.1) for the
Capital Governorate. Among the Kuwaiti
population, the highest male infant mortality
rate was recorded for the Farwania Govern-
orate (11.2) and for the Non-Kuwaitis at the
Ahmadi Governorate (16.9). Jahra and Cap-
ital Governorates had lowest male infant
mortality rates for Kuwaitis (7.7) and Hawali
governorate for the Non-Kuwaitis (8.2).

In 2000, the stillbirth rate in Kuwait was 6.4.
The rate was much higher (7.5) in the Non-
Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment (5.7) of
the population. The incidence of high still-
birth rate was most pronounced in mothers
over 45 years of age (rate: 27.4) and the
least among mothers of 20-24 year age
group (Rate: 3.8). This was the case when
the age of the mother was exactly known,
However, a phenomenally high stillbirth rate
(45.8) was recorded for mothers who could
not exactly state their age. It is speculated
that most mothers in this group were of ad-
vanced child-bearing age.
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* lli-defined conditions originating in the peri-
natal period contributed mostly (46.1%) to
stillbirths in 2000, followed by complications
of placenta, cord & membranes (17.5 per-
cent), maternal conditions and endocrine &
metabolic disorders (8.2 percent). In more
than a third of the cases of stillborn out-
comes (35%) the exact gestational age of
the fetus was not stated. When the gesla-
tional age was known, a high perceintage of
stillbirths (43.5 percent) occurred when the
fetus was in the 29-36 week stage.

* There was a rise in maternal mortality rates
in 1997 (16.3) from a low B.9 of 1996 (actu-
al no. of deaths, 7 and 4 respectively). In
1998 and 1999, however, the rates came
down to 9.7 and 7.3 (4 and 3 cases respec-
tively), but in 2000 it rose again to 9.6 (4
cases). In general, the matemal mortality
rates were found to be much higher in the
Non-Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment of
the population. In fact, there was not a sin-
gle Kuwaiti maternal death in 2000.

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Part B:

HEALTH STATISTICS:

1. HEALTH CARE DEVELOPMENT

* There has been a tremendous development
in Kuwait's health care delivery system
since 1980. Till 1989, the progress was lin-
ear, the number of hospitals increased from
11 to 186, and the number of Primary Health
Care Clinics, from 53 to 68. The various fa-
cilities within the latter, too, showed expan-
sion. For example, the number of dental
chairs went up from 94 in 1980 to 222 in
1989; maternal care centres from 18 to 24;
child care centres, from 28 to 43 and pre-
ventive care centers from 23 to 30. The
number of beds increased by 14 percent;
physicians, by 39 percent; dentists, by 87
percent; nurses by 24 percent; and pharma-
cists by 43 percent. These developments
have been graphically illustrated in the ear-
lier annual reports.

* The linear progression seen till 1989, suf-
fered a setback in 1992 in practically all in-

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frastructural aspects of health care. The
number of clinics, hospital beds, doctors,
dentists, nurses, pharmacists — all showed
a significant decrease as compared to 1989
levels. This phenomenon is not very sur-
prising, as the year 1991 was the year of
great upheavals. The country was under
occupation until February 1991 and devoid
of most of its inhabitants. Even after the lib-
eration, and for quite sometimes after-
wards, the population balance did not reach
the 1989 (or pre-invasion) level. As people
(both natives and expatriates) trickled back
to the liberated country, the signs of recov-
ery became visible. The figures for later
years once again showed the same mo-
mentum set in motion in the early 1980s.
However, in recent years a downward trend
has been recorded in some health care in-
dicators.

A comparison of the 3 year period (Ministry
of Health: 1998-2000) reveals a decrease
in the number of physicians per thousand
population, i.e. from 1.7 in 1998, to 1.5 in
2000 (Table 25). A simultaneous increase
in population per doctor (from 523 in 1998
to 625 in 2000).
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was also recorded. There was also a slight
reduction in the number of beds per thou-
sand population (from 2.2 in 1998 to 2.1 in
2000), giving rise to more population for
each bed (461 in 1998 vs. 479 in 2000).
There were fewer discharges per thousand
population in 2000 (81) than in 1998 (86).
Population per health care centre showed a
very slight increase, i.e. from 28,551 in
1998 to 29,196 in 2000. The per capita
health care cost declined from 141 K.D. in
1995-96 to 126 K.D in 1999-2000.

