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HIGHLIGHTS

® Demographic Profile

The mid-year population of Kuwait in 2002 stood
at 2,363,325 Of this 884,550 or 374 percent
were Kuwaitis and 1,478,775 or 626 percent
were Non-Kuwaitis Hawalli governorate, with a
population of 651938 people, was the most
populous region, and Jahra the least, with 296,650
people.

Kuwaitis were represented to their maximum
concentration in the Hawalli governorate, and
Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwania governorate, and the
minimum concentration of both groups was
noticed at the Jahra governorate. The ratio of

males to females in the total population was 1.5:1

m Vital & health statistics

1. Developmental statistics

- A comparison of main vital indicators in Kuwait
between 1998 and 2002 shows declining trends
in all except the stillbirth rates which showed a
slight increase in 2002 compared to 1998 (7.4
vs 7.2/ 1000 births).

- There was a 5% nise in the number of live births
between the years 1998 and 2002, This increase
was mainly due to more live births in Kuwaiti

segment of the population, and not in the Non -
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Kuwaiti segment where a slight decrease in live OH apanll ey afigdl eV s el
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-There was a noticeable decline in maternal
mortality rates, from 9.7 per 100,000 live births
in 1998 to 6.9 per 100,000 live births in 2002. In
general, the maternal mortality rates were found
to be much higher in the Non-Kuwaiti than the
Kuwaiti segment of the population except in the
year 2002.. In fact, there was not a single
Kuwaiti maternal death in 2000 & 2001

- In general, the crude death rate was

comparatively higher for the male gender during
1998-2002 for the Kuwaiti as well as for the

Non-Kuwaiti population.

Circulatory conditions & heart diseases,

neoplasms, and external causes (notably
transport accidents) were the three major causes
of death in 1998-2002. and in all these groups,
proportionately more deaths were recorded
among Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti segments of
the population Gender-wise, higher mortality
rates were observed among males than females
in case of heart diseases and transpori accidents.
However, higher death rates due to malignant
neoplasms were noticed among females than
males in Non-Kuwaiti population and in total
population in all these years It may be noted
however, that male mortality because of
transport accidents is several folds greater than
females mortality in both, Kuwaitis and Non-

Kuwaitis

A comparison of the 5 year period (Ministry of
Health, 1998-2002) reveals a decrease in the

number of physicians per thousand population,
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ie from 1.7 in 1998, to 1.5 in 2002 (Table 10),
A simultaneous increase in population per
doctor ( from 572 in 1998 to 670 in 2002) was
also recorded.

- There was also reduction in the number of beds
per thousand population (from 2.2 in 1998 10 2.0
in 2002), giving rise to more population for each
bed (461 in 1998 vs. 503 in 2002),

-There were fewer discharges from M.OH.
hospitals per thousand population in 2002 (79)
than in 1998 (86).

- Population per health care center showed a
slight increase, (7.5%), ie. from 28551 in 1998
to 30693 in 2002.

- The per capita health care cost increased from
123 K.D in 1997 - 1998 to 131 KD in 2001-
2002

-There are indications that the national policy of
gradual Kuwaitization in the public services is
bearing fruit.

The percentage of Kuwaiti

system ( both government and private) increased
from 35.2% and 23.3% in 1998 to 37.4% and
40.4% in 2002, respectively. On the other hand
the percentage of Kuwaiti nurses decreased
from 12.8% in 1998 to 9.7% in 2002 (Table 13)

- Bed utilization indices in M OH hospitals
showed modest changes in 2002 The bed-
occupancy rate increased from 66.7 in 1998 1o
67.0 in 2002 The turnover rate increased from
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395 in 1998 to 399 in 2002.The turnover
interval and average length of stay showed a
slight change in both years 1998 & 2002. Bed
complement in 2002 was a bit in excess (4701)
than 1998 (4401),

- The average number of patients discharged per
day from all M.O H. hospitals of Kuwait was
476 in 1998. Since then it continued climbing up
each year till it reached a maximum of 521 in
2002,

- The number of dead discharges remained the
same (6 per day) all through 1998 to 1999, but
in 2000 it became 7 per day then it returned
back to 6.4 per day in 2002

- The total number of outpatient visits in 1998
was 1,377,153, but dropped to 1,292,512 in
1999, It showed a further decline reaching
1,244,454 in 2000 Lastly it climbed again to
1,466,372 in 2002, The number of visists per
person was 0.7 in 1998 and 0.6 in 2002

- Casualty operations constituted 68 4% of all
operations in 2002 whereas in 1998 these
constituted 68.2 percent These were followed
by general surgical (8.4%) , obstetrical &
gynecological operations (7.0%). Orthopedic
and E.N T surgery constituted 4.4% and 3.5% of
all operations, respectively in 2002 .

