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HIGHLIGHTS

B Demographic Profile

The mid-year population of Kuwait in 2003 stood
at 2,484,334, Of this 913,500 or 36.8 percent
were Kuwaitis and 1,570,834 or 63.2 percent
were Non-Kuwaitis. Hawalli governorate, with a
population of 686,421 people, was the most
populous region, and Jahra the least, with 307,195
people,

Kuwaitis were represented to their maximum
concentration in the Hawalli governorate, and
Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwania governorate, and the
minimum concentration of both groups was
noticed at the Jahra governorate. The ratio of

males to females in the total population was 1.6:1.

B Vital & health statistics

I. Comparative statistics

- A comparison of main vital indicators in Kuwait
between 1999 and 2003 shows declining trends
in all except neonatal mortality rate (6.4/1000
live births), the stillbirth rates which showed a
slight increase in 2003 compared to 1999 (6.9
vs 6,2 / 1000 births) and also the perinatal
mortality rate (11.7/1000 births in 2003).

- There was a 7% rise in the number of live births
between the years 1999 and 2003. This increase

was mainly due to mere live births in Kuwaiti
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segment of the population, and not in the Non —
Kuwaiti segment where a slight decrease in live
births was noticed. Overall, both genders and
nationalities showed this increase, except Non —
e, fewer Non-Kuwaiti

The Male-female ratio among live births has
104 :100 since 1999, on an

An analysis of Age-Specific Birth Rates reveals
that all through 1999 to 2003 the 25-29 year age
group of all mothers has been the most
productive. The Total Fertility Rate (per
woman) for Kuwaitis declined (by 2.4 percent)
between 1999 and 2003: for Non-Kuwaitis it
declined by 20.0 percent in the same time
period. The Gross Reproduction Rate (per
woman) followed almost a similar pattern. The
Crude Birth Rate for the Kuwaiti and the Non-
Kuwaiti population in the same period declined
from 31.9 and 11.9 per 1000 population in 1999
to 31.3 and 9.8 per 1000 population in 2003

respectively.

- There was a slight decline in the crude death rate

(i.e. from 2.0 to 1.8 / 1000 population) during
the period 1999-2003. This decline was the
same for the Kuwaitis, and non - Kuwaities. The
rate of infant mortality does not changed in the
same period (9.4/1000 live births), On the
contrary, the stillbirth rate increased, from 6.2 in
1999 to 6.9 /1000 total births in 2003.
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- There was a noticeable increase in maternal
mortality rates, from 7.3 per 100,000 live births
in 1999 to 9.1 per 100,000 live births in 2003,
In general, the maternal mortality rates were
found to be much higher in the Non-Kuwaiti
than the Kuwaiti segment of the population
except in the year 2002.. In fact, there was not a

single Kuwaiti maternal death in 2001 & 2002,

comparatively higher for the male gender during
1999-2003 for the Kuwaiti as well as for the
Non-Kuwaiti population. Except Non-Kuwaiti in
2003,
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- Circulatory conditions & heart discases,
neoplasms, and external causes (notably
transport accidents) were the three major causes
of death in 1999-2003. and in all these groups,
proportionately more deaths were recorded

among Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti segments of

the population. Gender-wise, higher mortality
rates were observed among males than females
in case of heart diseases and transport accidents.
However, higher death mtes due to malignant
neoplasms were noticed among females than
males in Non-Kuwaiti population and in total
population in all these years. It may be noted
however, that male mortality because of
transport accidents is several folds greater than
females mortality in both, Kuwaitis and Non-

Kuwailis.

- A comparison of the 5 year period (Ministry of
Health: 1999-2003) reveals no change in the
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number of physicians per thousand population,
(1.7) (Table 10). A simultaneous increase in
population per doctor ( from 574 in 1999 to 584

in 2003) was also recorded.

- There was also reduction in the number of beds
per thousand population (from 2.1 n 1999 10
1.9 in 2003), giving rise to more population for
cach bed (475 in 1999 vs. 327 in 2003).

-There were fewer discharges from M.O.H.
hospitals per thousand population in 2003 (72)
than in 1999 (83).

- Population per health care center showed a
shight increase, (3.5%), i.e. from 29679 in 1999
to 32264 in 2003,

- The per capita health care cost increased from
124 K.D in 1998 - 1999 to 131 K.D in 2002-
2003,

-There are indications that the national policy of
gradual Kuwaitization in the public services is
bearing fruit. The percentage of Kuwaiti
physicians and dentists in Kuwait's health care
system (both government and private) increased
from 36.4% and 31.4% in 1999 to 37.5% and
40.4% in 2003, respectively. On the other hand
the percentage of Kuwaiti nurses decreased
from 12.7% in 1999 to0 9.9% in 2003 (Table 13).

