B Demographic Profile

The mid-year population of Kuwait in 2004 stood
at 2,644.777. Of this 942 892 or 35.7 percent
were Kuwaitis and 1,701,885 or 64.3 percent
were Non-Kuwaitis, Farwania governorate, with a
population of 687,805 persons, was the most
populous region, and Mubarak Al-Kabeer was the
least, with 175,493 persons.

Kuwaitis were represented to their maximum
concentration in the Capital govemorate, and
Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwania governorate, and the
minimum concentration of Kuwaitis was noticed
at the Jahra governorate, and for Non-Kuwaitis in
Mubarak Al-Kabeer. The ratio of males to females

in the total population was 1.6 : 1 .

I. Comparative statistics

- A comparison of main vital indicators in

Kuwait between 2000 and 2004 shows
declining trends in most except the stillbirth
rates which showed a slight increase in 2004
compared to 2000 (7.5 vs 6.4/ 1000 births) and
also the perinatal mortality rate (11.9/1000

births in 2004 vs 11.2 in 2000).

- There was a 13% rise in the number of live

births between the wvears 2000 and 2004

-There was a noticeable increase in maternal
mortality rates, from 9.6 per 100,000 live
births in 2000 to 12.7 per 100,000 live births in
2004, In general, the maternal mortality rates 12.7 I dooy S« 2004 sy 4 s (o
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Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment ol the
population except in the year 2002. In fact,
there was no a single Kuwaiti maternal death
in 2000 & 2001.

- In general, the gender specific death rate was
comparatively higher for the male gender
during 2000-2004 for the Kuwaiti but for the
Non-Kuwaiti it was reversed in the last two

years (2003-2004).

- Circulatory conditions & heart diseases,
external causes (notably transport accidents)
and neoplasms were the three major causes of
death in 2000-2004. In all these groups,
proportionately more deaths were recorded
among Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti segments of
the population. Gender-wise, higher mortality
rates were observed among males than females
in case of heart diseases and transport
accidents. However, higher death rates due to
malignant neoplasms were noticed among
females than males in Non-Kuwaiti population
and in total population in all these years. It
may be noted however, that male mortality
because of transport accidents is several folds
greater than females mortality in both,

Kuwaitis and Non-Kuwaitis.

- A comparison of the 5 year period (Ministry of

Health: 2000-2004) reveals no change in the
number of physicians per thousand population,
(1.5). A simultaneous increase in population per
doctor ( from 683 in 2000 to 690 in 2004) was

also recorded.
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- There was also reduction in the number of beds
per thousand population (from 2.1 in 2000 to
1.7 in 2004), giving rise to more population for
each bed (479 in 2000 vs. 557 in 2004).

-There were fewer discharges from M.O.H.
hospitals per thousand population in 2004 (70)
than in 2000 (82).

- Population per primary health care center
showed 19.2% increase (from 29196 in 2000 to
34800 in 2004).

- The per capita health care cost increased from
126 K.D in 1999 - 2000 to 130 K.D in 2002-
2003,

-There are indications that the national policy of
gradual Kuwaitization in the public services
continued to succeed bearing fruit. The
percentage of Kuwaiti physicians and dentists
in Kuwait’s health care system (both
government and private) increased from 35.7%
and 31.2% in 2000 to 37.7% and 41.4% in
2004, respectively. On the other hand the

- Bed utilization indices in M.O.H. hospitals
showed modest changes in 2004. The bed-
occupancy rate increased from 67.2% in 2000
to 68.7% in 2004. The the turnover interval
(3.1 day) showed no change from 2000 to
2004. Meanwhile, turnover rate and the
average length of stay showed a slight change
between 2000 & 2004.
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Bed complement showed slight increase in 2004

(4747) than in 2000 (4575).

- The average number of patients discharged per
day from all M.O.H. hospitals of Kuwait was
487 in 2000. Since then it, pgenerally,
continued climbing up each year, till it reached

a maximum of 520 in 2004,

- The number of dead discharges was (7 per day)
in 2000, it became 7.1 per day in 2004, after
being lowered during the period 2001-2003.

- The total number of outpatient visits was
1,244 454 in 2000, 1t climbed to 1,750,073 in
2004. The number of visists per person was 0.6
and 0.7 visit/person/year during 2000 and 2004
respectively.

- Casualty operations constituted 69.5% of all
operations in 2004 whereas i 2000 these
constituted 68.0 percent. In 2004, casualty
operations were followed by general surgical
(8.1%), obstetrical & gynecological operations
(6.5%). Orthopedic and ENT surgery
constituted 4.3% and 2.9% of all operations,
respectively in 2004 .

