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HIGHLIGHTS

B Demographic Profile

The mid-year population of Kuwait in 2005 was
2.866,888. Of this 973,286 or 339 % were
Kuwaitis and 1,893,602 or 66.1 % were Non-
Kuwaitis. Farwania governorate, with @
population of 766,425 persons, was the mosl
populous region, and Mubarak Al-Kabeer was the

least, with 186,254 persons.

Kuwaitis were represented to their maximuim
concentration in the Capital govemorate, and
Non-Kuwaitis, in Farwania governorate, and the
minimum concentration of Kuwaitis was noticed
al the Jahra governorate, and for Non-Kuwaitis in
Mubarak Al-Kabeer. The ratio of males to females

in the total population was 1.7 : 1.

M Vital & health statistics

1. Comparative statistics

- A comparison of main vital indicators in

Kuwait between 2001 and 2005 shows
declining trends in most of them except the
stillbirth rates which showed a shght increase
in 2005 compared 10 2001 (7.3 vs 6.9/ 1000

hirths)
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- There was a 23% rise in the number of live
births between the years 2001 and 2005 Overall,
both genders and nationalities showed this

increase |

- The Male-female ratio among live births has
been around 104 :100 in 2005.

- An analysis of age-specific birth rates revealed
that all through 2001 to 2005 the 25-29 year
age group of all mothers has been the most
productive. The total fertility rates (per
woman) for Kuwaitis and non Kuwaitis were
standstill between 2001 and 2005. The gross
reproduction rate (per woman) followed almost
a similar pattern. The crude birth rate for the
non-Kuwaiti population in the same period
declined from 10.7 / 1000 population in 2001
to 10.5 / 1000 population in 2005, The crude
birth rate for kuwaitis increased from 30.9 to
32.0 /1000 population in the same time pirod.

- There was a slight decline in the crude death rate
(i-e. from 1.9 to 1.7 / 1000 population) during
the period 2001-2005 in both Kuwaiti and non-
Kuwaiti populations. The rate of infant mortality
had changed in the same period (from 10.2 to
8.2 respectively/1000 live births).

-There was a slight increase in matemal
mortality rates, from 24 per 100,000 live
births in 2001 to 3.9per 100,000 live births in
2005. In general, the maternal mortality rates
were found to be much higher in the Non-
Kuwaiti than the Kuwaiti segment of the
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population except in the year 2002, In fact,
there was no a single Kuwaili maternal death
in 2001,

- In general, the gender specific death rate was
comparatively higher for the male gender
during 2001-2005 for the Kuwaiti but for the
Non-Kuwaiti it was reversed in the years

(2003-2004).

- Circulatory conditions & heart diseases,
external causes (notably transport accidents)
and neoplasms were the three major causes of
death in 2001-2005 respectively. In all these
groups, proportionately more deaths were
recorded among Kuwaiti than Non-Kuwaiti
segments of the population. Gender-wise,
higher mortality rates were observed among
males than females in case of heart diseases
and transport accidents, However, higher death
rates due to malignant neoplasms were noticed
among females than males in both Kuwait and
non-Kuwaiti population and in total population

in all these years.

- A comparison of the 5 vear period (Ministry of

Health: 2001-2005) reveals slight change in the
numbc; of physicians per thousand population,
from(1.5) to (1.7). A simultancous decline n
populatien per doctor (from 677 in 2001 to 599

in 2005) was also recorded.

- There was also reduction in the number of beds
per thousand population (from 2.1 in 2001 to
1.7 in 2005), giving rise to more population for

each bed (478 in 2001 vs. 585 in 2005).

-There were fewer discharges from M.O.H.
hospitals per thousand population in 2005
(66.1) than in 2001 (82.8).

- Population per primary health care center
showed 22.9% increase (from 29908 in 2001 to
36755 in 2005).

- The per capita health care cost increased from
126 K.D in 1999 - 2000 to 130 K.D in 2002-
2003,

The percentage of Kuwaiti physicians decreased
while that of Kuwiati dentists increased in Kuwait
health care system (both governmental and
private) from 37.4% and 37.5% in 2001 to 36.7%
and 41.6% in 2005, respectively. On the other
hand the percentage of Kuwaitis among nurses

decreased from 9.8% m 2001 to 7.0% in 2005

- Bed utilization indices in M.O.H. hospitals
showed modest changes in 2005. The bed-
occupancy rate increased from 67.7% in 2001
to 68.7% in 2005, The the tumover interval
showed slight change from 2001(3.0 days) to
2005 (3.2days). Meanwhile, tumover rate and
the average length of stay showed a slight
change between 2001 & 2005.

