- A comparison of main vital indicators in Kuwait
between 2004 and 2008 shows declining trends
in most ol them exeept the infant mortality rate
which increased in 2008 (9,1/1000 live births)
compared to 2004 (8.9/1000 live births).

Also Postnconatal Mortality Rate and maternal
mortality rate had increased in 2008 compared
1o 2004,

154% rnise. Overall, both genders and

nationalities showed this increase.

The Male-female ratio among live births has
been around 105 100 mn 2008.

An analysis of age-specific birth rates revealed
that all through 2004 to 2008 the 25-29 year age
group of all mothers has been the most
productive. The total fertility rates (per woman)
for Kuwaitis and non Kuwaitis were decreased a
little between 2004 and 2008. The gross
reproduction rate (per woman) followed almost
a similar pattern, The crude birth rate for the
non-Kuwaiti  population  declined  from
10.3/1000  population i 2004 to 8.7/1000
population n 2008, The crude birth rate for
Kuwaitis declined from 315 to 30.2/1000

population in the same time period.

- There was a slight decline in the crude death rate

(i.e. from 1.8 1o 1.6/1000 population) during the
period 2004-2008. The rate of infant mortality
had increased in the same period (from 8.9 to 9.1

respectively/1000 live births).

There was a minute increase in maternal
mortality rates, from 12,7 per 100,000 live
births in 2004 to 12.8 per 100,000 live births in

- Population per primary health care centers
showed 30.8% change (from 34800 in 2004 to
45505 in 2008).

- The per capita health care cost increased from
131 K.D in 2004 to 172 K.D in 2008.

- The percentage of Kuwaiti physicians and
dentists increased in governmental health care
system from 39.2% and 46.1% in 2004 to 40.7%
and 59.6% in 2008, respectively. On the other
hand the percentage of Kuwailis among nurses
decreased from 10.9% in 2004 to 7.4% in 2008.

- Bed utilization indices in M.O.H. hospitals
showed slight changes in 2008. The bed-
occupancy rate decreased from 68.7% in 2004
to 65.7% in 2008. The turnover interval raised
from 3.1 days in 2004 to 3.7 days in 2008.
Meanwhile, tumover rate decreased from 38.8
o 348 in 2008. ALLS showed an increase
between 2004 and 2008 (5.5 10 5.8).

- Bed complement showed an increase in 2008
{5614) than in 2004 (4747).
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- The daily average number of patients discharged
per day from all M.O.H. hospitals of Kuwait was
495 in 2004, Since then, it fluctuated till reached

a value of 526 in 2008.

- The average daily number of hospital deaths

- The total number of outpatient wvisits in

governmental hospitals was 1750073 in 2004, It

- Casualty operations constituted 73.2% of all
operations in 2008 whereas in 2004 these
constituled 69.5 percent. In 2008, casualty

gynecology. Overall, the total number of visits
to all departments showed a percent increase

- Crude birth and death rates, natural increase
rates, and general fertility rates, all were higher
amongst Kuwaitis than Non-Kuwaitis in 2005,
Rate of female births was higher than rate of
male hirths among Non-Kuwaitis and the
reverse occurred among Kuwaitis. Death rates
were higher among males in both papulations.
Consequently, the natural increase rates in
2008 were higher for Non-Kuwaiti females
than males. Mubarak governorate showed the
highest crude birth rale. The Capital health

regron showed the lowest death rates.

The largest proportion of live births in 2008
were  recorded  from Farwania - governorale
(24.3%) and the lowest from Mubarak Al-
Kabeer governorate (7.9%). Fully 54.6% of all
births occurred at the povernmental hospitals.
Private hospitals accounted for 44.0% of births ,
and the rest (1.4%) oceurred either at home or
outside Kuwait (for Kuwaitis oniy). Among
Non-Kuwaiti only 14.9 percent births oceurred

at the private hospitals.

- Among cancer deaths the largest mortality

occurred  due to malignant  neoplasms  of

digestive organs. The rate was higher for

Kuowaitis of both genders than for Non-

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- Among infants, the largest single cause of death
in 2008 was disorders of short gestaion and
low hirth weight. Other leading causes were
congenital anomalies ol various body system,
sudden infant death syvndrome,  broncho-
pncumonia  and pneumonia, and  bacterial
sepsis of newbom. In these causes and among
most others, more Kuwaiti than non-Kuwaiti
infant deaths were recorded. Infant mortality
due to all causes in the former was 55.7% as
compared to 44.3% in the later. Infant

mortality was also higher among male (55.1%)
than female (44.9%) infants.

More than half (63.0%) of all infant deaths
occurred in the neonatal period (less than 28
days) and the remaining (37.0%) in the post-
neonatal period (28 days to less than one year
old).

Among the specialized hospitals the maximum
average number of discharges per day was
observed at the Maternity hospital (55.3
discharges each day), whereas the lowest
average was found in Physical Medicine and
Rehabilitation hospital nearly (l/day). In
terms of outpatient visits, Ibn Sina hospital
had 31.3% of all outpatients visits 1o
specialized  hospitals, where the  lowest
proportion recorded at Infectious Diseases
hospital (1.9%%). Al-Razi hospital recorded the
maximum operation rale as a percent of the
total discharges (112.4%), where the lowest
was found in Chest Diseases Hospital
(14.6%).

- Analysis of bed utilization indices at the
various general hospitals revealed that Adan
hospital had the maximum bed occupancy rate
(79.9%) and Amiri hospital had the least
(60.2%). Jahra hospital showed the highest
turnover rates (52.9 times / year) and Amiri
hospital showed the lowest (33.1 times / year).
Accordingly, the longest turnover interval was
in Amiri hospital (4.5 days) and the shortest
interval was in Adan hospital (1.5 days). The

longest average length of stay was recorded for
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Amiri hospital (6.6 days) and the shortest for
Jahra hospital (4.6 days).

- Among the specialized hospilals, the
maximum bed occupancy rale was recorded for
the Physical Medicine and Rehabilftation
hospital (79.3%) and the minimum for the
infectious  disease hospital  (34.6%).

A total number of 9841 patients visited the
medical genetics centre. Of these, 73.0% were
Kuwait and 27.0% were non-Kuwaiti. Males

constituted 54.53% while 45.5% were females,

A total of 58 diabetes clinics existed in Kuwait
in 2008. The number of visits at these clinics

was 713028 with a daily average of 2701

patients. Kuwaiti patienls comprised 53.5% of

them whereas non-Kuwaitis comprised 46.5%.
The maximum number of paticnts attended these
clinics was in Ahmadi health region (25.4%) and

the minimum in the Capital region (12.9%).

In the Islamic medicine centre, 6142 outpaticnt
visits were recorded during 2008. Out of them,
75.6% were made by Kuwaitis and 24.4% by
non-Kuwaitis. Among Kuwaitis, the number of
female patients was nearly 2.5 folds that of
males. The most common conditions for which
the centre was consulted were hyperlipidemia
(64.5%), rheumatoid arthritis (11.0%), and
diabetes (9.4%).