* There are indications that the national poli-
cy of gradual Kuwaitization in the public
services is bearing fruit. The percentage of
Kuwaiti physicians and dentists in Kuwait's
health care system (both government and
private) increased from 33.4 and 27.5 in
1996 to 35.7 and 31.2 in 2000, respectively.
On the other hand the percentage of Kuwai-
ti nurses decreased from 12.8 in 1996 to
11.0% in 2000 (Table 30).

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* Bed utilization indices in government hospi-
tals showed modest changes in 2000. The
bed-occupancy rate decreased from 68.3 in
1996 to 67.2 in 2000. Likewise, the turnover
rate and the average length of stay also de-

creased from 39.7 and 5.4 in 1996 to 39.0

and 5.3 in 2000, respectively. On the other

hand, the turnover interval went up from 3.0

in 1996 to 3.1 in 2000. Bed complement in

2000 was a bit in excess (4575) than in

1996 (4425).

The average number of patients discharged

per day from all government hospitals of

Kuwait was 481 in 1996. In 1998 and 1999

it showed a slight decline (476 and 478, re-

spectively) but surpassed the 1996 level in

2000, reaching to 487 that year.

* The number of dead discharges remained
the same (6 per day) all through 1996 to
1999, but in 2000 it became 7 per day. The
total number of outpatient visits in 1996
was 1,295,152 which climbed to 1,361,792
and 1,377,153 in 1997 and 1998, respec-
tively, but dropped to 1,292,512 in 1999. It
showed a further decline, reaching
1,244 454 in 2000. The number of visiis
per person was 0.7 in 1996 and 0.6 in
2000.

* Casualty operations constituted 68.0 per-
cent of all operations in 2000 whereas in
1996 these constituted 70.1 percent. These
were followed by general surgical (7.9%)
and obstetrical & gynecological operations
(7.9%). Orthopedic and E.N.T. surgery con-
stituted 4.3 and 3.6% of all operations, re-
spectively.

* The maximum number of hospital outpa-
tient visits were made in the emergency de-
partment, and with successive years since
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1896, the number of such visits climbed up
steadily. However, a decline in emergency
outpatient visits was noticed from 1999 on-
wards. Compared to 2,657,814 outpatient
visits of 1998, such visits in 1999 and 2000
were 2,497,364 and 2,367,276, respective-
ly. Four other departments that were greatly
popular with the outpatients were dermatol-
ogy, internal medicine, and obstetrics & gy-
naecology. Overall, the total number of out-
patient visits to all departments showed a
substantial decrease between 1996 (3.86
million visits) and 2000 (3.61 million visits).

* The overall death rates in government hos-
pitals showed a slight increase between
1996 and 2000. The Amiri hospital consis-
tently had the highest death rate among the
general hospitals whereas among the spe-
cialized hospitals Kuwait Cancer Control
Centre exhibited similar high death rates
(11.3 in 1996 and 10.8 in 2000) as com-
pared to the rest.
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* There was an overall decline in patient vis-
its to the primary health care centres be-
tween 1996 - 2000. The number of visits to
general health care clinics in 1996 was 8.62
million; in dental clinics, 1.15 million; mater-
nal care clinics, 0.42 million; child care clin-
ics, 3.4 million; and preventive care clinics,
0.72 million. In 2000, there was substantial
decrease in patient visits among all seg-
ments of primary health care, so much so
that the number of visits to general health
care clinics dropped to 5.8 million, dental clin-
ics to 0.98 million, maternal care clinics to
0.33 million, child care clinics to 2.86 million
and preventive care clinics to 0.67 million.
This decline could be attributed to the imposi-
tion of health care charges about two years
back.