- In 1998, the maximum number of hospital
outpatient visits were made in the casualty

department, (2,657,814). Such visits in 1999 and
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attributed to the imposition of health care
charges about three years back.

A four-year companson (1998-2001) of the
trend of notifiable communicable diseases
shows a substantial reduction in cases of
notified  diarrhoea, brucellosis,  filariasis,
malaria, typhoid fever, and viral hepatitis ‘A’
(Table 21). On the other hand there was a
marked increase in the incidence of whooping

cough.

- Government expenditure on health care has
risen about 2.5% between 1997-1998 and 2001-
2002. The percentage of money allocated to the
Ministry of Health from national budget has
ranged between 6.6%-7% of total government
expenditure. The health care cost, per capita,
was increased from 124 K.D in 1996-1998 to
131 K.D in 2000-2002 (Figure 8)

I1. Vital statistics

- Crude birth & death rates, natural increase rates,
and general fertility rates, all were higher
amongst Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis in 2002,
Also, higher crude birth rates and lower crude
death rates were seen for females than males.
Consequently, the natural increase rates in 2002
were higher for females than males. Ahmadi
Health Region showed the highest crude hirth
rate. Farwania health Region showed the lowest

death rates.

- The largest number of live births in 2002 were

recorded from Hawalli Region and the lowest
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from Capital region Fully 663 percent of all
births occurred at the government hospitals.
Private hospitals accounted for 31.9 percent of
births , and the rest occurred either at home or
outside Kuwait Only 11.3 percent births at the
private hospitals belonged to Non-Kuwaiti
parents

- In 2002, the largest number of children (31.5
percent) were born to mothers in the 25-29 year
age group. Most infants weighing less than
2,500g at birth were born in the Ahmadi
governorate (91.1/1000) and the least in Jahra
governorate (71.1/1000). The total incidence of
low birth weight was more pronounced in the

Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti population

- Analyzing the data of live births according to
method of delivery and place of delivery in
2002, it was found that %743 of deliveries

11.5% by

unspecified methods. Among those hospitals

occurred  spontaneously, and

where the method of delivery was not specified,
the largest number come from dar el-shafa
hospital (39.5%), followed by Hadi (36.3%) and
Adan hospital (27.6%).

- The total number of deaths in 2002 was 4342
63.5 percent of which were males and 36.5
percent females, 555 percent Kuwaitis and
44.5 percent Non-Kuwaitis The level of
mortality was higher among Kuwaiti than Non-
Kuwaiti males and females. As a group, the

highest number of deaths occurred in children

less than 1 vear old (9.6 percent). The level of
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mortality dropped sharply thereafter, rising
slowly with advancing age It was maximum
(9.0%) in the 70-74 year age-group, following

which it showed a decline

The Age-Specific Death Rate in 2002 was
11.1/1000 population for children less than 1
vear old As with the total number of deaths,
the death rate increased with advancing age In
the 85+ year group it was 117.0/1000 pop.
Barring early childhood years( as also in post-
80 years), the rate is lower in all age groups
among the Non-Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti
population. Alsp, Kuwaiti males have higher
death rates in almost every age-group, than

Kuwaiti females.

- Almost 63.3% of deaths (all ages) occurred at a
government hospital Very few deaths (1.7%)
occurred at a private hospital- mostly of the
Kuwaiti segment of the population (84 9%4)

- The largest percentage of deaths (16.0%) in 2002
were recorded at the Hawalli Health Region and
the lowest (10.6%) at the Jahra health Region.
More than one third of all deaths (34 6%) were
not recorded any health region on the death
certificate- a practice that leads to search for

finding reasons for this gap

In 2002, the single most important cause of
death, among both sexes and nationalities , was
heart  diseases (Total rate 40.6/100,000
population) followed by malignant neoplasms

(rate 23.4/100,000 population), then transport