- Bed utlization indices in M.O.H. hospitals
showed modest changes in 2003. The bed-
occupancy rate decreased from 67.9 in 1999 1o
63.5 in 2003, The turmover rate decreased from
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394 in 1999 to 379 in 2003.The turnover
interval and average length of stay showed a
slight change in both years 1999 & 2003. Bed
complement in 2003 was a bit in excess (4712)

than 1999 (4433).

The average number of patients discharged per
day from all M.O.H. hospitals of Kuwait was
478 in 1999, Since then it continued climbing
up each year till it reached a maximum of 505

in 2003,

The number of dead discharges remained the
same (6 per day) all through 1998 to 1999, but
in 2000 it became 7 per day then it returned
back to 6.4 per day in 2003,

The total number of outpatient visits in 1999
was 1,292,512 . It showed a further decline
reaching 1,244,454 in 2000 Lastly it climbed
again to 1,569,549 in 2003, The number of
visists per person was still 0.6 from 1999 1o

2003.

Casualty operations constituted 69.0% of all
operations in 2003 whereas in 1999 these
constituted 68.9 percent. These were followed
by gencral surgical (8.0%) . obstetrical &
gynecological operations (7.1%). Orthopedic
and E.N.T surgery constituted 4.2% and 3.3%

of all operations, respectively in 2003 .

The maximum number of hospital outpatient
visits were made i the casualty department.
Such visits in 1999 and 2000 were 2.497364
and 2,367,276, respectively then they climbed o
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among the specialized hospitals Kuwait Cancer
Control Centre exhibited similar high death
rates (10.8 i 1999 and 9.1 in 2003) as
compared to the rest. - (2003 & 4 9.1

There was an overall decline in patient visits to
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- A four-year comparison (1998-2001) of the
trend of notifiable communicable diseases
shows a substantial reduction in cases of
notified diarrhoea, brucellosis, filariasis,

malaria, typhoid fever, and viral hepatitis “A’

(Table 21). On the other hand there was a

marked increase in the incidence of whooping

cough.

- Government expenditure on health care has
risen about 2.5% between 1998-1999 and
2001- 2002. The percentage of money
allocated to the Ministry of Health from
national budget has ranged between 6.6%-7%
of total government expenditure. The health
care cost, per capita, was increased from 124

K.D in 1998-1999 to 131 K.D in 2001-2002

I1. Vital statistics

- Crude birth & death rates, natural increase
rates, and general fertility rates, all werce higher
amongst Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis in 2003.
Also, higher crude birth rates and lower crude
death rates were seen for females than males.
Consequently, the natural increase rates In
2003 were higher for females than males.
Ahmadi Health Region showed the highest
crude birth rate. Farwania health Region

showed the lowest death rates,

- The largest number of live births in 2003 were
recorded from Hawalli Region and the lowest
from Capital region. Fully 63.7 percent of all

births occurred at the government hospitals.
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Private hospitals accounted for 34.3 percent of
births , and the rest occurred either at home or
outside Kuwait. Only 11.1 percent births at the
private hospitals belonged to Non-Kuwaiti
parents.

In 2003, the largest number of children (30.7
percent}) were born to mothers in the 25-29
year age group. Most infants weighing less
than 2,500g at birth were born in the Ahmadi
governorate (85.7/1000) and the least in Jahra
governorate (68.6/1000).The total incidence of
low birth weight was more pronounced in the

Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti population

Analyzing the data of live births according to
method of delivery and place of delivery in
2003, it was found that 62.3% of deliveries
occurred  spontaneously, and 20.7% by
unspecified methods. Among those hospitals
where the method of delivery was not specified,
the largest number come from maternity
hospital (61.9%), followed by Hadi (18.0%).

The total number of deaths in 2003 was 4424,
63.8 percent of which were males and 36.2
percent females; 55.4 percent Kuwaitis and
44.6 percent Non-Kuwaitis, The level of
mortality was higher among Kuwaiti than Non-
Kuwaiti males and females. Infant deaths (less
than | year) was (9.3 percent).

- In 2003, the highest infant mortality rate
(10.5/1000 live births) was recorded for the
Hawali Governorate and the lowest (7.4) for the
Ahmadi Governorate. The highest male infant
mortality rate for Kuwaties nationality was
recorded at the Jahra governorate and for Non-
Kuwaties in Farwania. Ahmadi Governorate

had lowest male infant mortality rate for

Kuwaitis (6.8) and Jahra Governorate for the

Non-Kuwaitis (6.6) /1000 live births

- In 2003, the stillbirth rate in Kuwail was
6.9/1000 births(live + stillbirth). The rate was
much higher (8.1) in the Non-Kuwaiti than the
Kuwaiti segment (6.3) of the population. The
incidence of high stillbirth rate was most
pronounced in mothers 45 year and over
(ratel 5.6) and the least among mothers of 20-
24 year age group (Rate:4.6). This was the
case when the age of the mother was exactly
known., However, a phenomenally high still
birth rate (27.5) was recorded for mothers who
could not exactly state their age. It is
speculated that most mothers in this group

were of advanced child-bearing age.