- The maximum number of hospital outpatient
visits was made in the casualty department
where it was 2,367,276 in 2000, then it climbed
to 2,402,875 in 2004. Five other departments
that were greatly popular with the outpatients
were dermatology, orthopedics. ophthalmo-
logy, internal medicine, and obstetrics &

gynecology. Overall, the total number of
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outpatient visits to all departments showed an
increase equal to 15.0% between 2000 (3.61

million visits) and 2004 (4.15 million visits).

he overall death rates in M.O.H. hospitals
showed slight changes throagh 2000 and 2004.
Amiri and Mubarak hospitals consistently had
the highest death rate among the general
hospitals whereas among the specialized
hospitals Kuwait Cancer Control Centre
exhibited similar high death rates (10.5/1000 in
2000 and 8.7 in 2004) as compared to the

athers.

There was a decline in some of patient visits to
the primary health care centres between 2000-
2004, In 2000, the number of visils was 5,79
millions to general health care clinies; 0.98
million in dental clinics. 0.34 million in
maternal care clinies. 2.86 millions in child care
clinics. and 0.67 million in preventive care
clinies. In 2004, there was a decrease in patient
visits among two segments of primary health
care, that the number of visits dropped 10 5.12
millions in general health care clinies, and 0.95
million in dental c¢linics, This decline could be
attributed to the imposition of health care
charges about four years back. On the other
hand, there was an increase in the other 3
segments: where it was 0.37 million in maternal
care clinies. 3.72 millions in child care clinics.
Visits to preventive care clinics increased to

(1.68 million.

- The largest number of live births in 2004 were 32004 dae b ola¥l all all 3 Gl Jaii-

(1.7%). Only 11.7 percent births at the private
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- In 2004, the largest number of live births
(30.3%) were born in mothers in the 25-29
year age group. The percent of low birth
weight (less than 2,500 g) was 8.2 % and was
more pronounced in the Kuwaiti than Non-
Kuwaiti population The highest rate was seen
in Mubarak Al-Kabeer
(94.5/1000) and the least was in Jahra
governorate (76.0/1000).

- Analyzing the data of live births according to
method of delivery and place of delivery in
2004, it was found that 74.9% of deliveries
occurred  spontancously, and 85% by
unspecified methods. The largest number of
delivery where the method was not specified.
come from Hadi hospital (33.8%), followed by
Maternity hospital (24.7%).

- The total number of deaths in 2004 was 4793.
64.4 % of which were males and 35.6 %
females. Kuwaitis constituted 55.8% and
non-Kuwaitis were 44.2%. The level of
mortality was higher among Kuwaiti than
Non-Kuwaiti in both males and females.
Considering age, infant deaths (< 1 vear) was
8.8 % of all deaths. Then with advancing of
age, the level of mortality dropped sharply
thereafter, rising slowly wher it reached
17.6% of all deaths in the age-group 75 years

and more.

- The age specific death rate in 2004 was
9.9/1000 population for children less than |
vear old. Then, it declined sharply, then the
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death rate increased with advancing age. In
* the 85+ year group it was 123.3/1000 pop.
Barring carly childhood years( as also in
post-75-79 years), the rate is lower in all age
groups among the Non-Kuwaiti than the
Kuwaiti population. Also, Kuwaiti males
have higher death rates in almost every age-

group, than Kuwaiti females.

- Almost 61.6% of deaths (all ages) occurred at
the government hospitals. Very few deaths
(1.9%) occurred at private hospitals and mostly
of the Kuwaiti segment of the population.

- The largest percentage of deaths (13.5%) in
2004 was recorded at the Capital governorate
and the lowest (4.7%) at Mubarak Al-Kabeer
governorate. In 37.3% of deaths, place of
residence was not recorded on the death

certificate.

- In 2004, the most important cause of death,
among both sexes and nationalities , was heart
diseases (43.1/100,000 population) followed by
neoplasms  (20.9/100,000 population), then
transport accidents (15.5 /100,000 population),

- There were more deaths in the Kuwaiti than
Non-Kuwaiti population from the ten most
important causes of death. However, this
does not hold true when causes of mortality
are examined further down the ranks.

- Death rates are much higher for Non-Kuwaitis

than Kuwaitis due to accidental falls, burns
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and intentional self-harm. In fact 46 deaths
due to intentional self~harm are from the
Non-Kuwaiti segment of the society, and
only two death among Kuwaitis. Death due to
assault maily Kuwaiti

- Among cancer deaths the largest mortality
occurred due to malignant neoplasms of

- digestive organs. The rate was higher for
Kuwaitis of both genders than for Non-

Kuwaitis (2.3 times). Malignant neoplasms of

respiratory organs were the second Killer

among all cancers. The incidence was 2.4 as
high among Kuwaitis than in Non-Kuwaitis

in both sexes.