Bed complement showed an increase in 2005

(4903) than in 2001 (4696).
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- The average number of patients discharged per
day from all M.O.H. hospitals of Kowait was
509 in 2001. Since then, it fluctuated till

reached a value of 519 in 20035,

- The average number of dead discharges was
(6.2 per day) in 2001. It became 7.1 per day in
2005.

-The total number of outpatient visils was
1301210 in 2001, It climbed to 1876484 in
20005, The number of visists per person was 0.0
and 0.7 visit/person/year during 2001 and 2005

respectively.

Casualty operations constituted 68.0% of all
operations in 2005 whercas in 2001 these
constituted 685 percent. In 2005, casualty
operations were followed by general surgical
(9.6%) and orthopedic (6.8%) operations.
Obsterrical  &gynecdogical operation  and
E.N.T surgery constituted 4.5% and 2.5% of all
operations, respectively m 2005

- The maximum number of hospital outpatient
visits was made in the casually department
where it was 2591803 in 2001, then 1t decreased
la 2415173 in 2005, Five other departments that
were greatly popular with the outpatients were
dermatology, orthopedics.  ophthalmo-logy,
internal  medicine, and obstetrics &

gynecology. Overall, the total number of

outpatient visits to all departments showed an

increase equal to 10.2% between 2001 (3.89

million visits) and 2005 (4.29 mulhon visits).
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- The overall death rates in M.O.H. hospitals

showed slight changes through 2001 and 2005,

Amiri and Mubaruk hospitals consistently had

the highest death rate among the general

hospitals whereas among the specialized

hospitais Kuwait Cancer Control Centre

exhibited similar high death rates (9.1/1000

| discharges i 2001 and 8.6 in 2005) as

compared to the others.

There was a decline in some of patient visits to
the primary health care centres between 200]-
2003, In 2001, the number of visits to general
health care clinics was 35.86 millions; (.98
million wvisits to dental elinies, 0.32 million
visils o maternal care clinics, 2.73 million visits
to child care clinics, and 0.68 million visits to
preventive care clinics. In 2003, there was a
decrease In patient visits among two segments
of primary health care, the number of visits
dropped to 0.96 million in dental care clinics,
and 2.68 million in child care clinics. On the
other hand, there was an increase in the other 3
segments; where 11 was 6.45 million in general
healthl care clinics, 0.36 millions in maternal
&gynecolsgical care clinics. Visits Lo preventive

care clinics increased to (.77 million visit,

- A comparison between last year (2000-2005)
of the trend of notifiable communicable
diseases shows a substantial relative reduction
in cases of notified diarthoea, bhrucellosis,
typhoid fever, and viral hepatitis ‘A’. On the
other hand there was a relative increase in the
number of cases of viral hepatitis 'C', and
shigellosis
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I1. Vital statistics

- Crude birth and death rates, natural increase
rates, and general fertility rates, all were higher
amongst Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis in 2005.
Rate of female births was higher than rate of
male births among Non-Kuwaitis and the
reverse occurred among Kuwaitis. Death rates
were higher among males in both populations.
Consequently, the natural increase rates n
2005 were higher for females than males in
Kuwaitis. Jahra health region showed the
highest crude birth rate, Farwania health region

showed the lowest death rates.

The largest number of live births in 2005 were

recorded from Farwania governorate and the
lowest from Mubarak Al-Kabeer governorale.
Fully 59.6% of all births occurred al the

govemnmental  hospitals.  Private hospitals

accounted for 39.0% of births , and the rest
accurred either at home or outside Kuwail
(1.4%). Only 12.1 percent births at the private

hospitals belonged to Non-Kuwaiti parents.