* Government expenditure on health care
has risen about 2.5% between 1995-96 and
1999-2000. The percentage of money allot-
ted to the Ministry of Health from the nation-
al budget has ranged between 6.6% - 7%
of total government expenditure. The health
care cost, per capita, was reduced from
K.D. 141 in 1995-96 to K.D. 126 in 1999-
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2. STATISTICS AT THE NATIONAL LEVEL:

* |n 2000, Kuwait had five govemment gener-
al hospitals — one in each health region
plus the specialized Sabah Medical Centre
(including the Sabah General Hospital); 9
specialized hospitals; 75 primary health
care clinics; and 23 diabetes clinics. A total
of 28,278 individuals worked in the Ministry
of Health, in 2000. Of these, 44.5 percent
were males and 55.5 percent females, 49
percent Kuwaitis and 51 percent Non-
Kuwaitis. Female workers outnumbered the
males among both nationality groups, in
general.

* In 2000, the number of doctors working in
the Ministry of Health was 3204. Almost
two-thirds of these were Non-Kuwaitis (64
percent). Female physicians constituted
only 30 percent of the total. The maximum
number of health care personnel (28 per-
cent) worked in the Sabah Health Region,
most probably in the Sabah Health Com-
plex, consisting of a general regional hospi-
tal and several centres of specialized care.
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* The total number of dentists in 2000 was
517. Of these, less than one-thirds were
Kuwaitis (30 percent). There were more
than twice as many male than female den-
tists in total.

A total of 8232 nurses worked for the Minis-

try of Health in 20000only 12 percent of

them, Kuwaitis. The proportion of male and
female nurses was approximately 1:5. Doc-
tors, nurses, and dentists constituted ap-
proximately 42 percent of the total work

force in the Ministry of Health (11%, 29%,

and 1.8%, respectively). The rest (58%)

was comprised of pharmacists, paramedi-

cal technicians, administrators, and others.

The number of total discharges in 2000 was

178,361 — 98.7% alive and 1.3% dead. Of

these, 54.7 percent were Kuwaitis and the

rest Non-Kuwaitis. Over a quarter (27.6%)

of all discharges belonged to one single

specialty — the combined departments of
obstetrics & gynaecology.

* In 2000, the total number of outpatient visits
to the government hospitals in Kuwait was
1,244 454, The specialty that attracted
maximum number of outpatients was der-
matology (13.0 percent) followed by oph-
thalmology (11.3 percent), and internal
medicine (9.0 percent). In total, Kuwaitis
outnumbered Non-Kuwaitis by a wide mar-
gin (62% v. 38%).

3. HOSPITAL STATISTICS (GOVT. SEC-
TOR)

* Among general hospitals, Adan hospital
had the largest number of beds (521) in
2000, followed by Farwania (424) and Jah-
ra (420) hospitals. Adan hospital had the
maximum number of discharges (29,013)
and Amiri, the minimum (12,842). The Sa-
bah hospital had the maximum number of
outpatient visits (176,727) and Mubarak,
the minimum (83,485). The largest number
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of operations were performed in Sabah
hospital (8,165) followed by Jahra (6,993)
and Adan hospital (6,153). Al Jahra hospital
had the distinction of receiving the largest
number of emergency visits (464,522). The
hospital with the largest staff was Mubarak
(1,670) and the smallest, Jahra hospital
(1,355).

Among the specialized hospitals, the lbn
Sina hospital had the distinction of having
the largest number of outpatient and emer-
gency visits (166,101 & 113,534, respec-
tively), and hospital staff (1,087). The maxi-
mum number of discharges occurred at the
Matemity Hospital (21,901). The Psycho-
logical Medicine hospital contained the
maximum number of beds (493),