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- Il-defined conditions originating in the
perinatal period contributed mostly (35.0%) to
stillbirth in 2003, followed by complications
of placenta, cord & membranes (17.6 percent),
then other & unspecified congenital

malformation (6.8%) and maternal conditions

(6.5%). In the cases of stillborn outcomes

(52.8%) the exact gestational age of the fetus

was not stated. When the gestaional age was

known, a high percentage of stillbirths

(19.2%) occurred when the fetus was in the

29-36 week stage.

- Kuwait ranks quite favourably in its Vital
Indicator Rates when compared to most other

countries of the world.

- There is no great perceptible difference in the

seasonality of vital events, however, the largest

number of deaths occurred in the month of

December and the lowest, in May. The highest
number of live births occurred in November,

and the lowest in February.

I11. Health statistics.

- In 2003, M.O.H. had five general hospitals- one
in each health region plus the specialized
Sabah Medical Centre (including the Sabah
General Hospital); 9 specialized hospitals; 74
primary health care clinics; and 31 diabetes
clinics. A total of 29,486 individuals worked in
the Ministry of Health, in 2003, of these, 41.1
percent were males and 58.9 percent females,

males among both nationality groups.

- In 2003, the number of doctors working in the
Ministry of Health was 3643. Of these 2196
were Non-Kuwaitis (60.3 percent), Female
physicians constituted only 30.9 percent of the
total. The maximum number of health care
personnel (27.9 percent) worked in the Sabah
Health Region, most probably in Sabah Health

Complex, consisting of a general regional

hospital and several centres of specialized care.

- The total number of dentists in 2003 was 613,
Of these. more than one-thirds were Kuwailis
(44.4 percent). There were more than twice as

many male than female dentists in total.

- A total of 8997 nurses worked for the Ministry
of Health in 2003, Only 10.9 percent of them,
Kuwaitis. The proportion of male to female

nurses was approximately 1:5.

-Doctors. nurses, and dentists constituted 45.0%
of the total work force in the Ministry of
Health (12.4%, 30.5 and 2.1 %, respectively).
The rest (55.0) was comprised of pharmacists,
paramedical technicians, administrators, and

others.

1. Hospital statistics

- The number of total discharges in 2003 from
M.O.H. hospitals was 162,423 (98.7% alive
and 1.3% dead). Of these, 54.1 percent were

Kuwaitis and the rest Non-Kuwaitis. Over a
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quarter (25.8) of all discharges belonged to one
single specialty-the combined departments of

obstetrics & gynaecology.

- In 2003, the total number of outpatient visits to
the M.O.H. hospitals in Kuwait was 1,569,549,
the specialty that attracted maximum number of
outpatients was dermatology (13.4%) followed
by (10.4%),

{10.1%), and internal medicine (7.2%). In total,

orthopedics ophthalmology
Kuwaitis outnumbered Non-Kuwaitis by a wide
margin (63.3% v. 36.7%).

- Among general hospitals, Adan hospital had the
largest number of beds (512) in 2003, followed
by Farwania (487) and Jahra (436) hospitals.

Adan hospital had the maximum number of

discharges ( 29.114)and Amiri, the minimum
(12,106). had the
maximum number of outpatient visits (189.456)

and Mubarak, the minimum (121.,686). The

The Farwania hospital

largest number of operations were performed in
Sabah hospital (7747) followed by Jahra (6687)
and Adan hospital (6472). Al Farwania hospital
had the distinction of receiving the largest
number of emergency visits (513,459). The
hospital with the largest staff was Adan (1866)
and the smallest, Amiri hospital (1531).

- Among the specialized hospitals, the Ibn Sina
hospital had the largest number of outpatient
and emergency visits (200184 & 131461,

respectively), and hospital staff (1183). The

maximum number of discharges occurred at the

Maternity Hospital (21,398). The Psychological
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Medicine Hospital contained the maximum
number of beds (515).

- The most optimum discharge/doctor ratio in
2003 was found at the Amiri Hospital (42
discharges per doctor), followed by Mubarak
Hospital (44 discharges per doctor). The
maximum discharge/doctor ratio was recorded
at the Jahra Hospital (106). Jahra Hospital also
had the distinction of having the least desirable
discharge / nurse ratio (43 discharges per
nurse), The best ratio was observed at the
Amiri Hospital (19 discharges per nurse).
Among the specialized hospitals, the best
discharge/doctor ratio was recorded at the
Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation Hospital
(14 discharges per doctor). The most desirable
discharge/nurse ratio was also observed at the

same hospital (4 discharges per nurse).