- Among infants, the largest single cause of
death in 2004 was disorders of short gestaion
& low birth weight. Other leading causes
were congenital anomalies of various body

asphyxia, and
pneumonia, respiratory distress syndrome,
and sudden infant death syndrome. In these
causes and among most others, more Kuwaili

| among the male (57.1 %) than the female

- 66.1 % of all infant deaths occurred in the
neonatal period (lass than 28 days) and the
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remaining (33.9 %) in the post-neonatal
period (28 days to less than 1 year old).
Almost 75.6% of the neonatal deaths
oceurred in the early neonatal perind (less
than a week). There were almost 1.6 times as
many neonatal deaths among Kuwaitis than

Mon-Kuwaitis.

- In 2004, the highest infant mortality rate
(13.2/1000 live births) was recorded for the
Jahra governorate and the lowest (7.3/1000 hve
births) for the Hawali governorate. The highest
male infant mortality rates for Kuwati and Non-
Kuwati nationalities were recorded at Jahra
governorate, Capital governorate had the lowest

rate for Kuwaitis

infant mortality

(8.5/1000 live births) and Mubarak Al-Kaheer

-male

governorate for the Non-Kuwaitis where there

was no one case recorded.

- In 2004, the stillbirth rate was 7.5/1000
births(live + stillbirth). The rate was higher in
the Non-Kuwaitis (8.9/1000 births) than
Kuwaitis {6.6/1000 births), High stillbirth
rate was most pronounced in mothers 45
years and over (14.8/1000 births) and the
least among mothers of 15-19 year age group
(3.9/1000 births). This was the case when the
age of the mother was exactly known.
However, a high still birth rate (17.9/1000
births) was recorded for mothers whose ages

wiere not stated.

- The most common cause of stillbirth was "ill-

defined conditions in the fetus" which
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contributed mostly 57% of all causes,
followed by "complications of placenta, cord
& membranes" (18.0 %), then ‘"other
maternal conditions" (7.0%) and "unspecified
congenital malformation” (6%). In the cases
of stillborn outcomes (69%) the exact
gestational age of the fetus was not stated.
When the pgestaional age was known, 15.2%
of stillbirths occurred durning 29-36 week

gestational age.

- Kuwait ranks quite favourably in its vital
indicator rates when compared to most

other countries of the world.

- There is no great perceptible difference in the
seasonality of wvital events, however, the
largest number of deaths occurred in the
month of February and the lowest, in July.
The highest number of live births occurred in

December, and the lowest in February.

I11. Health statistics.

- In 2004, MOH had five general hospitals (one

in each health region) plus the specialized

Sabah Medical Centre (including the Sabah

General Hospital), 9 specialized hospitals; 78

primary health care clinics and 33 diabetic

clinics. A total of 30,693 individuals worked

in the Ministry of Health, 41.2 % were males

and 58.8% females. The percentage of

Kuwaitis was 48.1% and for Non-Kuwaitis

. was 51.9%. Female workers outnumbered the

males among both nationality groups.
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- In 2004, the number of physicians working in
the Ministry of Health was 3835. Of these
2331 were Non-Kuwaitis (60.8 %), Female
physicians constituted only 31.3 % of the
total. The maximum number of health care
personnel (28.8 %) worked in the Sabah
Health Complex (Sabah general hospital and
and several hospitals of

and centers

specialized care).

= The total number of dentists was 635, OF
them, about half of them were Kuwaitis
(46.1%). The number of males was more than

twice that of female dentists.

- A total of 9331 nurses worked for the Ministry
of Health in 2004, Only 10.9 % of them, were
Kuwaitis. The proportion of male to female

nurses was approximately 1:5.

- Physicians, nurses, and dentists constituted

45.0% of the total work force in the Ministry

of Health (12.5%, 304% and 2.1%,
respectively),.  The rest (55.0%) was
comprised of pharmacists, paramedical

technicians. administrators, and others.

L. Hospital statistics

- The number of total discharges in 2004 from
M.O.H. hospitals was 183951 (98.6% alive and
1.4% dead). Of these, 51.6 % were Kuwaitis
and the rest were Non-Kuwaitis. Over a quarter
(25.6%) of all departments discharges belonged

to the departments of obstetrics & gynaecology.
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- In 2004, the total number of outpatient visits to
the M.O.H. hospitals in Kuwait was 1,750,073,
The majority of attendancy to outpatient clinics
was in dermatelogy clinic (15.6%) followed by
orthopedies (11.4%), ophthalmology (10.0%).
and internal medicine (6.4%). In total, Kuwaitis
outnumbered Non-Kuwaitis by a wide margin
(61.4% v. 38.6%).