_ In 2005, the largest number of live births
(31.1%) were born in mothers in the 25-29
year age group. The percent of low birth
weight (less than 2,500 g) was 7.9 % and was
more pronounced in the Kuwaiti than Non-
Kuwaiti population The highest rate was seen
in Jahra governorate (87.1/1000) and the least
was in Hawali governorate (73.9/1000 Live
births ) .
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- Analyzing the data of live births according 1o
method of delivery and place of delivery in
2005, 1t was found that 74.2% of deliveries
occurred  spontancously, and  7.0% by
unspecified methods. The largest number of
delivery where the method was not specified,
come from Hadi hospital {31.4%), and London
hospital (69.2%).

- The total number of deaths in 2005 was 4784.
63.6 % of which were males and 34.4 %
females. Kuwaitis constituted 50.9% and
non-Kuwaitis were 49.1%. The number of
deceased was higher among non- Kuwaiti
than Kuwaiti in males and wvice versa in
females. Considering age, infant deaths (< |
year) was 8.8 % of all deaths, Then with
advancing of age, the level of mortality
dropped sharply thereafter, rising slowly
where it reached 16.8 % of all deaths in the
age-group 63-74 years,

- The age specific death rate in 2005 was
9.1/1000 population for children less than 1
vear old. Then, it declined sharply, then the
death rate increased after the age group 44 —
44 years with advancing age. In the 85+ year
group it was 135.6/1000 pop. Barring early
childhood years, the rate is lower in all age
groups among the Non-Kuwaiti than the
Kuwaiti population. Also, Kuwaiti males
have higher death rates in almost every age-

group, than Kuwaiti females,

Almost 61.3% of deaths (all ages) occurred at

the government hospitals. Very few deaths
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(1.8%) oceurred at private hospitals and mostly

of the Kuwaiti segment of the population,

-The largest percentage of deaths (12.6%) in
2005 was recorded at the Capital governorale
and the lowes! (4.1%) at Mubarak Al-Kabeer
governorate. In 41.0% of deaths, place of
residence was nol recorded on the death

certificate.

-In 2005, the most important cause ofl death,
among both sexes and nationalities , was heart
diseases (43.1/100,000 population) followed by
neoplasms  (20.2/100,000 population), then

transport accidents (16.7 /100,000 population).

- There were more deaths in the Kuwaiti than
Non-Kuwaiti population from the ten most
important causes of death. However. this
does not hold true when causes of mortality

are examined further down the ranks.

. Death rates are much higher for Non-Kuwaitis
than Kuwaitis due to accidental falls, bumns
and intentional self-harm, In fact 53 deaths
due to intentional self-~harm are from the
Non-Kuwaiti segment of the society, and
only three deaths among Kuwaitis. Death due
to assault were more  among Kuwaiti

population.

- Among cancer deaths the largest morality
occurred due to nalignant neoplasms of

digestive organs. The rate was higher for

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births) for the Hawali governorate. The highest
male infant mortality rates for Kuwati and Non-
Kuwati nationalities were recorded at Mubark
Al Kabeer governorate. Hawali governorate
had the lowest male infant mortality rate for
Kuwaitis (5.9/1000 live births) and Ahmadi

governorate for the non-Kuwaitis,

- In 2008, the stillbirth rate was 7.3/1000 births
(live + stillbirth). The rate was higher in the
Non-Kuwaitis ~ (8.8/1000  births)  than
Kuwaitis (6.4/1000 births). High stillbirth
rate was most pronounced i mothers 15-19
vears and over (11.1/1000 births) and the
least among mothers of 25-29 years age

group (6.3/1000 births).

- The most common cause of stillbirth was "ill-
defined conditions in the fetus" which
contributed mostly 59.2% of all causes,
followed by "complications of placenta, cord
& membranes" (173 %), then “other
maternal conditions" (6.9%) and "unspecified
congenital malformation” (6.9%). In cases of
stillbirth  outcomes (59.5%), the exact
gestational age of the fetus was not stated.
When the gestaional age was known, 20.3%
of stillbirths occurred during 29-36 week

gestational age.

- Kuwait ranks quite favourably in its wvital
indicator rates when compared to most

other countries of the world.
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- There is no great perceptible difference in the
seasonality of vital events, however, the
largest number of deaths occurred in January
and the lowest in Seplember. The highest
number of hive births occurred in November,

and the lowest in February.

I11. Health statistics.