The most optimum discharge/doctor ratio in
2000 was found at the Amiri hospital (45
discharges per doctor), followed by Sabah
hospital (57 discharges per doctor). The
maximum discharge/doctor ratio was re-
corded at the Jahra hospital (138 discharg-
es). Jahra hospital also had the distinction
of having the least desirable discharge /
nurse ratio (47 discharges per nurse). The
best ratio was observed at the Amiri hospi-
fal (20 discharges per nurse). Among the
specialized hospitals, the best discharge/
doctor ratio was recorded at the Physical
Medicine & Rehabilitation Hospital (12 dis-
charges per doctor). The most desirable
discharge/nurse ratio was also observed at
the same hospital (5 discharges per nurse).
The best outpatient/doctor ratio at the gen-
eral hospitals was found to be at Mubarak
hospital (288 outpatients per doctor) and
the least desirable at Sabah hospital (570
outpatients per doctor). Mubarak also had
the best outpatient/nurse ratio (130 outpa-
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tients per nurse) and Sabah hospital, the
least desirable (316 outpatients per nurse).
Among the specialized hospitals it is the
Maternity Hospital that takes the lead in the
best outpatient/doctor ratio (347 outpatients
per doctor). The best outpatient/nurse ratio
was also observed at this hospital (85 out-

patients per nurse)

The load assessment of each hospital's
services revealed the Adan hospital to be
sustaining the maximum load with an aver-
age of 79 patient discharges each day
whereas the Amiri hospital sustained the
minimum load with only 35 patient discharg-
es per day. In terms of outpatient visits it
was the Sabah hospital that took the lead in
having the maximum load (176,727 visits).
The highest operation rate was also record-
ed at Sabah hospital. The lowest operation
rate (as percent of total discharges) was
observed at the Amiri hospital (2.0%) and
the lowest outpatient visit rate (as percent
of total outpatient visits) was recorded at
the Mubarak hospital (6.7%).
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Among the specialized hospitals the maxi-
mum load was observed at the Maternity
hospital with an average of 60 patient dis-
charges each day. Ibn Sina hospital record-
ed the maximum operation rate of 3.6 per-
cent of the total discharges. In terms of
outpatient visits also it was the Ibn Sina
hospital that took the lead (13.3%). The
Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital
sustained the minimum load with an aver-
age of one patient discharge per day. The
minimum load, in terms of outpatient visits,
was recorded at the Infectious Diseases
hospital (Table 45).

An analysis of bed utilization indices at the
various general hospitals revealed Al Adan
hospital having the maximum Bed Occu-
pancy Rate (74.6 percent) and Sabah hos-
pital, the least (63.2 percent). Al-Jahra and
Farwaniya hospitals showed the highest
Tumover Rates. Al-Amiri hospital showed
the maximum Turn-over Interval and Al-
Adan the minimum. The longest average
length of stay was recorded for Al-Amiri
hospital (6.9 days) and the shortest, for Al-
Jahra hospital (3.8 days).

Among the specialized hospitals, the maxi-
mum bed occupancy rate was recorded for
the Psychological Medicine hospital (88.2
percent) and the minimum for the Infectious
Diseases hospital (38.8 percent). The Ma-
ternity hospital had the distinction of having
the highest turmnover rate, the lowest turn-
over interval, and the shortest average
length of stay (4 days). The Psychological
Medicine hospital and the Physical Medi-
cine & Rehabilitation hospital recorded the
maximum Average length of stay (63 and
55 days, respectively).

In hospital specialty departments, the maxi-
mum bed occupancy rate for general sur-
gery was recorded at the Sabah hospital
(66.9%) and the minimum at the Farwania
hospital (56.8%). The maximum average
length of stay for general surgery was at
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the Amiri hospital (6.4 days) and the mini-
mum at the Jahra hospital (3.7 days).

* For internal medicine, the maximum bed
occupancy rate was recorded at Al Adan
hospital (88.3%) and the minimum at Al
Amiri hospital (68.6%). The maximum aver-
age length of stay for internal medicine was
at the Sabah hospital (6.4 days) and the
minimum (5 days) at the Jahra hospital (Ta-
ble 49).

4. HEALTH DIVISIONS:

" In 2000, Kuwait's Primary Health Care Cen-

tres attracted a total of approximately 10.4

million patient visits. Of these, 60 percent

were Kuwaitis and 40 percent Non-

Kuwaitis. Ahmadi Health region attracted

the maximum patient visits (22.6 percent)

and the Capital region, the minimum (16

percent).