- The best outpatient/doctor ratio at the general
hospitals was found to be at Mubarak hospital
(332 outpatients per doctor ) and the least
desirable at Farwania hospital (578 outpatienis
per doctor). Jahra also had the best outpatient /
nurse ratio (182 outpatients per nurse) and
Farwania hospital , the least desirable (236
putpatients per nurse ). Among the specialized
hospitals it is the Infectious Diseases Hospital
that takes the lead in the best outpatient/doctor
ratio (315 outpatients per doctor). The best
outpatient/nurse ratio was also observed at this

hospital (75 outpatients per nurse).
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- The load assessment of each hospital's services
revealed the Adan Hospital to be sustaining the
maximum load with an average of 80 patient
discharges each day whereas the Amiri hospital
sustained the minimum load with only 33
patient discharges per day. In terms of
outpatient visits it was the Farwania Hospital
that took the lead in having the maximum load
(189,456 visits). The highest operation rate was
recorded at Sabah Hospital. The

operation rate (as percent of total discharges)

lowest

was observed at the Amiri Hospital (1.9%) and
the lowest outpatient visit rate (as percent of
total outpatient visits) was recorded at the
Jahra Hospital (7.5%),

- Among the specialized hospitals the maximum
load was observed at the Matemity Hospital
with an average of 59 patient discharges each
day. Ibn Sina Hospital recorded the maximum
operation rate of 5.2 percent of the total
discharges. In terms of outpatient visits, the Ibn
Sina Hospital took the lead (12.8%). The
Physical Medicine & Rehabilit-ation Hospital
sustained the minimum load with an average of
one patient discharge per day. The minimum
load, in term of outpatient visits, was recorded

at the Infectious Diseases Hospital (Table 56).

An analysis of bed utilization indices at the
various general hospitals revealed that Al-Adan
hospital having the maximum Bed Occupancy
Rate (75.7 percent) and Amiri  Hospital the
Al Jahra and Adan

least (592 percent).
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Hospitals showed the highest Tumover Rates,
Al-Amiri Hospital showed the maximum Turmn
—pver Interval and Al-Adan and Jahra the
minimum. The longest average length of stay
was recorded for Al-Amiri Hospital (6.7 days)
and the shortest, for Al-Jahra Hospital ( 3.8
days).

- Among the specialized hospitals, the maximum
bed occupancy rate was recorded for the
Psychological Medicine Hospital (¥¥.8%) and
the minimum for the infectious discase hospital
(31.1%). The Maternity Hospital had the
distinction of having the highest turnover rate,
the lowest turnover interval, and the shortest

Live birth 1s the expulsion or extraetion from its mother of a
product of conceplion, arrespective of the duration  of
pregnancy, which, alter such separation, breathes or shows any
other evidence of life, such as beating of the hean, pulsation of
the umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles
whether or not the umblical cord had been cut or the placenta is

attached; ench product of such a birth is considered livebarn.

2. Foetal death (Stlllborn foetus):

Foetal death is death prior lo complete expulsion or extraction
from its mother of & product of conception, irrespective of the
duration of pregnancy; the death s indicated by the fact that
afler such separation the foelus does not breath, or show any
other evidence of life, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of

the umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles.

3. Birth weight:

The first weight of the foetus or newbom obtained after birth,
A birth weight of less than 2,500z iz considered "low birth
weight",

4. Gestational age:

The duration of gestation is measured from the first day of the
lagt normal menstrual period. Gestational ape is expressed in
completed days or completed weeks (e.g. events accurring 250
to 286 completed days after the onset of the lest normal
menstrual period are considered to have occurred at 40 weeks
of gestation),

5. Pre-term
Less than 37 completed weeks (less than 259 days) of
gestation.
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6. Term
From 37 completed weeks to less than 42 completed weeks

(259 10 293 days) of gestation,

7. Posi-term

42 eompleted weeks or more (294 days or more) of gestation.

8. Perinatal period

The perinatal period commences at 28 completed weeks (196
days) of gestation (the 1ime when birth weight is normally 500
&), and ends seven completed days afier birth,

9. Meonatal period

The neonatul period commences at bith and ends 28
completed days after birth. Neonatal deaths (deaths omong live
births during the first 28 completed days of life} may be
subdivided into early neonatal deaths, occurring during the first
seven days of life and late neonatal deaths, occurring afier the
seventh day, but before 28 completed days of life.

10. Maternal death

A maternal death is the death of a woman while pregnant or
within 42 days of termination of pregnancy, irrespective of the
duration and the site of the pregnancy, from any cause related

to or aggravated by the pregnancy or its management, but not

from accidental or incidental causes,