- Among general hospitals, Adan hospital had
the largest number of beds (320 beds),
followed by Farwania (483) and Sabah
hospital (445). Adan hospital had the
maximum number of discharges (29,716) and
Amiri had the minimum (12,858). Farwania
hospital had the maximum number of
outpatient visits (252,343 wvisits) and Jahra
had the minimum (122,047), The largest
number of operations were performed in
Sabah hospital (7386 operations) followed by
Jahra (7203) and Adan hospital (6373). Al
Farwania hospital had the distinction of
receiving the largest number of emergency
visits (549,745 visits). The hospital with the
largest staff was Sabah (1883 persons) and
the smallest was Amiri hospital (1612).

- Among the specialized hospitals, Ibn Sina
hospital had the highest number of outpatient
and emergency visits (217887 & 128884
respectively), and  Thospital staff (1175
persons). The maximum number of
discharges oceurred at the Maternity Hospital
(20,835). The Psychological Maedicine
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hospital contained the maximum number of

beds (515).

The least discharge/doctor ratio in 2004 was
found at Amiri hospital (42 discharges per
doctor), followed by Mubarak hospital (43
discharges per doctor). The maximum
discharge/doctor ratio was recorded at Jahra
(114). had

highest

hospital Adan hospital the

distinction of having the
discharge/nurse ratio (39 discharges per
nurse). The lowest ratio was observed at the
Amiri hospital (20 discharges per nurse).
Among the specialized hospitals, the lowest
discharge/doctor ratioc was recorded at the
Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital
(13 discharges per doctor). The lowest
discharge/nurse ratio was also observed at the

same hospital (4 discharges per nurse).

The lowest outpatient/doctor ratio at the
general hospitals was found to be at Mubarak
hospital (362 outpatients per doctor) and the
highest was at
outpatients per doctor). Jahra had the lowest

Farwania hospital (779

outpatient/nurse ratio (159 outpatients per
nurse) and Farwania hospital had the highest
ratio (298 outpatients per nurse). Among the
specialized hospitals it is the Infectious
Diseases hospital that had the lowest
outpatient/doctor ratio (330 outpatients per
doctor). The lowest outpatient/nurse ratio was
observed at the Matemnity hospital (83

outpatients per nurse).
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- Reparding general hospital services, Adan
hospital had highest average daily discharge
(81 patient discharges / day) whereae Amin
hospital sustained the minimum average with
only 35 patient discharges / day. In terms of
outpatient visits, Farwania hospital had
24.5% of all outpatients wvisits to general
hospitals, where lowest proportion recorded
at Jahra hospital (11.8%). The highest
operation rate (as % of the total discharges in
the same hospital) was recorded at Sabah
hospital (37.7%) where the lowest
operation/discharge rate was observed at the
Adan hospital (21.5%).

- Among the specialized hospitals the maximum
average number of discharges per day was
observed at the Matemity hospital (57
discharges each day), where the lowest
average was found in Physical Medicine &
Rehabilitation hospital (1 / day). In terms of
outpatient visits, Ibn Sina hospital had 30.3%
of all outpatients visits to specialized
hospitals, where the lowest proportion
recorded at Infectious Diseases hospital
(1.6%). Al-Razi hospital recorded the
maximum operation rate as % of the total
discharges in the same hospital (122%) where
the lowest was found in Chest hospital
(18%).

- An analysis of bed utilization indices at the
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(78.9%) and Sabah hospital had the least
(59.8.%). Jahra hospital showed the highest
turnover rates (66.5 times / year) and Amiri
hospital showed the lowest (34.4 times / year).
Accordingly, the longest turnover interval was
i Amiri hospital (4 days) and the shortest
interval was in Adan hospital (1.3 days). The
longest average length of stay was recorded for
Amiri hospital (6.7 days) and the shortest for
Jahra hospital (4.0 days).

- Among the specialized hospitals, the maximum
bed occupancy rate was recorded for the
Paychological Medicine hospital (95.3%) and
the minimum for the infectious disease hospital
(39.5%). The Maternity hospital had the highest
turnover rate (57.6 times/year) and the lowest
rate found in Physical Medicine & Rehabili-
tation hospital (3.9 times/year). Accordingly,
highest turnover interval was found in Physical
Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital (25.8 days)
and the lowest interval was found in Matemnity
hospital (1.7 days). Also, the maximum average
length of stay (70.2 days) was found in
Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital
while the shortest (4.6 days) was in Maternity
hospital.