- In 2005, MOH had five general hospitals (one
in each health region) plus the specialized
Sabah Medical Centre (including the Sabah
Gieneral Hospital), 9 specialized hospitals; 78
pnimary health care clinics and 36 diabetic
clinics. A total of 32147 individuals worked
in the Minmistry of Health, 40.8 % were males
and 59.2% females. The percentage of
Kuwaitis was 48.4% and for Non-Kuwaitis
was 51.6%. Female workers outnumbered the

males among both nationality groups.

- In 2005, the number of physicians working in
the Ministry of Health was 4105, Of these
2506 were Non-Kuwaitis (61.0 %). Female
physicians constituted only 31.2% of the
total. The maximum number of health care
personnel (282 %) worked in the Sabah
Health Complex (Sabah general hospital and
and several hospitals and centers of

specialized care),

- The total number of dentists was 679, Of

them, about half of them were Kuwaitis
{%43.7). The number of males was more than

twice that of female dentists.
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- A total of 9419 nurses worked for the Ministry
of Health in 2005 Only 7.8 % of them, were
Kuwaitis. The proportion of male to female

nurses was approximately 1:4.

-Physicians, nurses, and dentists constituted

44.2% of the total work force in the Ministry

of Health (12.8%, 293% and 2.1%,
respectivelv). The rest (55.8%) was
comprised of pharmacists, paramedical

technicians, administrators, and others.

1. Hospital statistics

. The number of total discharges in 2005 from
M.O.H. hospitals was 189553 (98.7% alive and
1.3% dead), Of these, 50.0 % were Kuwaitis,
Over a quarter (25.3%) of all departments
discharges belonged to the departments of

abstetrics & gynaecology.

- In 2005, the total number of outpatient visits 1o
the M.O.H. hospitals in Kuwait was 18764584,
The majority of attendancy to outpatient clinics
was in dermatology clinic (15.0%) followed by
orthopedics (10.9%), ophthalmology (9.9%),
and internal medicine (7.2%). In total, Kuwaitis
outnumbered Non-Kuwaitis by a wide margin

(61.0% v. 39.0%).
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- Among general hospitals, Jahra hospital had
the largest number of beds (593 beds),
followed by Adan (525) and Farwania
hospital (488). Jahra hospital had the
maximum number of discharges (31379) and
Amiri had the minimum (13312). Farwania
hospital had the maximum number of
outpatient visits (280707 visits) and Jahra had
the minimum (128124). The largest number
of operations were performed in Jahra
hospital (7723 operations) followed by Adan
(6730) and Sabah hospital (6577). Farwania
hospital had the distinction of receiving the
largest number of emergency visits (507775
visits). The hospital with the largest staff was
Sabah (1969 persons) and the smallest was
Amiri hospital (1726).

- Among the specialized hospitals, lbn Sina
hospital had the highest number of cutpatient
and emergency visits (243766 & 146589
respectively), and hospital staff (1195
persons), The maximum number of
discharges occurred at the Maternity Hospital
(21617). The Medicine
hospital contained the maximum number of

beds (515).

Psychological

- The least discharge/doctor ratio in 2005 was
found at Amiri hospital (38 discharges per
doctor), followed by Mubarak hospital (41
discharges per doctor). The maximum
discharge/doctor ratio was recorded at Jahra
hospital (110). Adan hospital had the
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distinction  of  having the  highest
discharge/nurse ratio (41 discharges per
nurse). The lowest riatio was observed at the
Amin hospital (19 discharges per nurse).
Among the specialized hospitals, the lowest
discharge/doctor ratio was recorded at the
Physical Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital
(11 discharges per doctor). The lowest
discharge/nurse ratio was also observed at the

same hospital (4 discharges per nurse).

-The lowest outpatient/doctor ratio at the
general hospitals was found to be at Amiri
hospital (408 outpatients per doctor) and the
highest was at Farwania hospital (R18
outpatients per doctor). Jahra had the lowest
outpatient/nurse ratio (156 outpatients per
nurse) and Farwania hospital had the highest
ratio (325 outpatients per nurse). Among the
specialized hospitals it was the Maternity
hospital that had the lowest outpatient/doctor
ratio (33| outpatients per doctor). The lowest
outpatient/nurse ratio was observed also at
the Matemity hospital (81 outpatients per

nurse).