A total of 984,270 patient visits were made

to Kuwait's Dental Health Care Centres in

2000. Kuwaiti patients outnumbered Non-

Kuwaiti patients by a wide margin (65% vs.

35%). The maximum number of visits were

made in the Hawalli Health Region (22.6

percent) and the minimum, at the Capital

region (18.0 percent).

In 2000, a total of 8,483 patients visited Ku-

wait's Medical Genetics Centre. Of these,

77 percent were Kuwaitis and 23 percent

Non-Kuwaitis; 57 percent males and 43

percent females.

* A total of 23 diabetes clinics existed in Ku-
wait in 2000. The number of visits at these
clinics was 462,794 with a daily average of
1874 patients. Kuwaiti patients comprised
60% of the total whereas Non-Kuwaitis
comprised the rest. The incidence of juve-
nile diabetes was more pronounced (to the
extent of 90%) amongst the Kuwaiti seg-
ment of the population. The maximum num-
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ber of patients (21.5 percent) were seen at
the six diabetes clinics of the Farwania
Health region.

* The country’'s islamic Medicine Centre was
visited by 8,749 patients in 2000. Of these,
71 percent were Kuwaitis and 29 percent
Non-Kuwaitis. Among Kuwaitis, the number
of female patients was much higher than
males. The most common conditions for
which the Centre was consulted were hy-
perlipemia (27%) rheumatoid arthritis
(22%), and diabetes (15%).

5. MORBIDITY STATISTICS

* In 2000, there were 9,140 cases of notifia-
ble communicable diseases in Kuwait. The
three leading notifiable communicable con-
ditions were notifiable diarrhoea, chicken-
pox and salmonelia carrier state, with infec-
tion rates of 128.9, 822 and 554,
respectively. Far more Non-Kuwaitis (62%)
were afflicted with notifiable communicable
diseases than Kuwaitis (38%). In certain
conditions, notably malaria, leprosy, filaria-
sis, and herpes simplex almost all cases
comprised of the Non-Kuwaiti segment of
the population (Table 70).

* A five-year comparison (1996-2000) of the
trend of notifiable communicable diseases
shows a substantial reduction in cases of
notified diarrhoea, brucellosis, chickenpox,
malaria, typhoid fever, and viral hepatitis 'A’
(Table 71). On the other hand there was a
marked increase in the incidence of whoop-
ing cough, filariasis and infectious mononu-
cleosis.

* The major causes of admission to govern-
ment hospitals of Kuwait in 2000 were nor-
mal delivery, complications of pregnancy &
delivery, ischemic heart disease, various
types of anemias, infectious diarrhoea, ton-
sillitis, diabetes mellitus, asthma, diseases
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of intestines & peritoneum, and pneumnonia.

* Pregnancy and childbirth related services
were the major causes of hospital admis-
sion in 2000. Other than that, ischemic
heart disease was the major morbid condi-
tion in 2000, like in early years. Compara-
tively more Kuwaiti than non-Kuwaiti pa-
tients sought admission to the hospitals
(55% vs. 45%, respectively) and among
both nationality groups, the percentage of
females far outnumbered the percentage of
males (overall, 57% vs. 43%, respectively).
However, one morbid condition, i.e. chick-
enpox, proved to be an exception. The
number of non-Kuwaiti patients hospitalized
with this condition was five times higher
than that of Kuwaitis and the number of
male patients far outnumbered female pa-
tients amongst both nationality groups
(overall, 70% vs. 30%). Ischemic heart dis-
ease was another such condition where
there was a preponderance of males in
both nationality groups as well as much
greater number of Kuwaiti than non-Kuwaiti
females.
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*In 2000, the number of patients treated
abroad (as well as the number of atten-
dants accompanying them) showed a con-
siderable decline (to the extent of 21.1 and
16.8%, respectively), compared to 1999.
This reflects a desire on the part of the
Health Ministry to place greater reliance on
local clinical expertise as well as on some,
internationally recognized consultants, invit-
ed to Kuwait, thus considerably limiting the
flow of people abroad for treatment.