- At the level of hospital specialty departments,
the maximum bed occupancy rate for general
surgery was recorded at Jahra hospital (70.9%)
and the minimum rate was at Farwania hospital
(51.9%). The maximum average length of stay

for general surgery was at Sabah hospital (6.0
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-

days) and the minimum length was at Jahra

hospital (3.7 days).

- For intermal medicine depariment, the
maximum bed occupancy rate was recorded at
Adan hospital (87.2%) and the minimum was a
Farwania hospital (73.0%). The maximum
average length of stay for internal medicine
was at Amiri and Mubarak hospitals (7.8 days)
and the minimum length was (5.5 days) at Jahra

hospital.

- The major causes of admission to governmental
hospitals of Kuwait in 2004 were "normal
delivery”, "complications of pregnancy and
delivery", "other pregnancies with abortive
outcome”, "other types of anaemia”, "ischemic
heart disease",
"diabetes mellitus”,

diarthoea” and "other injuries of specified and

"tonsillitis", "pneunonia”,

"asthma”, "infectious

multiple body regions”.

2. Primary health care and health
divisions

- In 2004, Kuwait’s primary health care centres
attracted a total of approximately 10.7 million
patient visits. Of these, 67.8% were Kuwaitis
and 32.2% were non-Kuwaitis. The maximum
number of patient visits was in Ahmadi health
region (23.6%) and the minimum was in the
Capital health region (16.7%).
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- A total of D48 742 patient visit were made to
dental centres in primary health care. Kuwaiti
patients outnumbered Non-Kuwaiti patients by
a wide margin (64.3% vs. 357%). The
maximum number of visits were made in the
Ahmadi health region (22.8 % of the total
numper of visits to dental centers in the
primary health care) and the mimimum number

at the Capital health region (15.9 %).

- A total number of 10271 patients visited
medical genetics centre, Of these, 75.5%
were Kuwait and 24.5% were non-Kuwaiti.
Males constituted 55.8% while 44.2% were

females.

A total of 33 diabetes clinics existed in Kuwait

in 2004. The number of visits at these clinics
was 542,499 with a daily average of 2187
patients. Kuwaiti patients comprised 58.2 % of
them whereas non-Kuwaitis comprised 41.8%,
The mnxﬂmun number of patients attended these
clinics was in Ahmadi health region (25.4 %)

and the minimum in the Capital region (12.9%)

In the Islamic medicine centre, 9116 outpatient

visils were recorded during 2004, Out of them,
74.2 % were made by Kuwaitis and 25.8 % by
non-Kuwaitis. Among Kuwaitis, the number of
female patients was 3 folds that of males. The
most common conditions for which the centre
was consulted were hyperlipidemia (39.8%),
rheumatoid arthritis (19.6%), and diabetes
(12.2%).

Live birth is the expulsion or extraction from its mother of a
product of conception, urespective of the duration of
pregnancy, which, after such separation, breathes or shows any
other evidence of |ife, such as beaiing of the heart, pulsation of
the umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles
whether or not the umblical cord had been cut or the placenta is

1. Foetal death (Stillbarn foctus):

3. Birth weight:

The [irst weight of the foetus or newbom obtained aller birth.
A birth weight of less than 2,500g is considered "low birth
weight".

4. Gestational age:

The duration of gestation 15 measured from the first day of the
last normal menstrual period. Gestational age is expressed in
completed days or completed weeks (e events ovcurring 280
to 286 completed davs after the onset of the last normal
menstrual period are considered (o have ocourmed at 40 wecks

of gestation).

5. Pre-term:
Less tham 37 completed weeks (less than 259 days) of

gestation.
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6. Term:
From 37 completed weeks to less than 42 completed weeks
{259 to 293 days) of gestation,

7. Posi-term:

42 completed weeks or more (294 doys or more) of gestation.

8. Perinatal period:

The perinatal period commences at 28 completed weeks (196
days) of pestation (the time when birth weight is normally 500
g), and ends seven completed days after birth,

0, Neonatal period:

The neonatal period commences at birth and ends 28
completed days after birth. Neonatal deaths (deaths among hive
births during the first 28 completed days of life) may be
subdivided into eariy neonatal dedths, occurring during the first
seven days of life and late neonatal deaths, oceurring after the
seventh day, but before 28 completed days of life.

10. Maternal death:

A maternal death is the death of a woman while pregnant or
within 42 days of termination of pregnancy, irrespective of the
duration and the site of the pregnancy, from any cause related
to or aggravated by the pregnancy or its management, but not

from accidental or incidental causes.