Regarding general hospital services, Jahra
hospital had highest average daily discharge
(86 patient discharges / day) whercae Amin
hospital sustained the minimum average with
only 36 patient discharges/day. In terms of
outpatient  visits, Farwania hospital had
25.5% of all outpatient wvisits to general

hospitals, where lowest proportion recorded
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at Jahra hospital (11.6%). The highest
operation rate (as % of the total discharges in
the same hospital) was recorded at Sabah
(33.1%)
operation/discharge rate was observed at the

Adan hospital (22.0%).

- Among the specialized hospitals the maximum
average number of discharges per day was
observed at the Matermity hosmtal (59
discharges each day), whereas the lowest
average was found in Physical Medicine &
Rehabilitation hospital (1/day). In terms of
outpatient visits, Ibn Sina hospital had 31.4%
of all outpatients wvisits to specialized
hospitals, where the lowest proportion
recorded at Infectious Diseases hospital
(1.6%). Al-Raz

maximum operation rate as % of the total

hospital recorded the

discharges in the same hospital (215%) where
the lowest was found in Chest hospital
(17%).

- Analysis of bed utilization indices at the
various general hospitals revealed that Adan
hospital had the maximum bed occupancy rate
(80.6%) and Jahra hospital had the least
(60.3.%). Adan hospital showed the highest
turnover rates (58.3 times / year) and Amin
hospital showed the lowest (35.6 times / year).
Accordingly, the longest turmnover interval was
in Amiri hospital (3.7 days) and the shortest
interval was in Adan hospital (1.3 days). The
longest average length of stay was recorded for
Amiri hospital (6.7 days) and the shortest for
Jahra hospital (4.2 days).
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- Among the specialized hospitals, the maximum
bed occupancy rate was recorded for the
Psychological Medicine hospital (106.3%) and
the minimum for the infectious disease hospital
(40.6%). The Maternity hospital had the highest
turnover rate (61.1 times/year) and the lowest
rate found in Physical Medicine & Rehabili-
tation hospital (3.9 times/year). Accordingly,
the highest turnover interval was found in
Kuwait Allergy Center (25.9 days) and the
lowest interval was found in Maternity hospital
(1.8 days). Also, the maximum average length
of stay (70.1 days) was found in Physical
Medicine & Rehabilitation hospital while the

shortest (4.2 days) was m Maternity hospital.

- At the level of hospital specialty departments,
the maximum bed occupancy rate for general
surgery was recorded at Adan (73%) and the
minimum rate was at Jahra hospital (43.4%).
The maximum average length of stay for
general surgery was at Sabah hospital (5.6
days) and the minimum length was at Jahra

hospital (3.7 days).

- For departments of internal medicine, the
maximum bed occupancy rate was recorded at
Adan hospital (92.3%) and the minimum was al
Jahra hospital (66.8%). The maximum average
length of stay for internal medicine was at
Amiri hospital (8.3 days) and the minimum
length was (5.5 days) at Jahra hospital.
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- The major causes of admission to governmental
hospitals of Kuwait in 2005 were "normal
delivery", "complications of pregnancy and
delivery". "other pregnancies with abortive

2, Primary health care and health
divisions

- In 2005, Kuwait's primary health care centres
attracted a total of approximately 11.0 million
patient visits. OFf these, 66.3% were Kuwaitis
and 33.7% were non-Kuwaitis. The maximum
number of patient visits was in Farwania health
region (23.8%) and the minimum was in the

Capital health region (16.4%).

- A total of 956706 patient visit were made to
dental centres in primary health care. Kuwaiti
patients outnumbered Non-Kuwaiti patients by
a wide margin (64.0% vs. 36.0%). The
maximum number of visits were made in the
Hawali health region (223 % of the total
number of wvisits to dental centers in the
primary health care centers) and the mimimum
number at the Capital health region (16.6 %).
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- A total number of 10128 patients visited the
medical genetics centre. Of these, 74.8%
were Kuwait and 25,2% were non-Kuwaiti.
Males constituted 56.7% while 43.3% were

females.

- A total of 36 diabetes clinics existed in Kuwait
in 2005. The number of visits at these clinics
was 561,110 with a daily average of 2253
patients. Kuwaiti patients comprised 57.7 % of
them whereas non-Kuwaitis comprised 42.3%.
The maximum number of patients attended these
clinics was in Ahmadi health region (24.6 %)
and the mintmum in the Capital region (16.1%)

- In the Islamic medicine centre, 7659 outpatient
visits were recorded during 2005. Out of them,
79.7 % were made by Kuwaitis and 20.3 % by
non-Kuwaitis. Among Kuwaitis, the number of
female patients was 2.5 folds that of males.
The most common conditions for which the
centre was consulted were hyperlipidemia
(45.4%), rheumatoid arthritis (16.3%), and
diabetes (12.0%).