6. HEALTH-CARE AT THE PRIVATE SEC-
TOR:

* Health care was also provided in Kuwait by
five private sector hospitals and three hos-
pitals belonging to the oil companies. In
2000, this sector had a combined total of
559 beds, 332 doctors, and 829 nurses. A
total of 26,305 surgical operations were
performed at these hospitals — almost half
of them at the Al-Ahmadi Oil Co. hospital
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* Altogether, there were 38,100 inpatient dis-
charges from the private sector hospitals,
with an average of 104 discharges a day.
One single hospital, the Al-Ahmadi Qil Co.
hospital, accounted for over one third of the
total number of discharges (34.2 percent).
The Hadi hospital (26 percent) and Al Sal-
am hospital (18.5 percent) were the distant
runners. Kuwaiti patients accounted for al-
most 80 percent of all discharges from
these hospitals.

* The private sector hospitals attracted a total
of 839,316 outpatient visits — a little over
two-thirds (69%) of these were Kuwaitis,
and among these, about 57 percent fe-
males. Among the Non-Kuwaiti segment,
too, female patients (52%) out-numbered
males. The maximum number of outpatient
visits were made at the Al-Ahmadi hospital
(35.5 percent). The combined departments
of obstetrics & gynaecology accounted for
almost a quarter of the total outpatient visits
at these hospitals.

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DEFINITIONS

1- LIVE BIRTH:

Live Birth is the expulsion or extraction from
its mother of a product of conception,
irrespective of the duration of the pregnancy,
which, after such separation, breathes or shows
any other evidence of life, such as beating of
the heart, pulsation of the umbilical cord, or
definite movement of
whether or not the umbilical cord had been cut
or the placenta is attached; each product of
such a birth is considered liveborn.

2- FOETAL DEATH (STILLBORN FOETUS):

Foetal death is death prior to complete

voluntary muscles,

expulsion or extraction from its mother of a
product of conception, irrespective of the
duration of pregnancy; the death is indicated by
the fact that after such separation the foetus
does not breath, or show any other evidence of
life, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of
the umbilical cord, or definite movement of
voluntary muscles.
3- BIRTH WEIGHT:

The first weight of the foetus or newborn
obtained after birth. A birth weight of less than
2,500g is considered “low birth weight”.

4- GESTATIONAL AGE:

The duration of gestation is measured from
the first day of the last normal menstrual period.
Gestational age is expressed in completed days
or weeks (e.g events occurring 280 to 286
completed days after the onset of the last
normal menstrual period are considered to have
occurred at 40 weeks of gestation).

5. PRE-TERM:

Less than 37 completed weeks (less than
259 day) of gestation.

6. TERM:

From 37 completed weeks to less than 42
completed weeks (259 to 293 days) of
gestation.

7. POST-TERM:

42 completed weeks or more (294 days of
more) of gestation.

8. PERINATAL PERIOD:

The perinatal period commences at 28
completed weeks (196 days) of gestation (the
time when birth weight is normally more than
500g), and ends seven completed days after
birth.

9. NEONATAL PERIOD:

The neonatal period commences at birth.
Neonatal deaths (deaths among live births during
the first 28 completed days of life) may be
subdivided into early neonatal deaths, occurring
during the first seven days of live, and late
necnatal deaths, occurring after the seventh day
but before 28 completed days of life.

10. MATERNAL DEATH:

A maternal death is the death of a woman
while pregnant within 42 days of termination of
pregnancy, irrespective of the duration and the
site of the pregnancy, from any cause related to
or aggravated by the pregnancy or its
but not from accidental or
incidental causes.
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11. CRUDE BIRTH RATE (C.B.R):

The number of live births in a year per 1000

(15-49 years) as observed in a given year,

15. GROSS REPRODUCTION RATE (G.R.R.)

The average number of daughters that a
group of females starting their life together
would bear if all the initial groups of females
survived the child bearing age.

16. CRUDE DEATH RATE (C.D.R.)