- As compared to the year 2004, the number of
patients treated abroad, as well as the number
of attendants accompanying them, in 2005,
have been increased by 44.8% and 15.8%

respectively.

3. Private sectors and oil company

hospitals

- Health care was also provided in Kuwait by
five private sector hospitals and three

hospitals belonging to the oil companies.

In 2005, the total number of beds in the o1l

companies sector (Ahmadi hospital) was 191,
the total number of physicians 136, and nurses
317. The total number of operations at the
Ahmadi hospital was 10356 with 9871 cases of
discharges. The total number of visits to the
outpatient clinics in this sector was 463705 of
which, 82.2% was at Ahmadi hospital, The
total number of visits of Kuwaitis to outpatient
clinics constituted 73.6% of the total. Obstetrics
& Gynecology diseases compnsed the main
causes of discharges from Ahmadi hospital
33.1%), followed by the of pediatric diseases
(21.6%). Also, at this hospital, the maximum
number of operations belonged to the gencral
surgery (62.0%), followed by EXN.T. operations
(24.8%).

Regarding privaie hospitals, the total number

of outpatient visits was 864631, of which,
Hadi hospital constituted 33.6%. Obstetric
and gvnecology outpatient visits constituted
26.7% of the total visits followed by pediatric

disease visists (11.9%)

- Among the private sector, the highest number

of discharges was from at Hadi hospital
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(27.6%), followed by Dar-Al-Shefa (26.1%).
Also, the maximum number of operations
were performed at Hadi hospital (32.1%). At
the level of hospital department, discharges
from the dept. of obstetrics & gynecology
formed 60.6% of the total number of
discharges. This department also carried out
the maximum number of operations (40.4%
of the total number of operations), followed

by the general surgery (25.1%).

- The total number of beds in the private sector
was 420, the total number of doctors was 287

and number of nurses was 752,

1. Live birth:

Live birth is the expulsion or extrachon from its mother of a
product of conceplion, irespective of the duration of
pregnancy, which, after such separation, breathes or shows any
other evidence of life, such as beating of the heart, pulsation of
the umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles
whether or not the umblical cord had been cut or the placenta is

attached: each product of such a birth is consadered liveborn.

2. Foetal death ( Stillborn Toetus )

It s death prior o complete expulsion or extraction of the
product of conception from mother, at = 28 weaks of
gestational age. The death is indicated by the fact that afier
such separation the foctus does not breath, or show any other
evidence of life, such as beating of the hearl, pulsation of the

umbilical cord, or definite movement of voluntary muscles,

3. Birth weight :
The first weight of the foetus or newborn obtaimned after birth.
A birth weight of less than 2,500g is considered "low birth

welght”.

4. Gestational age :

The duration of gestation is measured from the first day of the
last normal menstrual period. Gestational age is expressed in
completed days or completed weeks (e.g. events ocewring 280
to 286 completed days after the onset of the last normal
menstroal peried are considered o have occurred ar 40 weeks

of gestanon).

5, Pre<term @
Less than 37 completed weeks (less than 259 days) of

gestation
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f. Term :

From 37 completed weeks 1o less than 42 completed wecks
(259 10 293 days) of pestation.

7. Post-term ;

42 completed weeks or more (294 days or more) of gestation.

8. Perinatal period

The permatal period commences at 28 completed weeks (196
days) of gestation (the time when birth weight 1s normally 500
g}, and ends seven completed days after birth.

9. Neonatal peripd :

The neomatal perod commences at birth and ends 28
completed days after hirth. Neonatal deaths (deaths among live
births during the first 28 completed days of life) may be
subdivided into early neonatal deaths, occurring during the first
seven days of life and late neonatal deaths, occurring after the
seventh day, but before 28 completed days of life.

10. Maternal death :

A maternal death is the death of a woman while pregnant or
within 42 days of termimation of pregnancy, irespective of the
duration and the site of the pregnancy. from any cause related
to or aggravated by the pregnancy or s management, but not

from acendental or incidental causes.
